RETURN 0F LAND TO MIDDLE RIVER BAND-REQUEST FOR
UNANIMOUS CONSENT TO MOVE MOTION

Mr'. Frank Howard (Skeena): Mr. Speaker, I rise pursu-
ant ta Standing Order 43 to seek the unanimous concur-
rence of the House to move a motion in a case of urgent
and pressing necessity, namely, the continuai delay in the
Department of Indian Affairs and Northern Development
in returning certain lands to a particular band of Indian
people in Nova Scotia. I would therefore move, seconded
by the hon. member for Comox-Aiberni (Mr. Barnett):

That this House authorize the Standing Committee on Indian
Affairs and Northern Development ta inquire into the reasons
why the Department of Indian Affaira and Northern Development
is not taking steps ta have certain Indian reserve land which was
improperly alienated returned ta the domain and authority of the
Middle River Indian Band in Nova Scotia.
