SUGGESTED SUBSIDY PROGRAM FOR AIR TRANSPORT IN

NORTHWEST TERRITORIES

Mr. Thomas Suluk (Nunatsiaq) moved:
That the Standing Committee on Transport be empowered ta study and report

an:
(1) design and implemnentation of a direct subsidy programt on passenger

and freight air transportation in the Northweat Territories in an effort (a) to
allow reaidents in reunote areas access ta affordable air travel (b) ta encourage
profesajonal, business and taurismt development throughout the tires (c) ta
improve intercommunity developmnent and trade throughout the area;

(2) adoption of the recommendations of the Air Transport Committee
report on the adequacy of air services in northern and remnote areas, to
eliminate where applicable federal sales tax, excise tax and airport fees;

(3) design and imrplemnentation of venture capital programt ta enable air
carriers operating in northern and remnote areas ta acquire appropriate aircraft
for northern and remnote operations.
