This was apparent to-day ”%0ﬂ the
Chinese opened the ball with a recital of British outrages in Shanghai
giving day and date unarmed and innocent Chinese were ¥illed and
wounded while in pursuit of their peac ceful and oz ‘dinary avocations.
hyte merely said there was no use arguing or citing cases of Chinese
agére,ulons or the j’“tificqtion for the ulleged attacks, and merely
asked what the Chinese planned (in case stable Government was restored)
as reoards the Gov. of Shanghai. Briefly stripping their reply of
unnecessary verbiage and camouflage, the foreign residents were to be

taxed (h&lf the taxes now are paid by the British) as usual but the
Government was to be elected by popular and qualified voters followed

by the information that 973% pf the population was Chinese and 2:%
foreign. This was again followed by a further recitation of British
folly and *”it\cn.inztrgzc eaingt the innocent and peaceful native
population. 0 date we have not settled the questiom. It is peculiar
that an unofficial body of this kind on which no resident of shenghai's
tax payers or business interests is represented should try and reach
conclusions on the subject on which & lot of Cantonesse who are not in
power in China. \t firgt we were merely an unofficial bodye. Yesterday
we referred to ourselves as members from each country. Today we have
taken @nother step and have emerged as representatives of the wvarious
powes lith each step we have become more serious with an added
dl~41tv that is impressive. The Canadians are keeping theil “uudv and
their own counsel. Sir Arthur who is Chairman of one of the sections
a8 well as the Canadians, works from 5 A.l. and probably wishes he was
back in the war.
