Prince Albert, a handsome chap of
eighteen years, the second son of the
monarch of the British Empire, fair,
with bronzed skin and blue eyes,
dressed in a natty sailor suit, arrived
here shortly after dawn in a C. P. R.
special train from Montreal. He was
on'e of 69 cadets of the training ship
Cumberland. The party was taking a
trip to Niagara Falls. They returned
here last night and went to Kingston,
and from that city they will sail down
among the ‘thousand islands to Mon-
treal, en route to their ship.
