CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO.

RATHER more business 1s doing than
for some weeks past. It is hardly pos-
sible that April will terminate without a
fair volume of tride Leing the resalt
Anything like 1 start in spring business
must mean a considerable demand for
lumber, for t distnbuting points stocks
are light.  One of the leading mill men of
the province, with headquarters in To-
ronto, who recently returned from the
Eastern States, whither he had gone on
a prospecting tour, siid to the writer, that
he was agrecably disappointed in the out-
look  He could only repeat what others
had said before, that an unusual degree
of caution was evinced by everyone.
This is a warked featnre of the lumber
trade this spring as compared with
some other seasons. [t was believed,
however, that the time was near when a
demand for lumber would evist, ard lum
ber would need to be bought. It is simp-

1ya case of wmting to make sure that

trade will start moving  Our wnformant
found a strong disposition among whole-
salers to talk business, with a view of
actual trade near by. He stated that
stocks at the distributing centres were
light, which of itself supplied stiong rea-
son for confidence in the near future
Building operations are commencing to
be a factor in the activities of the larger
cities, and manufacturing concerns gen-
crally are cither running on good time
o1 just on the eve of doing so. It looks
as though prices for the better qualities
would hold firm throughsut the scason.
Fonquiries for this class ofstock are increas-
ing and there does not seem to be any t00
much of last year's cat on hand. It is
just among the possibilities that by mid-
summer the price for better stock will
show, at least, a slight tendency to ad-
vance. As much can hardly be said for
common. The opinion of one well ac-
quainted with the market is that this is
tikely to be an off year with box and com-
mon grades. The extra cut of bumt tim-
ber through Michigan, Minneapols and
Wisconsin will be one factor leading in
this direction.  Outside of this ane-possi-
ble condition prices generally are likely
to keep firm. The mills, both in the
northern section of the province and on
the Ottawa, are sbout ready to commence
running. The cut will, on the whole,
averrge about the same as last year, some
mills inereasing it a little, others not get
iny out quite so much. .
QUEREC AND NEW BRUNsWid k.

Quict as lumber has been  Quebee for
some mraths, there is = noticeable feeling
of improvemient shown within a week or
two. In conversat:on with the represen-

tative of one of the largest Canadian ea-
porters of deals and timber, the opinion
was expressed that a better trade would
be done this year than last, and prices
would certainly show an advanee. The
Glasgow market for Canadian  umber
cvidences considerable activity, and Ca-
nadian houses who have representatives
there huy e no reason to believe thata satis.
factory season’s business will not be done.
The manager of the Glasgow house of
Robert Thomson & Co,, 15 at present in
this country, and his repurts to the home
office are of a sausfactory _haracter.
A Glasgow correspondent of Timber
zays . “The turn over in waney and syuare
yellow pine has, dunng the past year,
been consuderable and at hardening
prices.  More business in this connection
is in pracess of ncgotiation with the ship
builders and no doubt sales will result.
All holders are asking better pnices for
first-class umber and with the stock n
such moderate pesition it will be surpris-
my if they do uot get ut for the asking..
Ata lumber sale of timber conducted by
Churchiil & Sim a week ago, prices ob-
tained for a heavy line of a «ell-known
Quebec stock, representedin 1st, 2nd and
31d, are reported by the Timber Trades
Journal to have been not unsatisfactory.
In the Liverpool market the same author
ity states that there is certainly an im-.
provement in volume of business now be-
ing done, compared with the stagnant
condition it was in a short time ago,
though it is feared when the import of
Canadian goods setsin the market will be
found with more unsold stock than hold-
ers and importers care about carrying
ovei.  There are many signs of an active
season in lumbering in New Brunswick.
The cut will be of yood size and the mills
are generally getting down to work. Ship-
nients, both to the United Kingdom and
the United States will, no dou 1t from this
out, show a decided increase i size.
BRITISH COLUMBIZ

Shipping records in the coast province
show that gocd quantities of lumber are
bemng eaported weekly., Much of this s
going to California. Foreign points are
also receiving a fair quantity of stock.
The home tradeis looking up in sympathy
with the general revival that comes to
business in the spring of the year.  From
the decision of the New York Appraiscis,
that has been given out, it would
appear as though the 25 per cent. duty
that has been eaacted on red cedar will
now be removed, and if so, the trade of
British Columbia in this directiun will re-
ccive an encouraging impcetus.

UNITED STAIES

Lumber dealers 10 the United Siates

are not buying freely, far from as readily

as ought to be expected at this tume of
the year. They are comnencing, how-
ever, to fecl more hke doing business.
Enquirtes for stock are of a more definite
and business hke nature and with hmited
stacks on hand at the mam distnbuting
centres there is nothing over sanguine
the statement that within a few weeks
orders for con:ulerable quantities of lum-
ber will be placed with mull men. Une,
at the same tune, can hardly study the
situation without feehng saustied that
throughuut the season buying will be of
careful character and that no one is likely
to stock up with much more than they
think they can readily dispose of. Milt
menin Michigan, for example, are not
worried over the outlook. Mills al-
most unmediately will ben tall runnuing
shape, and it is believed that a good sea-
son’s trade will be done. The firm nature
of prices 1s 2 condition of the lumber situ-
auon that gnes confidence to business.
Prices for better grades are dispesed to
suffen, whilst, unless some of the larger
consumers of cummoner grades resulve
on the making up of heavy stocks this
season, prices n these lines may dechine.
FOREIGN.

An improvement in trade in Canadian
woods 15 becoming mamfest in a number
of the leading English markets.  Reports
from London are perhaps less cheery than
at any other point. The talk there is
of heavy stocks, and 1t 1s con-
tended that the only hope of an mnprove-
ment  trade 15 10 restricting shipments.
At Liverpool a more healthy condition ex-
15ts, whilst at Glasgow business 1s taking
on active conditions, and fair orders have
been placed for spring supplies.  Ship
building 1s active.  In alimost all kinds of
ycllow pine deals, says Tiunber, the market
mamtains a2 farly Grm tone.  In under
sizes of 1st quahty advances are pad
where business s done, but regulars and
board are moving slowly, and paying
prices not easy to get. Spruce is gong
freely into consumption but the low level
of prices, which has been current of late,
1s mantauned, much stock oa hand oper-
atng aganst any advance. Itis hoped
that Austrahan trade w:ll show some un-
provement very shontly, thoughst 1s a
casc of mending slowly after the severe
finanuial depression of the past few years.
Cuban .troubles continue to demorahze
the lumber business in South Amecrica.
A recent Canadian visiter to the New
York market says that there 15 very hitle
doing 1 business with South Amenica or
the \West Indies. A report of Mr. Balcer,
to the Chambers de Commerce, at Mon-
treal, gives encouragement to an improved
trade 0 lumber between Canada and
France.
