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that we are witbln live days o~f the end of
the session, surely hie bas courage enougb
te brlng In a Bill whlch wIII deai wlith
this question from the viewpoint of a otntes-
man. 1 see the Prime Minister shakes bis
bead. 1 protest agaînst: the delay; 1 say
this reeolution. is uothIng more than a faite
lntended to stand off the. people until after
the electIon. I want to tell the. rigbt bon.
gentleman and those who oit behInd hlm
that the pyeople of Manitoba wll fot stand
for any sncb treatment as tiiat, aud he wll
find at the next election tiiey wiil enter
their protest at tihe polis as I have entered
my protest ln this House. Thse rIgh.t hon.
gentleman boa tne Britisb North America
Act before hlm ; hie knows tbe wishes of
the people of Manitoba, and ail tbey ask Io
tint they b. dealt with under the terms of
the constitution. 1 repent, ln conclusion,
tint tis resolution la merely intended to,
give the Manitoba :ýuberaIs sometbing to, go
on tbe stu-mp with, and in that iigbt it is a
subterfuge and nothing more.

Mr. JOHN &TANFIELD (Colchester). In
view of -the fact that tisis proposai of the
government is te give additilonal terrItory
te the. provinces o~f Ontario, Quebec and
Manitoba, I thIink It is a fitting time for the
people of thse maritime provinces te ask
tbat some safeguards be provided against
tiie rutiiiess cutting down of their represen-
tation ln tbis House of Commons. I am
strongly of opinion that no Justice ean be
done the people of tbe maritime provinces
ntif their representation ln thus House ls

restored te that whIicb Lt: was betore 1896.
I do net tflink any member of tbrs parlis-
ment 'will deny that the people of tbe mari-
time provinces are entitied te the represen-
tation wblch tbey understood .tbey would
bave when they entered confederation, and
witii that end àn view I move :

That the proposed resolution ýb. amnded ýby
adding itiereto the foliowing 'paragraph:

Be it furtheïr -resoived tint the extension of
the boundariee provided for ýby this resointion
siiouid b. accomipanied by such conditions as
will pirevent such extensions prejudioiaily
afiecting the represenctation of any province
in parliament.

Mr. A. A. McLEAN (Queens, P.E.I.). I
bave great pleasure In seconding the reso-
lution moved by the lion. member for Coi-
chester. Thse House wll observe thnt the
resolution proposed by 'the right ion. the
Prime Minister opens witi this paragrapb :

Thst it is expedient that the prayer of the
said petitione shonld be acceded to, and that;
4pon snob ternis and conditions as mayb
*greedto by (the &&id legieiasive assembiyyan"d
iay psirlismnt, the. îoundariee of Maniitoba
b. extended se oliows:

The, northern boundery ito b. the sixtieth
parafiei of latitude; the. western boundary. to

b e ii present eastern boundary lin. of the.
province of Saskatchiewan to the aaid sixtieth
parallel; the estern boundary to be the. pre-

sent eastern .boundary as far north ae the,
northeast corner of thie provànce, tiience on a
stradght line to the most eastern point cf Is-
land laits, and thence on a etraight lino. to
the 'point where the eighty-nintii meridian or
west longitude intersects the. shiore lin. of
Hudson bay.

And then ýwItb reference te thse terme

And bo Lit fuStiier resolved:
Thet, upon the legisiature of the. province

of Quebec consenting thereto, it is expedient
to extend the. boundaries of thie said province.
lipon suci terme and conditions as may be
agreed ta by the said legieiature and by par-
liament, o as ta, inolude ail the. territory te
the, nortii of the saint province now known as
Ungava, end extending to the waters of
James .bay end Hudson bay and tiie entrance
thereto, from, the sea.

Thse provisions cf thse resolution respect-
ing Maitoba, Ontario and Quebec are prac-
ticaiiy the same, with thse exception tiat
the lands te be grantied ta, Ontario and
Quebec are te be given absointely te tiese
provinces 'withont condition, 'wiereas tise
lands added to Manitoba are te be retained
in thse possession of tbe Dominion govern-
ment and d-Isposed of by tiem es may be
tiiought proper, while tbe province bas
sf mnply thse power te administer tise civil
goverament ln the territory. However, ln
lieu of tbe l ands Manitoba 15' te recelve
a monetary consideration. The wordlng of
these resolutions ls copled la effect from
the first uines of section 3 of tise amendmient
of thse Britishs North America Act of 1871,
which reads as follows:

Tii. pariiament of Canada may fromn time ta
time. witii the consent of the. iegisiature of
any province of the said Dominion, increase,
dLiminisii or otiierwise alter the. limits cf sucii
province, upon sucii terme and conditions as
may b. agr.ed ta, by the. said i.gislature.

Tisese are the exact words of tise reso-
lution as Introduced by tbe Prime MInister.
Tiser. la another clause la thus section of
the Act wbicis bas been omitted from tbe
resolution, and 1 caif the attention of tise
Prime Minister te, the fact tint this clause
[s permissive. It la permissible te tisis gov-
ernxnent te, extend the limite of any pro-
vince; It ls net Imperative. Neitiser ls tise
second part of tuis section Imperative ; It
la simply permissive ; and If tuis resolu-
tien siiould pass without tise amenament
wbich bas been moved by tise bon. member
for Colchester (Mr. Stanfield) 1 believe that
the condition wsicii le incorporat.d iu it;
could not be considered by tisis parilament
or by the legîslatures of Manitoba, Ontario
and Quebec la tise final settiement of tuis
matter. Tbat condition reads as foiiows:

And may, with the. liii. consent, make pro-
vision respecting tise efiect and operation of
any sucii increase or diminution or alteration
cf territory in relation ta any province affect-
ed tiiereby.
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
