Thirdly, The rcqu'iitc Attendants of a

Military Expedition, fuch as Horfes, Carts,

Cattle, Provifion, and all kinds of Tools, are

in greater Plenty in Penfylvania than Virgi?iia.

This is evident from the Necefllty the Army
in Virginia was under, of having thofe Uten-

ills and Supplies from Penfylvania before it

marched. *' '

Fourthly, The March of the Troops to

Fort Lequefne from Philadelphiay had been for

a much longer Part of the Road through a

fettled and cultivated Country, where all Kinds

of Refrefhments which are ufeful for an Army

in hot Countries, and fatiguing Marches,

might have been fupplied with greater Eafe.
