SAVES DEMOCRACY

Hon. Dr. Cody Speaks to the
Women's Canadian

Club.

A capacity house greeted Hon. Dr.
Cody, minister of education, when he
£pcke to the members of the Women’'s
Canadian Club at the Masonic Temple
yesterday aff.ernoon.

In opening, the speaker said that
ke hoped no sentimentailsm would
rob the soldiers of the victory lhey
had won, and that no mundane soft-
ness would allow the kaiser and his
people to escape wichout the penalty
of their deeds. ,"We want signs of
pen.tence,” he =aid, “before we take
them to our arms, Mercy without
Justice. would be worse than justice
without wmercy.”

Speak’hz of the new era that is to
follow the war and of the need for
preparat.on in case of a react.on, Dr.
Cody pointed out that if the spirit of
#ervice and sacr.fice which guided the
boy8 who Jied was not to be found in
those at home, then there might re-
sult & very hell in industrial Canada.

Reconstruction, accorfding to the
speaker, has been understood in two
ways, first, its early meaning, which
meant getting back. to pre-war condi-
tions, and the later meaning, which
implied the bringing in of a nobler
and worth.er worid. In the carrying
out of this latter work three elements
must con ribute: the women of the
country, the men who will return, and
the people who have . remainsd at
home. The oaly basis of réconstruc-
tion wpon which success could be built
was the conservation and development
of human resources.

Thé& fundamental Ymportance bf
education wag pointed out, and in this
cornection the .speaker omphasized
‘heé point that the so-much-talked-of
democracy was only sefe when it was
guarded by edncation and by being
nhonestly and efficiently led. The sgu-
preme lesson to be learned was the
power, value and ultimate influeace
of education. Persons must be valued
more than things, and service better
than self-seeking,

Hari Singh of Jinkar Jan, Rajpu-
tana, is .one-of the “Victory” arrivals
of retyrned soldiers from the fields of
Flanders. Enlisting in Toronto in
July, 1915, with the 75th Ba:talion,
Hari was wounded by ehell at Vimy
Ridge in Aprii, 1917. Hari was order-
ly to Col. S. G. Beckett, the well-
known Toronit nian who was killed in
action with the 75th Batialion. Later
Hari wag orderly to Col. Cooper of the
198th Battalion, and finally joined the
R.C.D.s, with which unit hé has re-
mained since April, 1918. He was
badly wounded in the left side.

November fifth, nineteen eighteen, saw the pass-
ing of Francis James Fry, for some years Chairman

of the House of J. S. Fry & Sons, Limited, of
Bristol, England. - :

ing position in the development of the House of Fry,

and to his commercial genius, unfailing tact, and
acious courtesy the worldwide success of the
ouse was very largely attributable.

It may be stated with confidence that Mr. Fry
was a man who, while he had hosts of friends, never
made an enemy in business, politics or religion—yet
he consistently maintained independence of thought.
His ste;ling honesty and his courteous to.erance- of
opposing views had always ensured him respect.

At the ripe age of eighty-four years, and after a
long life of active usefulness, the Empire loses one
of its Merchant Princes, and the World is today
poorer by the loss of one of her finest Citizens.
