Very s‘étlsfactory reports were pre-
sented at the annual vestry meeting of
St. James’ Cathedral, which was pre-
sided over by Rev. Canon Welch, the
rector, and the meeting was exceeding-
Iy harmonious. The usual payment of
$1000 had been made on account of the
debenture debt, and $2600 had been paid
off the cemetery debt, leaving the total
debt outstanding $64,000. The question
of the erection of a new schoolhouse
and vestry office was referred to the
finance and consulting committee, and
the need for a new bullding was urged
by the wardens In their’report. The
Perpetual care fund of St. James’ Ceme-
tery now amounts tq $45,852.15, almost
all of which has been invested.

CANAD MAKES POSTAL
DEAL WITH THEU.5. ON-
SEI}IINB_'.EESS MATTER

Postmaster General Lemieux and
Meyer Agree to Tentative
Rate as it Relates to
Periodicals,

Washington, April 1.—At a confer-
ence between Postmaster-General
Lemieux of.Canada and Postmaster-
General Meyer of the United States
here to-day, an agreement was reach-
ed to amend the postal convention
existing between the two countries

insofar as it affects the transmission
of newspapers and periodicals, known
as second-class matter, between the
two countries. .

Canada accepts the tentative pro-
posal of the United States that second-
class matter mailed in one country
and addressed to the other shall be
subject to a rate of ore cent for each
four ounces or fraction thereof on
each bulk package, prepaid by stamps
after fixed,

The negotltions on behalf of the
Canadian postal administration were
conducted by - Postmaster-General
Lemieux, Deputy Postmaster-General
Coulter and Postal Secretary Smith,
and on behalf of the Uniteq States
postoffice department by Postmaster-
‘General Meyer, Second Assistant
Postmaster-Generarl’ Shallenberger, and
his stccessor, General McCleary, and
Third Assistant Postmaster-General
Lawshe, and two subordinate post-
office department officials.

The Canadian postal administration
last . November gave mnotice that, after
May-7 next, the paragraph of the ex-
isting convention relating to the ad-
mission” of newspapers and periodi-
cals from the United States to ths
Canadian mails, on payment of the,
one cent a pound rate at the office
of origin, would be abrogated,
but afterward it offered compromises.

It proposed that the rate upon
newspapers and periodicals sent from
the office of publication in one coun-
try to subscribers and newsdealers in
the other be either two cents und,
each packet 'being stamped separataly,
or fourieents a pound bulk rate, the
sender to-have the right to elect-whe-
ther he would send his mail in bulk |
or in separately addressed packages
at the optional rates named,

‘This proposal appeared to be com-
plicated and difficult of application,
and it was ‘therefore rejected by the
United Statés postal authorities, But
they submitted the tentative proposal
accepted to-day

The rate agreed upon {s substan-
tially' the transient second-class rate,
which the individual citizen of the
United States now ‘enjoys, the excep-
tion being that publishers  of the
United States have an additional pri-
vilege of mailing in bulk packages
at the rate named, separately ad-
dressed newspapers -and periodicals
intended for delivery to subscribers
at one postoffice,

Market Has Been So Variable in
the Week Ending Yesterday.

No one stock in the New York stock
market since the 1901 panic has caused
such diversions as has C.P.R. within
the last week.

Last
fall the high price touched was 201 1-2.
On Friday morning last the stock had
advanced to 167, but during the day it
made a rapid rise of 12 1-2 POttite, anu
clesed at 182 1-2.

FLLIBTT'S  MURDERER
* IFFLES BLODOHOUND

Pedigreed Man-Hunter Follows
Steps of Slayer to One Point

- and - There-Loses Scent
Faint by Time,

Port Credit, April 1,—(Special.)—A
pedigreed bloodhound was to-day put
on the scent at the scene of the mur-
der of Bdward Elliott, after four dayy
of masterful inagtivity on the part of
the crowm. ;

The tracker, “Bob,” the property of
Juseph Ernest, 285 Bathurst-street, was

sent in leash from the bloodclot beside
the rallroad track, two mliles west ‘of
Port Credit,  where early Good Friday,
morning Elllott’s body was discovered.
First he was given the scent of Elljott,
from a piece of bloodstained shirt the
victim had worn. The bloodhound, heid
in leash by Ernest and followed by
County Constable Peel and a World
reporter, sniffed his way rapidly north’
of the G.T.R. tracks, bounded down
the gulley at the side, then eontinued
west for 200 yards closé to a rail fence.
With his nose to 'the ground, the ani-
mal, descendant of a full-blooded Ken-
tucky man-hunter, leaped a stream of
water and tugged his way thru the
fence ‘and beyond into' a sloped meadow,
Beside a- log and a bush he stopped,
disconcerted. There the trail seemed to
ena, p

Dog Found Only One Trail,
Despite the fact that the county con-
stable and the dog’s owner put him
again on the trail from the scene of the
crime, he could pick up no other lire.

"PRINGE EDWARD ISLAND
MAYYET QUIT DOMINION”

Alexander Martin, M.P., Warns
Canada That Province Isn't
Satisfied With Subsidy Plan.

Montreal, April 1.—(Special.)—“The
new' arrangements for provincial sub-
sidies do not lessen the dissatisfaction
in Prince Edward Island,” declared
Alexander Martin, M.P. for Queen'’s,
Prince Edward Island, to-day.

“The Dominion government,” said
Mr. Martin, “refuses to abide by its
contract of unfon with Prince BEdward
Island with respect to continuous come-
munication,

“On the other hand, the Dominion,
under the provision of the act of 1873;

into the union, expects its pound of
flesh from the province.
“Previous to the union the province
built 200 miles of rajlway at the cost
of $3,250,000. Canada wasg made a pre-
sent of this road and the smal] Prov-
ince of Prince Edward Island is taxed
with Interest at 6 per cent. on the cost
of construction, and that every year
since 1878.
“Thig interest is $147,000 a year—a
great drain on the province. The pro-
vinece claims thats not only should the
interest cease, but that Canada should
refund all that has been paid undeg
this heading since 1873,
“The agitation in Prince Edward -1s-
land is beginning. An appeal to King
Edward will follow:. and unless the
Dominion shows more desire to con-
ciliate the people, Prince Edward 7Ts-
land may yet ask to revert to the posi-
tion of a crown colony.” !

LAURIER SAYS GANADK
WILL NOT GIVE WAY TO
UNITED STATES AGHN

Premier Praises Ambassador Bryce
as First British Envoyto Come
Here and Scores Policy of
Sacrificing Dominion,

Ottawa, April 1.—(Special.)—The Right
Hon. James Bryce, British ambasgador
to the United States, was banqueted to-
night by the Canadian Club. About 300
guests were present, including Sir Wil
frid Laurier, R. L. Borden, Chief Justice.
Fitzpatrick and Justice Duff of the su-
preme court, Justice Anglin of Toronto,-
Bir Frederick Borden, Hon. Sydney Fish-
er, Speaker Sutherland and representa-
tivesof the Canadian Clubs of New York
Montreal, Toronto and other places,
Earl Grey was unable to be présent, ow-
ing to a slight indisposition,

Sir. Wilfrid Laurier proposed the
health of the ambassador, and said Mr.
Bryce had been on this continent only
a few weeks, but he had already turned
a new leaf in the history of British di-
plomacy. It was time to turn over a new
leaf,

The record of British diplomacy' in
North America had not been a record to
be proud of. A mere glance at the map
of Canadd would show sufticiently that
every tréaty made by the motherland
with the United States respecting Uan-
ada.from 1793 to 1903, had recorded 'a
blunder on the part of the imperial gov-
ernment. ;
He believed that, with the coming oH
Mr. Bryce to Washington, this blunder-
ing would cease. Almost his first aot
was to visit Canada, something never
done by any of his predecessors, -

Concessions From America.
There would be no lenger any puigri-
mages to Washington. £
“For the United States,” he' continu-
ed, ““we have only admiration and af.
fection. We desire with them only the
most’ friendly relations, these can only

be maintained by concessions, and the
concessions mrust not all of wem come
from us.”
