Gave
a Boost to His Party.

CHAT WITH SIR WILFRID,

Who Had Considerable to Say on
Different Topics,”

Predicts That Canada Has Entered Upon a
New Career, and That Popalation and
Capital Wiil Flow te This Country Al-
mest Immediately—The Jubliee Cele-
bration o Marvelous Revelation and a
Grand Tribute te the Personal Popu-
larity of the Queen -The Threee Greatest
Personages He Met.

Quebee, Que., Aug. 28.—(Special)—Sir
Wilfrid Laurier and Lady Laurier are
ugain on Canadian soil. The Premier

number of persoms who were on board
the "steamer Druid, and the crowd was
increased when the Premfier weached
the Queen’s wharf.

Sir Wilfrid is the picture of health,
and being asked for an interview, said:
“First, let me say something regarding
the jubilee procession. It was a sight
never to be forgotten, and was a mar-

velous revelation of magnificence of the
British Empire, and a striking tribute
to the personal popularity of Her Maj-
esty Queen Victoria. Throughout, it
was a wonderful sight, but I think the
most impressive portion of it was the
service at St. Paul's. I think it was
an index to the English character, and
a credit to the English Nation, that
the consumating ceremony of that day
should have been the public thanks-
giving to Almighty God for the pros-
perity of the nation. It was j,.ruly_n
great spectacle to see Queen Victoria,
the dignitaries of state, the representa-
tives of the army and mavy and the
great men of the nation all there under
the camopy of Heaven, in the face of
tthaif grand cathedral, offering tlt_eu'
thanks to the Creator for His mercies.
The Naval Review,

“The naval review was a spectacle
of an altogether different character, and
yet it was most impressive to see all
the strength of the greatest nmayy i
the world displayed, from the biggest
man-of-war to the tiniest torpedo boat.
It was a sight never to be forgotten,
and made one feel that if there is any
one thing. more than another that ex-
itibits the strength of the British Euw
pire, it s a marine display with ail the
sea forces exhibited in this mammer.”

Canada's New Carcer.

Then, turning his attentio to matters
of smpreme importamce to Canada, Sir
Wilfrid entercd upon a discussion of
the position held by the Dominion in
Furope, the importance of the denuncia-
tion of the German and Belgian treaties,
and the stupidiity of those who argue
that these actions on the part of Great
Iuitain will not materially assist Can-
ada. “Canada is now beginning an en-
tirely new career,” he said, “not only
in England, but in the whole Continent
of Europe. The denunciation of the
German and Belgian treaties, as made
at the request of Canada and the other
scif-governing colonles, has without
doubt created a profound impression
thnoughout the Comtinent, and unless
I am greatly mistaken,we shall, I antici-
pate, see a great flow of both ecapital
and population to Canada in the next
fcw years. And yet it is but two or
three years ago that the English Gov-
ernment, through Lord Ripon, refused
to consider the denunciation of such
treaties.” ;

Sir Wilfrid Booms Himself.

“May I ask how you account for the
change in front, Sir Wilfrid ?”

“The answer is mot far to seek. I
attribute the change to the attitude
teken by, the Canadian Government :t
the last ‘sessicn and the tariff legisla-
tion then adopted by the Dominion. By
our action, Kngland was placed in the
position of having either to advance
or recede, and she advanced to m:ee
us in the manner which we desires
There can be no doubt as to the aa-
vantages which Canada will gain from
the denunciation of these treaties, the
greatest, undoubtedly, being' increased
fiscal independence for us as @ nation.
These treaties were in the way of any
fiscal arramgements which we could
hayve made with the sister col-
onies or even with foreign na-
tions, because the moment any
such arrangement had been made Ger-
many and Belgium would have stepped
forward and claimed the same adv.n-
tages without ‘giving anything in re-
turn. Canada found this out repeatedly
during the twelve months prior to the
Jubilee, when the Government was
aquite able to see how its policy was
limited by the existence of these trea‘ies,
when it had opportunities to aet in a
manaer which would have been for the
good of Canada. Now we are free.”

The Fast Atlantic Serviee.

“Can you tell us whether the arrange-
ments in connection with the fast ser-
vice are proceeding satisfactorily, Sir
Wilfrid ?”

“Yes, I have every reason to believe
that the Canadian Atlantic fast steam-
ship service is absolutely assured, and
that it will be in operation before two
yvears from now. Mr. Peterson has had
to overcome many difficulties, as a man
with a new idea always has to, but 1
Lave every reason to convince me that
he has successfully overcome them all.”

The Trip to France.

Speaking of his trip to France, the
Premier, who modestly declined yo say
one- word concerning his triumphal tour
through the country, gave his opinion
concerning the attitude of the French
people towards Canada as follows:

“The French people have always beea

Games of the A. A. A. U. at HManhattan
Fleld—Wefers Beat the Cracks.

New York, Aug. 28.—Since the inaugura-
tion of the Amateur Athletic Union there
never has been such a successful series of
athletic games for the national champion-
ships as those which were held to-day om
the track and intield of Manhattan Iield,
adjoining the, Polo grounds. Four thousand
people attended.
