Mrs, Hubbard, Wife of the Con-
troller, Narowly Escapes
n Dncla‘

Controller Hubbard writes the following
letter to The World, giving the detalls of
an accident that befell Wit oo an
Island boat. He

On Saturday evening, geeompnnled by
Mrs, Hubbard and Mrs. Young of Niagaraj
Falls, I visitéd Hanlan’s Point.

She
had a good load from the Island, and before
they could properly land the man in charge
blew the whistle and shouted, “Get aboard,
I can’t stay here all night,” which caused
the people to rush forward, and as the boat
had not been brought close to the dock
one of the hands assurea tne people that
.oue could not fall if he so desired. The re-
sult was, notwithstanding this assurance,
Mrs. Hubbard in down (for no
gangway Is used on- ;“boat), went be-
tween the boat and the dock, and had it
not been for the presence of mind of the
lady with her, who grasped and held on,
she would have gone under the
vessel, As it was, she sustalned several
bruises and had her hat destroyed by fall-
ing into the bay. Now, what I wish to
draw your attention to Is why is such a
miserable service given from this point?

Svrely, with the glass up in the eignties,
there are hundreds of citizens and strangers
who _would like to visit the Island, but not
on a little tug lit by two primitive coal oll
lamps, ‘one in front and the other in the
rear. As the people get on in the centre
where It is totally dark they run a desper-
ate risk. This boat carried a third more
people than should have been allowed or
could be seated, and a squall or a sudden
lurch would have produced a panic. The
fact of the matter is the city should not
again license boats of this kind to carry
such a number of persons.
