THE NIGARRGUA CONVENTION

Text of the Agreement by Which
Great Britain Relinquishes Clay-
ton-Bulwer Rights.

UNGLE SAM HAS THE MANAGEMENT.

Canal Shall Never Be Blockaded -
War Vessels Shall Not Revictual,
Except in Emergencies.

Washington, Feb. 6.—The following is the
text of the new treaty negotiated in re-
jation to the construction of the Nicaragua
Canal :

The United States of America and Her
Majesty, the Queen of the United King-
dom-of Great Britain and Ireland, Empress
of India, being desirous to facilitate the
construction of a ship canal to connect the
Atlantic and Pacific Oceans, and to t{hat
eud remove any objection which may arise
out of the convention of April 19, 1850, com-
monly called the Claytoa-Bulwer treaty, to
the construction of such capal under the
auspices of the Government of the United
States, without impaliring the ‘‘general
principle” of- neutralization establish:d in

article viii. of that convention, have for
that purpose appointed as their plenipoten-
tiaries, the President of the United Ntates
and Her Majesty the Queen of tGreat
Britain and Ireland, Empress of India, the
Ruight Hon. Lord Pauncefote C.C.B., 7.C.M.
G., Her Majesty’s ambassador extraordin-

* ary and plenipotentiary to the United
States;

Who, having cemmunicated té each other
their full powers, which were. found to
b2 in due and proper form, bhave agreed
upon the following articles :

Articles Agreed Upon.

Article 1—It is agreed that the canal ean
ba constructed under the auspices of the
Government of the United States, either
directly at its own cost or by gift or loan
ot money to individuals or cofporations, or
thru subscription to or purchase - of
stock or shares, and that subject to the
provisions of the present convention the
said Government shall have and enjoy all

Article 2—The high contracting parties, de-

Ings, and all works necessary to the con-
struction, malotenance and operation of
the canal shall be deemeéd to be part
thereof for the purposes of this conven-
tion, and in thue of war, as in time of
eace, shall enJon complete lmmunity
rom attack or injury by belligerents
and from acts calculated to lmpair their
usefulness as part of the canal.

Seventh.  No fortifications shall be
erected commanding the canal or the
waters adjacent. ‘The United States,
however, 11 be at liberty to maintain
such mii{tary police along the canal as
may be necessary to protect it against
lawlessness and disorder. 1

Other Powers to Be Notified.

Article ITL. The high contracting parties
will, immediately upon the exchange of
the ratifications of this convention, bring
it to the notice of the other powers and
invite them to adhere to it.

Article IV, The present conyention
shall be ratified by the President of the
United States, by and with the advice
and consent of the Senate thereof, and
by Her Britannle Majesty, and the
ratifications shall be exchanged at Wash-

England Gets No Quid Pro Quo,

New York, Feb. 6.—The Post publishes
the following cable from London:

This afternoon’s despatches from New
York and Washington intimate that the
British Government has practically agreed
to relinquish England’s claim under the
Clayton-Bulwer treaty without demanding
any equivalent.

Everyone welcomes the prospect of an
agreement, but in Opposition circles com-
plaint is made that Lord Salisbury shonld
neglect so excellent an opportunity to in-
duce the United States to show equal
friendliness toward Canada over the Alas-
kan dispute.

To this well-informed Ministerialists re-
join that the straightest road is not al-
ways the best; the real obstacle to Anglo-
American agreement regardig Alaska is, so
official circles here believe, the threatened
withdrawal from the Washington Adminis-
tration of the votes of certain Pacific coast
states. If so, that obstacle, Ministerialists
argue, is more likely to be removed by a

ragua than by ar attempt to drive a direct
bargain, which the McKiniey Administra-
tion finds it most difficult to accept at
this juncture. Alaska, in other words, can
wait; Nicaragua cannot.
