London, Feb. 28~The third supplemen-
tary estimate of £3,000,000 for the
expenses of the war was issued to-day.

This brings the total voted for the fiscal
year up to £95,309,153.

AMERICAN HORSES AND MULES.

Secretary Gage Gave Out Informa-
tion to the House at Washington.
Washington, Feb. 28 —Secretary Gage to-

day submiited to the House a reply to the

resolution of inquiry as to whether United

States ports or waters have been used for

the exportation of horses, mules or other

supplies for use in South Africa. Mr.

Gage says:

*1. Our poris have been used for the ex-
portation of horses, lm;lps or other sup-
plies for use in South Afriea.

«2.  Between October, 1899, and Jan. 31,
1901, horses, mules and other supplies to
the extent of $26,505,692 were exported to
South Africa.

“3. ‘No steps have been taken to pre-
vent the lawful exportation of horses, etc.

4, The number of horses and mu'es
shipped lfrom our ports during this period
was 76,682.”

A table shows all the shipments to South
Africa, the chief ones being horses, mules,
whieat, canned beef and rum. The items
of gunpowder and firearms are very small.
