Hamilton, July 21.— (Special.) —The
Board of Works took only two hours
in clearing up a very 1lengthy order
paper to-night. There was very little
on it of importance. Three tenders for
motors to run the new rock crusher
were received. Two of these, the Cana-
dian General, Peterboro, and R- Pringle
& Co., Montreal, were for 30 horse-
power machines, quotgd, respectively,
at $660 and $730, f.0.b., were made. The
Westinghouse Company, a2 Jocal firm,
quoted a 37 1-4 horse-power ‘motor at
$729, and secured the contract.

John N. Land offered to sell the city
about seven acres of quarry
rear of the Springer premises for $1450,
but the chairman said he had a plan
ahead for securing stone at a very
much cheaper rate, and before any
more quarries are bought he asked per-
mission to make full inquiries, promis-
ing a report next Monday evening,

It will be noted that we have heen
for some time past paying, and are
now paying, econsiderably more than
Montreal and Hamilton in wages, &l-
tho it is known that both cities are
more expensgive places to live in than
is Toronto, In addition the men work
longer per week, which still! further
handicaps us in competing for the
trade of the country. Smaller towns,
such as Guelph, Galt, ete., pay still
less than Hamilton and Montreal.

On the 12th of June the fron mould~
ers went on strike, and at a meeting
held on the afternoon and evening of
the 13th we offered to work 54 hours
per week, and, altho we protested
against the union’s unfair discrimina-
tion against Toronto, offered 28 1-Zc
per hour, then 29¢, 29 1-Z¢, and fin-
ally, to effect a peaceable settlement,
30¢ per hour, which was rejected with
the statement that nothing- less than
80 59¢ per hour, and 50 hours per
week, would be accepted.

You will thus see that the union re-
jected an offer mearly 18 per cent.
above Montreal ,and nearly 14 per
cent. above Hamilton, and in the case
of coremakers nearly 50 per cent, above
Hamilton.

From ‘the above it will be geen that
for some unexplained reason the
Moulders’ Union are attempting to dis-
criminate in a drastic way against
Toronto, and that it is out of the
questiony that we should pay so much
greater wages and work fewer hours
than our competitors in other citizs.
Our moulders left work of their own
accord,, altho they were at the time
actually in receipt of higher wages
than are being paid elsewhere. We
exercised our inalienable right to fill
their places, and at the present time
out of a pay roll of over twelve hun-
dred men at work, about one hundred
are moulders and coremakers.

We have healthy, well ventilated
shops, with every modern factory con-
venience, including shower baths for
the comfort of the men, and were
paying higher wages than prévail in
other cities, but when the men refused
the generous offer of compromise that
was made there was no other course
open except to fill their places, which
has been done.

Striking Moulders Meet,

The striking moulders held an en-
thusiastic meeting in Caineron Hall lust
night, and many objections were taken
to the statement issued by the Foundry
Company yesterday. Strict instructiong
were given by the officers ‘hat there
should be no attempt at interference
with the men working at ths Junction
shops, as they desire that the strike
shall be conducted in an orderiy man-
ner, so that the company shall have no
ground for appealing to the sympathy
of the publicc A posse of police, in
charge of a sergeant, patrollad the side-
walk in front of the hall and kept the
strikers moving, which provoked much
adverse comment, It was pointed out
that the men irom the Old Country
are not familiar with our laws, and ara»
not accustomed to be interfered with
when conversing on Lhe street, and con-

flicts with the police were narrowly
averted in several instances. The men
conducted themselves in an orderly

way, but the officers weaere evidently
acting under instructions to keep the
strikers from congregafing {in large
bodies. About 11 o'clock Hugh Terry
and Hugh Grey, moulderz, who gave no
add-ess, were arrested and taken to
No. 3 station, charged wita being drunk,
Another of the men, R. Balne, was
taken into custody yesterday morning
on a similar charge.
Reply to Company.

The secretary of the local unfon
handed out the followin4 statement to
the press in reply to that issued by the
Foundry Combpany yesterday:

“In reply to a statement issued by
the Canada Foundry Company, I wculd
like you to publish a statement from the
moulders’ side of the dispute. ' On
March 27 last, a circular was sent to
the different foundrymen of Toronto,
asking for a reduction In the hours of
labor from ten to nine hours per day
at the present rate of wages, that is,
8275 for moulders and $2.25 for core-
makers; giving thirty days’ notice, as
agreed upon by both parties. But the
foundrymen of Toronto ignored our re-
quest until the last minute, knowing
that under the agreement of the Nation-
al Foundrymen of New York, the
moulders could not strike until a con-
ference was held, and that it would be

six or eight weeks before such confer-|

ence could be held. This course was

| taken. instead of meeting the mouldars

and trying to effect a settlement in-
gide of the thirty days, as agreed upon.
At that time some of the foumdrymen
jwere at Ottawa speaking in favor of
the Lougheed bill, making it a criminal
offence for an international officer of
any union to come to Canada, and sub-
jecting him to a fine and imprisonment;
yet these same foundrymen sent to
their international organization, the Na-
tional Founders’ Association, with head-
quarters at Detroit, to order the In-
ternational Unfon to send their mould-
ers, who had gone out on strike inde-
!pendent of their governing body, back
to work. Altho the manufacturers of
Canada were spreading the statement
broadcast that it was the international
officers who incited the men to strike,
the international officers came here at
their request and ordered us hack to
work, and we went back, pending the
settlement,
Cost of Living,

“In the statement issued by the Co¢n-
ada Foundry Company, it is asserted
that it is cheaper to live in Toronto
than in Montreal or Hamilton. Of the
truth of that statement, I think the
public ecan judge for hemselves, In re-
‘gard to the cost of living in Montreal.
'T eould give figures, but I don’t think
i that the foundrymen of Toronto would
like to see their mechanics living like
the majority of the workingmen of
Montreal.

“In regard to the matter of wages,
the only offer that was made at the
conference with the moulders was one
ior $2.85 per day for ten hours, The
representatives of the moulders at the
conference offered the foundrymen of
Toronto a resolulion, as follows: ‘Re-
solved, that, on and after June 1, 1993,
nine and one-half hours shall consti-
tute a day's work; that on and after
Sept. 1, 1903, nine hours shall con<ti-
tute a day's work; that time and one-
half be paid for overtime; that double
time be paid for Sundays and legal
holidays; that the rate of wages o~
moulders be $2.75 per day and $2.25 for
coremakers; and that, in so far as the
half holiday is concerned, it shall be
left optional with the men and the rom-
pany whether it will be observed or
not.’

“The nine-hour day has been granted
in sixty-one cities in the United States
and Canada by the National Founders’
Association, Ten of the foundrymen of
Toronto have granted the nine-hour day
showing the reasonableness of our de-
mand, The general public knows there
s no mechanic works harder than the
moulder,

FINE SUBVARINE WORK,

Two Boats, While Submerged, IMze
Torpedoes- Strajght and Trae.

o the warm

Newport, R. I, July 21.—The sub-
marine torpedo boats here accomplish-
ed a feat on Saturday which has never
before been known for such craft, and
the matter will be the subject of &
report to the Navy Department. During
the spring the two boats at the sta-
tion, Adder and Moccasin, were put
thru daily tests and manoeuvres, and
the crews have become very proticiest.

On Saturday target practice was in
order, and the Adder was taken out
first. For a period of 32 minutes she
ran submerged at a depth of 30 feet.
She then rose to within 8 feet of the
surface and fired a torpedo at a target
at a range of from 500 to 700 feet, it
being a good line shot. The Moccasin
then was put thru a similar test, and.
when submerged at a depth of 15 feet,
fired a forpedo at a target at a rang®
of 1200 yards. It was an unusually
fine shot, and, to the surprise of all, it
went thru the target.

The range was taken from tHe Ad-
der's cope sight, Lieut, Pinney being in
command. These two boats have been
running submerged at a depth of from
30 to 40 feet, and have stayed below-
the surface for an hour at a time,

GRAZED ICE+EKG IN FOG,

Captain Foot Brings Steamer’s Helm
Hard to Port im Time,
’

Boston, July 21.—After having nar-
rowly escaped an iceberg, the Leyland
Line steamship Bostonian arrived liere
yesterday. Captain Foot reports that
in a heavy fog off Manchester, on July
7, the chief officer was attracted by a
noise, which indicated that an iceberg
was in the vicinity.

As a matter of precaution, Capt. Foot
jmmediately ordered the helm hard to
port, and in less than one minute the
liner passed within two feet of an ice-
berg. The vessel was so clgse that any
of the crew could have touched it. The
berg was wall-sided and from eighty to
ninety feet high-

The starboard quarter grazed the
berg, but not sufficiently hard to do
any damage.
