SANTO DOMINGO AND THE U. 8.

Unecle Sam to Go on Another Trip
for Territory.

© Washington, D.C., Jan. 21.—After a
consultation with United States Secre-
tary of State Hay, the following state-

Domingo was issued by Assistant Secre-
tary Loomis: The Dominican Republic
has formally and freely invited the gov-
ernment of the United States to assist
in the administration of its customs
revenues, and to aid it in establishing
its fiscal system, upon a firm and busi-
ness-like basis.

The United States proposes to guaran-
tee the territorial integrity of the re-
public. It is not the purpcse of this
government to assume a protectorate
over Santo Domingo, or to interfera
with, or participate in, its domestic af-
fairs, any further than the collection of
its customs revenues, and necessary re-
vision of its tariff laws and the adjust-
ment of its foreign claims, . and its eco-
nomic and fiscal organization on a
sound basis may make it essential te do.

The Dominican government itself
reached the conclusion that its only
