| ed and on an examination of Clark’s coat
{ being made it was found that there was a
! rip in the tail of his coat and the rent
i had been mended. The little girls affirm
| that Clark had a turned down collar but
he wore an upright one yesterday. The
police, however, have the one he wore on
Saturday and it is of the turned down
variety.

The criminal assault is said to have oc-
curred between three and four o'clock
Saturday afternoon.

Robert Short, contractor, having had
business at Millidgeville on Saturday al-
lowed his daughter May amd her friend,
Ethel Train to go with him, and having
been told that blue berries grew in the
vicinity . of . the Millidgeville road, they
carried tin pails with them:. Near the
junction of the Millidgeville and Boar’s
Head roads the children began benry-pick-
ing. Mr. Short cautioned them not to go
far away, as he would be absent but a
short time.

An. old barn stands near the corner of
the above mentioned roads and stretching
away in the rear of it is a field and also
a growth of brush.

The little Train girl says—and her story
is corrcborated by May Short—that Mr.
Short, having }eft them, a strange man ap-
peared, walking raridly along Milidgeville
noad. Having observed them he walked
more leisurely and enquired about - their
success as berry-pickers. The little girls
etate that he told them that berries were
plentiful in the Tear of the barn, and all
three went there. In a few minutes he
asked the Short girl how much she weigh-

ed, and when he lifted her she did not re-
sist, as his conduct up to this time had
been kindly and not a suspicion lurked in
the minds of the little ones,

‘Tt is stated thatthen Clark’s behavior
changed, and the girls eay that he lifted
Ethel Train and forced hin wayv deeper in-
to the brush and b yond May Short’s view.
The latter caid she neard scibing and en-
treaties, and that she, fearing that che
would never seé her play-mate alive again
burst into tears and can for the Millidge-
ville noad.

She met a city merchant driving a team
and told him that her companion, Ethel
Train, was being killed. The driver and
others Tan with all possible speed in the
direction pointed out and at the coruner
of the barn met little Kthel Train. She
was crying, her stockings were civered w.th
mud and she e:cmed so weak that she
oculd hardly stand. The criminal, how-
ever, had disazpeared.

The little girls were driven to the north
end police station, and the story there
narrated by the child, who had been crim-
inally asmaulted is one that even 'eavages
would be shocked to hear.

The guilty person, she eaid, was tall and
thin, with a prominent nose. He wore a
blue suit, black hard hat, brown canvas
ghoes, with brown straps, and he had a
brown moustache. With this description
Chief Clark detailed Deputy Chief Jenk-
ins, Sergeant Kilpatrick, Detective Killen,
Sergeant Caples and Officer Greer to work
on the case, and as stated previcusly, the
arrest 'of Clark was made by Bergeant
Caples and Officer Greer,
