tuckled oo the weak arm of man a power of gi-
gantic energy ; who tavght his species to tri-
umph over the jnertia of matier, & to withstand
the fary of the elements; who multiplied the
resources of the state, and poured into the trea-
sury the spring tideof its weallh —the immortal
Watl, was neither acknowledged by his sove-
reign, nor honoured by his ministers, no:
embalmed among the herocs and sages of his
conntry. i

Bell has been preserved from starvation only by
the private contribuiions of his fellow.citizens.

weo wight unfold to our readers a serics of gri
moces of the most aflliciing kind. We n.ight
point out English inventious rejected at home
and adopted abroad. We might adduce th
caves of iugenions men, who, when denied pub-
fie aid, have exhausted upon their inventious
their private resources, and terminated th: i
days in poverty, or in prison. We might be.
wail those melancholy examples where youth-
ful enthusiasin has been chilled by the apathy
of power, and where disappainted hope has
“turned the luxorisnce of geniuvs into the wild
shoots of mental alienation. Erery day indeed
we meet with the victims of our patent laws,
that fraudulent lottery, which gives its blanks
0 genius, and its prizes 1o kuaves— which robs
the poor inventor of the wealth which he has
either earned or borrowed, and transfers it to
the purse of the attoroey-general aud the keep-
et of the great seal of England.”
