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CERMANY HAD
DELIBERATELY
PLANNED WAR

Many Signs of This Are Now
Recalled

SIGNIFICANT OVERT  ACTS

Guns and Ammunition Sent
Months Ago to Vessels in South
Ametican Ports—Book Writers
and Papers Urged War

The Canadian war press bureau issues
the following:

Now that the war has come, British
students of German newspapers and poli-
tics are recalling many signs which pre-

_saged Germany's assault upon the peage

of the world. For months and indeed
years a section of the German press,
backed by men eminent in the political
and intellectual worlds, has been pre-act-
ing a policy of violence. One of the most
popular of German historians, whose
works for years have moulded the
thought of German students is Treit-
schke and a well known utterance of his
may be condensed thus:—“We have set-
tled accounts with Denmark, we have
settled accounts with Austria; we have
settled accoung with France; we now
haye to settle accounts with England.
That will be the longest and most dif-

- ficult task of all.” General Von Bern-

-

liardi in his book “Germany and the
Next War” advocated an unprovoked at-
tack upon France, for the purpose of
rendering her harmless for the future.
“When we go to war with the French,”
he said in effect, “it must be a war to
the knife. We must not merely crush
her, we must stamp her into dust, never
again to rise as a great power.”

With writers of this sort to back
them, numerous newspapers in Germany
long have been advocating violent polic-
fes. In England the general tendency
has been to regard such writers as irre-
sponsible firebrands, by no means repre-
sentative of the views of responsible pub-
lic men, ‘or of the mass of German opin-
ion. It now appears that these advocates
of war really represented official opinion.

Bearing this in mind, it is interesting
to observe that so long ago as February
24, a Berlin newspaper, Die Post, the
organ of the pan-German party, and as
it now is proved, of the government as
well, published a long article entitled:
“Austria and the Triple Alliance Pol-
fcy.” The object of this article was to
show that the moment had come for
Germany to plunge Europe into war.
The author pointed out that the internal
situation in Austria was such/as to justi-
fy the direct apprehension for the future
military strength of the Dual Monarchy.
As an ally, that power was now at its
pinnacle of value, but every year would
bring a diminution of Germanic influ-
ence, and an increase of Slav influence
in Austria-Hungary. Meanwhile he said,
Russia, France and England were im-
proving their military position by leaps
and bounds, and would soon be immeas-
urably superior in war resources of every
kind to the Triple Alliance. A few pas-

from this article may be quoted
in fullsg—

“From year to year the situation is
growing worse for us; every year it be-
tomes more dangerous, and the inevil-
able war more difficult. For a moment,
however, things are in our favor. France
Is not yet ready for battle, Russia dreads
war because she fears domestic revolu-
tion. England is hampered by ecolonial
and domestic difficulties. Shall we, then,
wait until our enemies are ready, or
shall we make use of the propitious mo-
ment to force on a decision? This is the
question now to be decided. We do not
say that a quarrel mist be picked, but
should a conflict of interests arise we
must not give way, but rather let it come
to war, and start that war with a re-
solute offensive. The pretext is of minor
Importance. Whatever the apparent cause
may be, the real stake at issue will be
our whole future. I can only sum up by
declaring that the task of German pol-
icy is not to maintain peace but to pre-
pare for the inevitable war with care
and energy and then wage it under the
best possible conditions.”

In conection with the publication of
srticles of this sort overt acts have their
significance. Certain German merchant
ships at the outbreak of war were in
South American ports. A German ves-
sel met them carrying guns and ammu-
nition for them to mount and store. That

Canada In The War

Newsy Notes of Activities in Many-
Parts of Dominion

The greatest military review in Can-
ada’s history took place yesterday at
Valcartier, when 28,000 officers and men
of the dominion’s volunteer army divis-
fon marched past the commander-in-
chief of the forces, H. R. H. the Duke

of Connaught. The troops made a
splendid showing, and gave evidence of
the training they have received since
going into camp. Many notable visitors,
including Premier Borden and members
of his cabinet, and Sir Wilfrid Laurier
viewed the scene with appreciative en-
thusiasm.

The different branches of the I. C. R.
employes in the general offices at Monc-
ton have voted a day’s pay to the pa-
triotic fund.

A small party of chauffeurs left on
Saturday evening for Valcartier, having
been assembled here by Col. A. E. Mas-
sie, of the Army Service Corps, for ac-
tive service.

Basted and Harry Chittick, and they ex-
pect to leave with the Canadian volun-
teers for the old country.

The Toronto branch of the Ontario
Vegetable Growers’ Asociation has sent
two carloads of vegetables to the men
at Valcartier.

A movement is now on foot in To-
ronto to form a corps of men over forty-
five years of age to be known as the
Toronto Guard. The idea is to enrol
1,000 men, preferably ex-members of the
militia, for home defence. All the city
regiments are adding to their numbers.

CANADIANS ON
WAR SITUATION

Magnitude of Conflict Should
Not Be Underrated

GREAT TASK FOR EMPIRE

The Armies in The Field—Need
of Steady Cool-Headedness in
Canada Whether Early Conflicts

Are Faverable or Reverse

One word of caution should be ad-
dressed to the Canadian people at the
outset of the war, says the Canadian
war press bureau. There seems to be
some disposition to underrate the magni-

tude of the conflict and of the exertions
which it will impose upon the people of
this empire.

It is only fair to give as far as possible
a true and sober account of what is im-
pending. Germany is a very strong
power. Her population is one-third
larger than that of either England or
France. Her army, which provéd its
efficiency in 1866 and 1870, has in all
the years which have passed since then
been steadily working to improve itself
and been repeatedly enlarged. The Ger-
man navy is the creation of many years,
and has had the special care both of the
Emperor and of the people. No effort
has been spared to raise it to the highest
pitch of efficiency. The German people
are united and dtermined.

Side by side with Germany stands
Austria-Hungary, with a great army of
the modern type, very different from
that which was defeated in 1866. Aus-
tria-Hungary has also of late years be-
gun to expand her navy. Against these
two powers are arrayed on the continent
the armies of France and Russia. That
of Russia has been much increased dur-
ing the last two years, and is believed to
have learned much during and since the
war against Japan. It was at that time
unequal in quality to the Japanese army,
which had been trained under the aus-
pices of German officers. Now it has
to face the bulk of the Austro-Hungar-
ian army and a part of that of Ger-
many. It would be rash to predict the
victory.

Meanwhile, Germany in all probability
is hurling the bulk of her forces against
France and reinforcing them by one or
more Austrian army corps. The self-
defence of Belgiufi may neutralize a
small part of the German forces. The
French army is a creation of the present
republic. It is admirably organized and
trained, and incomparably better than
that of Napoleon III, which failed in
1870. But it will hardly outnumber the
army which Germany and Austria will
lead against it. The spirit of the French,
which has never been better than since
the mobilization was ordered on August
1, will give it great force, and French
men and Englithmen are justified in
hoping for its wletory. But in such a
case, who'can foretell the event? Even
the best judge of troops, intimately ac-
quainted with both armies, could not
pronounce with certainty unless he had
had the opportunity of gauging that
most important factor, the capacity of
the German and French commanders-
in-chief and of their staffs. But this is,
as far as both armies are concerned, al-
most an unknown quantity, for none of

Montreal, Sept. 77—Yesterday being;

a new army has to be created, and the
navy has to be strengthened.

If the first great conflicts, for nothing
that has yet happened has been more
than a prelude, are favorable to the al-
lies of England, great exertions will be
needed to follow up and reap the bene-
fits of a first success. If fortune should
be less favorable, a gigantic effort will
be needed to make good the lost ground.
The first decisions cannot be many
weeks distant; but the war will hardly
be short. The issues are so great that
neither side will yield so long as the
possibility of further efforts remain.

In short, there is every reason for
Canadians to avoid showing an excited,
feverish temper, unreasonably exhilarat-
ed if the day’s news seems favorable,
unnecessarily depressed if it seems dis-
couraging. Steady, cool-headed persist-
ence is needed.

- DAY AT FAR

Labor Day Attendance at St.
John Exhibition Good—Some
of The Features

The first day of the 1914 exhibition
opened auspiciously this morning with
fairily favorable weather, and the crowds

and wending their way in that direction
this afternoon gave promise of a record
breaking day.

One of the most notable features of
the exhibition in the fact that nearly
every detail was ready for the opening
morning, and the first day was but lit-
tle marred by the delay in completing
exhibits.

The crowds began to gather at an
early hour, and’ by noon the buildings
and grounds presented a lively and ani-
mated appearance. The varied exhibits,
which are well worthy of the efforts
which have been made to prepare them
for inspection, received the close scrut-
iny of the visitors, and the judgment
passed upon them was very favorable.

Large numbers of people from differ-
ent parts of the province came to the
city this morning by train and boat,. and
it was expected that the attendance at
the exhibition would be well up to the
standard of other years. Most of the
visitors made their way to the grounds
soon after arrival. The fine weather was
responsible for swelling the attendance
locally, while those from points along
the railway lines in the neighboring
counties wére doubtless attracted by it
as well.

The first outdoor performance in front
of the grandstand commenced at three
o’clock this afternoon, this including the
trained ponies, the hay wagon comedy
and the thrilling auto polo game. The
same performance will be given in the
evening commencing at eight o’clock. In
addition to Cora Bloodgood’s ladies’ or-
chestra, music will be supplied taday by
the St. Mary’s band, both afternoon and
evening. The band music tomorrow will
be furnished by the 62nd regimental
band.

The war is having but little effect on
the exhibition, judging from the way in
which it is opening, but it is making it-
self felt in some details in a pleasing
manner. While the crowds of visitors are
spending their moncy they are being
given the opportunity to devote some of
it to the patriotic fund. The Daughters

fee in packages, for the benefit of the
fund, and the receipts of the King Cole
tea demonstration parlors are to be de-
voted to the same fund.

The visitors to\ the exhibition today
included large numbers from out of town
and if the local patronage continues on
the same scale during the week the ex-
hibition will win. the success which it
well deserves.

Outside  the buildings on the
grounds the scene was even more ani-
mated. 'The last touches were being giv-
en to the midway and in a short time
nearly all the attractions were ready for
business. As usual the amusement fea-
tures received a large share of the atten-
tion of the crowds and the cries of the
“barkers,” the booming of drums and
the other wierd noises designed to a-
tract the attention, and ultimately the
dimes, of the visitors kept this part of
the grounds in an uproar which added
to the excitement of the affair.

New features have been introduced and
the midway is likely to be more popular
than ever. Among the attractions the
motordrome looms large and this morn-
ing drew large crowds. There are all the
usual devices and a few more to add to
the variety.

There are features on the pike, how-
ever, which may not have been inspect-
ed and passed upon by the management;
is is hard to believe that the directors
classed them all with the “refined” at-
tractions which the new amusement ar-
rangement was to furnish. A couple of
girl shows may claim to be educational
for the benefit of those interested in an-
atomy, but hardly otherwise. It is fair
to the proprietors to say that the shows
are not as bad as their announcements
might indicate but they are hardly of a
class to elevate the general tone of the
exhibition on which St. John prides it-
self.

Judging was to have commenced this
morning but, owing to the fact that the
judges did not arrive this feature was
postponed until tomorrow when the
judging will commence in the ring at
ten o’clock. J. Vipond of Brooklin, Ont.,
judge of heavy horses was among the
officials who arrived this morning.

success, which the whole nation con-
siders inevitable, as the Germans in mak-
ing what was perhaps their most strenu-
ous attempt, disrupted only one twen-
tieth part of the Russian army.

London, Sept. 6—9.50 p. m.—An offi-
cial statement issued Saturday in Berli;
and received here by Marconi wireless
says: ° e

“Reports from the war correspond-
ents of Viennese newspapers state ithal
the whole situation in”the northern the-
atre of war has been changed for the¢
better by the victory of the armies com
manded by General Auffenberg anc
General Dank. As an example of the
brilliant work of the armies in the field
the correspondents relate that woundec
Russian infantry, who tried to beat ¢
hasty retreat under cover, were stoppec
by the renewed direct fire the moment
they attempted to make any movement
Later the bodies of a large number of
soldiers who had been killed by shrapne
were discovered near this place.

Officers of. a" Seutari detachment, or
their arrival in Vienna were received by
Emperor Francis Joseph and after en-
tertained at a banquet by the minister
of war, General Ritter Von Krobatin.

“Russians have been taken without
any fighting. Owing to the rapid ad
vance of our army little attention car
be paid to booty, and guns and wagQ’
have been left standing in the open fiei
quite abandoned.
