On the whole, the prices ruled about
the same as last week. Beef was of
good quality and sold for from 12 tu
80 cents a pouad; veal was only .in fair
supply and sold for from 14 to 30 cents

Pork was not abundant and brought
from 18 to 30 cents. Storage lamb was
worth from 22 t{o 385 cents. Hame scid
for 35 cents a pound by the piece and
45 cents sliced. Fresh fowl were
scarce and sold for 0560 cents, while
chickens were from 56 to 60 cents and
there was only a limited supply. Eggs
were still cheaper than last week and
could be had at from 32 to 85 cents a
dozen for the best fresh laid. Butter
was slightly cheaper also and sold fot
from 40 to 50 cents a pound.

The new beets and carrots by the
bunch were 15 cents. Old carrots sold
for six cents a pound. Spinach was
85 cents, lettuce 10 to 30 cents a head,
and celery 25 cents a head. Potatoes
were not abundant and sold for from
85 to 4C cents a peck. Onions were
priced at seven cents a pound, and
turnips were two cents a pound.
