tion” move. When the credentials were 
received the question of representation 
came up, and It was moved that delegates 
be allowed to record one vote for every 
50. members or fractional part thereof of 
the unions represented by them. I saw 
danger in this move at once, as the mo­
tion was at once supported by the So­
cialist adherents, and Delegate Davidson, 
M. P. P., asked in addition that proxy 
voting be allowed. As an amendment I 
moved that “each man present should 
have one vote, and one only.” The motion 
for proportional representation was car­
ried by a vote of 27 to 21, several non- 
Socialists were tricked into voting for 
the motion by the arguments for "fair 
play,” etc. As soon as this advantage 
was gained, our opponents dropped the 
masks and reached out for the life of the 
Canadian Labor Party. Delegate Davld- 
sdri, the member for Slocan, while deny­
ing direct connection with the Socialist 
party of Canada, at once took the lead 
of the Socialist movement, and moved a 
motion to the effect that it would be un­
wise to form another Labor party, and 
instead that the delegates should go 
home and study Socialism. The straight 
Labor men at once realized that they had 
been trapped, as the motion on the adopt­
ed system of voting must have carried. 
Many of these men declared that they 
would leave the convention at once, but I 
urged them to remain until we could 
range a movement to outflank our oppon­
ents. I replied to Delegate Davidson’s 
motion, and on Monday evening called a 
meeting of non-Socialists to discuss the 
situation. The meeting was well attend­
ed, and it was unanimously decided that 
we withdraw on Tuesday morning at 10.30 
and go on with the business for which we 
were sent to the convention. On Tues­
day morning Delegate Davidson (Vancou­
ver), on behalf of the .straight Labor 
delegates, moved “the previous ques­
tion.” This would have l)ad the effect 
of putting the motion against the forma­
tion of the party at once to the vote. A 
roll call vote showed the strength of our 
opponents by the proportional voting sys­
tem to be 99 votes to our 44, although the 
actual vote was 27 delegates for us and 
22 against.

Sixteen counties had not reported the 
official count at that hour, but on the 
face of the figures in hand, the result 
seemed safe for Chandler, of the Demo­
crat-Independence League ticket.

The total vote for the state so far as 
returned, including the Democrat 
stronghold of the city of Greater New 
York, for lieutenant-governor, is: 
Chandleir, 054,234; Bruce, 519,479.

It appears that outside of the candi­
dates for governor, and possibly for 
lieutenant-governor, the Democratic 
ticket is elected. In Greater New 
York Chandler’s lead is 134.941, and this 
big lead Bruce must overcome in the 
up-state counties. Among the miss­
ing counties is Westchester, which 
gave Hughes 8,000 plurality. Republi­
can state headquarters, while express­
ing the belief late to-night that Bruce 
would pull out ahead, would give no 
figures.

Chairman Woodruff said: “On look­
ing over the returns of some forty odd 
counties, we find that Mr. Bruce has 
run ahead of Mr. Hughes by 600 votes, 
and I believe he is elected. At the 
present time, I do not care to give any j 
opinion regarding the rest of the 
ticket.”

Charles E. Hughes, Republican can­
didate for governor, has a majority of 
52,000 approximately. To-night he gave 
out this statement: “It is a victory for 
sobriety and for decency in the ad­
ministration of government. But the 

people will not tolerate indifference to 
the public wrongs. They desire neither 
exaggeration nor inflammatory appeal 
on the one hand, nor moral or politi­
cal abuses on the other hand, 
election is a rebuke to demagogical 
methods, and it is also impressive in 
its demands for responsible\ leadership.

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E. H. Harriman Secures Control of Line 
Across the Continent.
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(From Thursday’s Daily.)
President Gray, of the Trades and 

Labor Council, at the regular meeting 
of that body last night, presented a 
lengthy report on the results of the 
meeting recently held in Vancouver to 
form a labor party. In this report he 
clearly indicates that the Labor 
element and Socialists are distinct, that 
the latter made a deliberate and deter­
mined attempt to deprive the infant 
Labor party of its life. Furthermore, 
Mr. Gray says that this movement 
must have been in process of organ­
ization for some time.

New York, Nov. 7.—By the election 
to-day of J. T. Harahan as president of 
the Illinois Central Railroad Company 
to succeed Stuyvesant Fish, E. H. Har­
riman has at last, it is believed, real­
ized the fulfilment of his desire to con­
trol a line from the Atlantic to the Pa­
cific ocean. In this great plan the Illi­
nois Central was the one link missing 
to complete a line of track from New 
York to San Francisco and Portland, 
Ore., from the Great Lakes to the Gulf 
of Mexico, and from the Gulf to the 
Pacific. Until within a few months 
the eastern terminals of the Harriman 
system were at Kansas City, Omaha 
and New Orleans. The most Important 
step in the direction of securing the 
desired outlet on the Atlantic seaboard 
for the Union Pacific and Southern Pa­
cific railroads is believed to have been 
taken by Mr. Harriman several weeks 
ago, when it was reported that one of 
the roads under his control had taken 
over the charge of the Baltimore & 
Ohio by the purchase of a block of 
40,000 shares of that company, which 
was sold by the Pennsylvania Railroad 
Company.

This would give Mr. Harriman a 
route from Chicago and St. Louis to 
Baltimore and New York. To com­

Your council sent the following 
straight declaration : “That a Canadian 
Labor party should be at once formed 
with a combined parliamentary and muni­
cipal platform, to which all candidates 
and all joining members should be. firmly 
pledged,” and you further sent to the 
congress eleven planks, which you were 
of opinion should find a place in the party 
platform. All these matters you will re­
member were carefully discussed in this 
room, and you were almost unanimous 
in your decisions. The Trades and Labor 
Congress bunched all the resolutions on 
this matter, and decided by 68 votes to 7 
to “endorse the idea of sending repre­
sentatives of Labor to parliament,” and 
further that the provincial executive call 
a convention “for the purpose of forming 
the necessary association to carry on 
thereafter the work of electing labor 
men.”

SHOWER OF METEORS.

The New York, Nov. 5.—Remarkable stories 
of a meteoric shower at sea last Tuesday 
were brought into port yesterday by the 
Phoenix liner St. Andrew and the Ham- 
burg-American liner Brazilla.

One of the meteors which struck the 
water less than a mile from the St. An­
drew is described by the lirst mate, V. 
Spencer, as being 15 feet in diameter. 
"The first meteor was seen on the after- 

moon of October 30th,” Spencer said. "The 
ship was then about 600 miles northeast 
of Cape Race. I was standing on the 
bridge when suddenly an enormous fiery 
ball dropped dead ahead. Just after-» 
wards three others fell. The meteors 
travelled so rapidly that they seemed 
only streaks of tire to a height of 40 feet. 
If one had hit the ship she would have 
gone straight to the bottom.”

This was the feeling of congress—the 
foregoing extracts are contained in the 
Draper resolution which was passed with 
only seven dissentients, and these were 
either pledged members of the Socialist 
party of Canada or Socialist adherents.

I made a full report of the action of 
congress in this matter to your council, 
and the reception of the report gave 
proof that you endorsed such action. The 
British Columbia executive called the 
Vancouver convention for the formation 
of the party and you elected me as your 
delegate to the convention.
