NEGLO LYNCHED.

Mob Made Attack on Construction Camp
and Shot Several Men,
Thebes, Ill, April 26.—An unknown
hegro, aged about 17 years, was lynched
by a mob near the village of Santa Fe,
a short . distance from Thebes, this after-
Loon, for attempting to assamwlt the 10-
year-old daughter of Branson Davis, a
farmer. The lynching was followed by
a general onslaught upon a colony of
negroes living i tents in g bridge con-
flruction camp. The tents were burned
and dozens of shots were exchanged be-
tween the whites and blacks. Several
negroes were shot, but so far as kmown
‘nq'ne was killed. No whites were hurt.

The negro confessed to the crime but
tbegged for mercy. The mob started with
the:negro towird the new bridge being
anstructed across the Miss sippi, where
he wwas hanged to an oak tree, without
eeremony. After the body had dangled
a few moments it was riddled with bul-
lets.

The .officers attempted to disperse the
mob, ‘kut their efforts were unavailing.

hundred negroes employed on bridge con-
structiom avork, living in tents near the
‘t)ridge. The negroes saw the mob com-
ing and opaned fire. A fusilade follow-
ed, and the whites fired with effect.
Many of the negroes were shot down.
None of the snob was injured and it is
rot known hesv seriously the negroes
were wounded. The mob pressed for-
ward, notwithstanding the steady fire,
until tha negroes turned and fled ‘toward
a nearby wood, taking their wounded
with them. The mob then fell upon the
tents and burned them. After accom-

LINE FROM KITIMAAT
HARBOR TO DAWSON

An All-Canadian Route to the Yukon—
To Build Road to Fort
George.

Ottawa, April 28.—At the railway com-
mittee this meorming an act to incorpor-
ate the Coast & Yukon railway was
taken up and passed. This is for a rail-
way from Kitimaat Harbor, on the Pa-
cific Coast, to Dawson. The road will
take the feasible route to a point mear
Atlin lake, thence by the most feasible
route to the Yukon river, thence to the
international boundary line between
Alaska and the Yukon via the city of
Dawson. The leagth of the road is 900
miles, Mr. McFherson, M. P., of Bar-
rard, explained the provisions of the bill
80 satisfactorily tuat it went through
without opposition. The road gives an
ail-Canadian route to the Yukon, inde-
pendent of any American conuections.
The only change made in the bill was to
reduce the eapital stock- fronr ten mil-
lions to five millions.  The  head office
will be in the city of Vancouver.

The committee also passed the Koote-
| nay, Cariboo & Pacific raiiway to build
from Golden to Fort George, on - the
Fraser river, with power to amalgamate
with the Canadian Pacific, Canadian
Northern and Grand Trumk Pacific, or
Kootenay Central railways. The com-
pany asked power to build as far as
Port Sdm'pgon, but at the suggestion of
Hen. A, G. Blair, who said that it would
be better to shorten the distance, power
was only given to build as far as Feort
George, .
