The Condition of the Town Streets.

The condition of the streets of the
town is necessarily bad just now, owing
to the excavations being made -for the
lnying of the water and sewer pipes,
but the contractors for both of these
services have completed the pipe-laying,
and back-filled, in some streets, and
should have left the latter in as good
condition as they found them, as their
contracts reqnire them o do. They have
not done so, however, and unless the
town’s engineers, Mesars. Lea & Coffin,
see to the matter and the contractors
are made to understand that they must,
as they tinish, do the necessary cleariag-
up, grading and levelling to restore our
thoroughfares to as good condition as

| they tound thém, they will not be paid.

Owing to the ‘work of putting in

the systems having beea contracted
for by piecemeal, instead of en bloc,
asit ought to have been, thereis a
divided responsibility,in reference to the
condition in which the streets are left,
between the contractors for the water
and thesewerage pipe-laying,respective-
ly, and unless each is now -kept up to
the requirements of his contract in this
important particular, it may happen
that difficalties will arise in compelling
them toda their duty to the town. If
the town bad some capable, experienced
person to look. after the coundition of

' the strests, those on which the water

and sewerage -pipes are already laid
would not present the rough, debris-
strewn and uneven surfaces they do at
the present time.

We must depend, for this bringing
of the contrastors to a proper perform-
ance of their duty, upon Messrs, Lea &
Coffin and their staff, because the town
bas no one else capable of dealing with
the matter, and the Mayor must make
it his duty to see that it is not longer
negI tad
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Some of the members of the Town
Council referred 1o this subject at last
Monday evening’s meeting, bat they
should not let it end in talk only.
Action—and prompt action at that—
is necessary, for it is probable that the
-pipe-laying will not be finished until
very late in the full, when the ground
will be snow-covered ; and if the final
pressure-tests are then made and the
contractors paid—as they may be—it
will take a good many dollars of
the ratepayers’ money, instead of the
contractors’ to put the streets in order
next summer. Let the contractors,
therefore, be required to finish their
work cleanly as they go along.

The Usual Way-

Mr. J. R. Booth, of Ottaws, who is a
millionaire lumber mannfacturer has,
at last been proceeded against by the
Department of J ustice under the statute
which prohibits the  dumping of saw-
dust into water stretches frequented by
fish. Mr. Rooth has a big mill at the
Chaudiere, and throws the sawdust
from it into the Ottawa River. The
emptying of sawdust into the Ottawa
has long been a source of trouble. It
was found, after a careful investigation,
that the practice not only destroyed
fish, but was gradually filling up the
channel of the stream. In the interest
of both fisheries and navigation, there-
fore, it was necessary that all mill-
owners on the Ottawa should ' comply
with the law, The Ottawa is one of
the great rivers of Canada. It is about
eight hundred miles long, from its
source in Lake Temiscamingue to its
mouth on the left bank of the St.
Lawrence, ninety-seven miles below
the city of Ottawa, and bas many
tributaries such as the Gatineau, 420
miles long ; the Madawaska, 210 miles;
the Petawawa, 140 miles; Riviere de
Lievre and others, from 90 to 160 miles
long. It has been estimated that the
valleys of the Ottawa and its tributaries
are capable of sustaining a population

' nearly double that of the whole of

Canads. The national sin of permit-
ting one man and his interests to defy
the law and ruin the navigation and
fishories of such a river for all time
will, therefore, be apparent. The

‘Ottawa waters are . greater in length
nd vol than those of all the rivers

excepting Mr. Booth, have complied
with the law and established furnaces !
for burning their sawdust, that gentle-
man has continned to do about as it
pleased him in the matter. A month
ago, be was warned that action would
be taken against him unless he com-:
plied with the law, bug he said he
wanted another year before be could
take care of his sawdust. This being
but a continuation of old promises, the
Fisheries Department would not enter-
tain his proposal. Now, seeing that’
he must do as other people are requnired
to, bis friends are saying that if the
law is enforced he will remove his mill
to some other city. The cry of “the
poor laboring man” is raised by inter-
ested parties—just as it is done wher-
ever possible when general public rights
are asserted as against the encroach-
ment thereon of the antocrat and
monopolist, It is to be hoped that the
Department of Justlce will pursue the
matter to its rightfal conclusion and
compel Mr. Booth to do as others in
the lamber business on the Ottawa and
elsewhere in Canada have done long

ago.

What water is
getting into the rivers is almost alto-
geth.r from springs and it hae, especially
for a fortnizht or more,kept fairly cool by
the night temperature.

The America Oup Races.

Two new yachts—the *‘Constitution”
and ‘‘Indepeudence”—were built in the
United States this year to defend the
America cup. The Independence was not
allowed to enter into the competition for
the honor of defending the great trophy,
because her owner, Mr. Thomas W,
Lawson is not a’ member of the New
York Yacht Clab, under whose auspices
alone the defender must sail. The Con-
stitution and last year’s successful defend-
er, “Columbia” raced against each other
for some time for the purpose of enabling
the N. Y. Yacht Clab’s challenge com-
mittee to determine which of them should
sal iu thecup races against Sir Thomas
Liptou’s challenger, Shamrock II., of the
Royal Ulster Yacht Club. Oa Thursday
last the decision was announced by the
secretary of the N. Y. Y. Clab in the
following terms :—

Neweort, R. L., Sept. 5.—After care-
fully weighing the relative merits of the
Columbia aud the Coastitution in the
light of 18 finished races which the boats
have sailed this season, the challenge com-
wittee of the New York Yacht Club, at a
meeting on board the flagship to-day,
decided that the Constitution was too
much of an unkoown quantity and that
the America’s cup would be safer by
being defended by the Columbis. The
formal notice of the committee’s decision
is as follows :

““At & meeting of the commities on
challenge of the Royal Ul ter Yacht Club
held on the flagship at 11.30 a.m. to day,
the Columhia was selected to represent
‘the Naw York Yacht Club.”

The prevailing opinion is that the
decision is a wise one. The interest in
the races for the ocup intensifics as the
time for them spproaches, and althongh
some would-be authorities decried the
challenger when she met with the mishup
of carrying away her mast, and intimated
that she could not win, thereis a feeling
in well-informed yachting circles that
there has never been a better prospect of
the cup changing custodians than there is
this year.

at'empt was made to assassinate the head
of the national government.

It was a few minutes after four p.m.,
while President McKinley was holding a
public reception in the great Temple of
Music on the Pan-American grounds, that
the cowardly attack was made, with what
success time aloue can tell.

THE HUMAKN BEAST.

He enlisted as & private in the 23rd Ohio
Volanteer Infaotry on June 11, 1861, and
his promotion was rapid, becoming csptain
on July 25, 1864, He served on the staffs
of Generals Hayes, Crocke and Haocock,
snd was breveted msjor in the United
States Volanteers by President Lincols, for
gallantry in battle on March 13, 1865.
Afver being mustered out in 1865, he studied
law, and became a barrister two years later,
settling at Canton, which was bis home until
h"q became Fresid He by a member
of the National House of Representatives in
1876, and for fourteen years represeated the
congressional district of which his connty
was & part.  As chainaan of the Ways and
Means Committee he reported the tariff law
of 1890. Iuv 1891 he was elected Governor
of Ohio by a plurality of 21,511, and was
re-elected two years sfterwards by a plaral-
ity of 80,995. In 1892 he was chaiimsnof
the Republican convention which renomin-
ated Bevjamin Harrison and at which 182
votes were cast for him, in spite of his
determined refusal to allow his name to
stand.

Ouo Juoe 18, 1896, he was nominated as
President of the Uuited States at St. Louis,

He was elected Piesident at the ensuing
November election by a popular plurality of
six bundred thousand votes aod recevived
271 electoral votes as againet 176 for William
Jennings B-yan. Io 1900 he was re-elected
President.

At the committee meeting Mi. Smith was
questioned about this and he stated thst he
said proofs covld be so submitted, simply as
a reply to another printer with a small snd
poorly equipped office whe had ssid it could
not be done, but ald. Nicol in presenting the
matter to the Council, suppressed this part
of Mr. Smith’s stat and phasised
that of ex-alderman Watt, made after Mr,
Smith had left the committee meeting, and
one of ex-Mayor Loggie, to the effect that
they thought the proofs were to be submit-
ted, although ald. Nicol koew that there
was no stipulation for, or attempt to require
Mr. Smith, under his contract, to keep the
matter in type until proofs were read by the
Couucil. .

Ald. Nicol also stated that Mr. Watt bad
said to the committee that Mr. Smith had
applied to his office for the copy of the by-
laws for the purpose of priating them, but
he had referred him to the By Law Commit-
tee, and that Mr. Watt also shought that a
proot was to be submitted.

Ald. Nicol aleo referred to she fact that
ex-alderman McKay, was chairman of the
By-Law Committee at the time, but he, ald.
Nicol, finally admitted that it had been
shown that Mr. Smith had not undertaken
to submit proofs of the work.

After ald, Nicol had made"bis statement,
ald. Hocken said that Mr, W, J. Loggie, the
attorney who bad been engaged by the
Couucil to revise the by-laws, had stated
that ex-alderman Watt had instructed him
to give the copy to Mr, Smith to be printed,
and that nothing was said to him by ex-ald.
Watt or anyone else as to proofs being sub-
mitted. Mer. Loggie also stated that he had
taken the copy to Mr. Smith’s office to be

Mr,
Watt had aleo personally stated to him,
