COUNGIL DEGIDES ON
FEW AMENDMENTS

Gives Commission
Wider Scope

S

Will Have Power to Erect
Bridge and Take Over.
East Side as Well

The Common Couficil met vesterday
afternoon to receive the report of the
harbor facilities committee. The report
acconmipanied by a copy of the proposed
harbor bil was submitted and several
seotisns were adopted. ‘The council
then resolved itself into a general com-
mittee to consider the rest of the bill
Several sections were amended, but the
greater part of the bill was accepted
as it stood and recommsanded to the
couricil.

The most important amendments were
those propeosed by Ald. Baxter, one pro-
viding that the bill should be altered
0 as to allow the commission to take
over any portions of the harbor other
than the West Side-whnen they desired;
the cther giving the commision power
to erect the Navy Island bridge.

The council adjourned until this af-
ternoon at three-fifteen, when the re-
port of the general committee will be
received.

The council was called to order in the
council chamber of the court house at
three-twenty. The following members
were presant: Mayor Bullock, Alder-
men Hamm, Elkin, Leyis, Scully, Hold-
er, McGowan, McGoldrick, Rowan,
Baxter, Christie, Pickett, Willet, Frink,
Vanwart, Sproul and Kelley.

The mayor read the report of the
harbor facilities committee, submitting
thie copy of the Harbor Commission
BillL

Ald. Willet moved that the report be
received and considered section by sec-
tion.—Carried. '

The preamble and several sections
were adopted without discussion.

Ald. Pickett wished to know why the
clause relating to the purchase of the
wharves should be limited to the West
Side, and suggested that the section be
amended to include such other harbor
properties belonging 'to the City of St.
John as the corporation may from time
to time desire to acquire.

It was claimed by some aldermen
that another section provided for this;
others held that thé bill should be made
to state this more clearly.

Ald. Rowan wanted the council put
on record as favoring the putting of
the whole harbor under commision.

Alderman Baxter moved as a second
sub-section of section six the following
clause:

“The said corporation may also from
time to time, by agreement or expro-
priation acquire any other properties
within the limits of the city of St. John
as they may deem advisable subject to
the approval of the governor in coun-
cil."—Carried.

Ald. Baxter moved as a third sub-
section the following clause: “The said
corporation shal] also have power to
construct and maintain a bridge across
the Harbor of St. John at or near Navy
Island. After considerable discussion,
in which Ald. Kelley accused Ald. Scul-
ly of attempting to advertise himself at
the expense of the bill, the section was

carried.

On motion of Ald. Frink the council
went into general committee to discuss
the rest of the bill

Objection was taken to the clause
providing that the commission should
arrange with the city regarding the
jurisdiction and payment of the harbor
master. It was moved that the section
be struck out. -

This aroused considerable discussion
as to the powers of the harbor master
under the new arrangement. It was
held that the harbor master would be
in command of the whole harbor and
such a section was useless. On a vote,
was lost, four
voting aye and six nay.

The balance of the bill went through
without any important changes. On
Ald. Baxter's motion a rider was added
to the effect that no section of the bill
or by-laws shall apply beyond the limit
of the property owned or controlled by
the harbor corporation.
