Minneapolis, Minn., May 25.—Cham-
pion Frank Gotch will be in great
shape for Zbyszko, the Polish giant,
when they wrestle for the world's
championship, the latter part of this
month. The champion is in training
here for the match, and he is round-
ing into excellent condition. Gotch
came here about 8 month ago weigh-
ing about 222 pounds. He was “hog
fat” for Gotch when in the best pos-
sible shape, never tips the beam over
205 pounds.

A few days ago the king of grap-
plers weighed 210 pounds. His wind
is right up to standard and his en-
during powers as great as ever. The
big fellow is there on the speed thing
and when going through his routine
of work in the gymnasium is as fast
on his feet as the average lightweight
boxer,

Gotch realizes that Zbyszko is a big,
tough fellow, ang will leave no stone
unturned to be fit for the fight of his
life when he steps onto the mat with
the roly-poly Galician. I saw Gotch in
his tches with Geo. Hack hn
and Yussiff Mahmout. I have known
Frank for the past six years and have
followed his wrestling career closely.
He looks to be in better condition
today than ever before in his life.

Gotch is bigger, stronger and faster
than when he met the Russian lion
and the Turk, He is right at the height
of his career.

The champion announces that his
match with Zbyszko will be his last,
and he intends to go out of the wres-
tling business with a 'fitting finale
to his great career, Gotch knows too
much wrestling for the Pole, and 1
think that it is just a question of how
long the foreigner can stall the Hum-
boldt farmer.

Gotch rises every morning at 7.30
o’clock. He partakes of a light break-
fast consisting of poached eggs and
milk. Then he hits the road for 12
mile. He jogs along, occasionally
sprinting for a hundred yards or so.
The champ. carries light dumbbelis in
his hands. Now and then Frank stops
running and goes through several
minutes of shadow boxing. At other
intervals he grabs bhis running mate
and roughs matters with' him.

Returning from his run drip-
ping with perspiration,” Gotch takes
a shower bath and a rub down. Then
the champion rests until 12.30, when
he begins work in the gymnasium. He
starts off the gym stunts with five
or six games of hand ball. Following
the hand ball Goteh skips rope for
about ten minutes, and then does

about five minutes of shadow boxing.
Next comes 15 -minutes of limbering
up on the chest weights. -Throwing
the medicine ball occupies about ten
minutes’ time, and after thumping
the bunching bag for a few minutes
Gotch takes to the mat.

Henry Ordeman, the Minneapolis
heavyweight wrestler, ‘whom Gotch
thinks is the best American grappler
outside of himself, is the champion’s
chief wrestling partner. He and
Goteh struggle for about 20 minutes
and then Frank tackles Paul Morten-
son, a Danish heavyweight grappler
from Chicago. After tussling with
Mortenson for about 20 minutes, Gotch
goes to the mat with “Young Miller,”
the world's welterweight champion.
Miller is a powerful little fellow, and
is lightning fast. Working with Mil-
ler speeds up the Iowan., Following
15 minutes of tugging and hauling
with Miller, Gotch “kids” with a
couple of lightweights for about ten
minutes.

This ends the day's work, and after
another shower bath and rubdown
Gotch dresses and strolls around the
city for about an hour. At 6 o'clock to
the minute, the champnion sits down
to his evening meal and packs away
a huge steak and vegetables. Eleven
o'clock finds the wrestling marvel in
the hay for a well-earned rest,
