Interview with Local Butcher
Indicates Possibility of Goed
Field for Beef Cattle Raising
Here.

The amount of beef brought to St.
John from Ontarlo has Veen increas-
ing, indicating that the farmers of
the province are not fully alive to their
opportunities.

Speaking of the matter yesterday, a
Jocal butcher said that it was rather
difficult to get good beef cattle in
this province. ‘‘Much of the beef
gold in St. John Is cow beef,” he said.

The farmers keep a cow as long as
ghe gives milk, and when she is old
und useless for milking purposes they
kill her and sell her for beef. Old
cow ‘beef is pretty tough, and not at
all satisfactory to the (fastidious.
Hence large quantities of beef are im-
ported from Ontario, where they make
& business of raising beef ‘cattle.

Years ago before there was any
talk of scientific farming, we used to
geot good beef In St. John from the
country. Then the farmers used oxen
to work in the woods and on their
farms, and as they were always rals-
ing young steers they usually killed
two or three fat and comparatively
young oxen each year, and sent the
beef to the city.
