WHENT GROWERS HAVE 600D
AEASON FOR THANKSGNING

Reports Indicate that World's Wheat Production is Ahead of
Past Years—Eyropean Output Smaller but Canada, In-
dia and Argentine Show Good Increase,

Washington, Oct. 13.-~Preliminary
official reporis to date indicate that
the 1911 European wheat erop will
g0 on record as a falrly close third
in magnitude to the banner ones of
the two preceding years, according
to the department of agriculture's
“Crop Reporter,” The estimates for
eight countries of Europe are 1,716,
905,000 bushels, as compared with
1,747,697,000 bushels last year, and
1,763,206,000 bushels in 1909. The de-
ficlency in the European crop, due
to a decrease in the production in Rus-
sia, is coincident with an increase of
5,000,000 bushels in the wheat crop
of Canada, and of 11,500,000 bushels
in that harvested last spring in Brit
ish India. In the wheat producing
countries of the southern hemisphere,
where vegetation is mow in the full
flush of spring, says the Reporter,
conditions on the whole are described
as near ideal.

In Argentina, Chile, Uruguay and
Australia, agricultural prospects are
in general unusually promising. A
revised estimate of the areas sown
for the approaching harvest in Argen-
tina indicates that there will be an
increase of 1,568,000 acres sown in
wheat, as compared with last year,
and an increase of 467,000 acres in
oats. Septembep precipitation in Brit-
ish India probably has assured the
sowing of full areas of wheat and|
flaxseed. i

In British India the condition of the |
growing cotton is reported as improv-
ed, and picking in some districts has
begun.

The shortage of last spring's corn
crop in Argentina, officially returned
as 27,676,000 bushels, against 175,
000,000 bushels in 1910, “is )lkely!
to be seriously felt on world markets,”
says the Reporter, the Argentina|
exports of corn of 1910 having amount- |
ed to 105,000,000 bushels and to 809,.|
000,000 bushels in 1909,

harvest year of 1900 the corréspond-
ing figures of the census of 1901 were
4,068,328 acres wheat, 3,081,370 acres
of oats, 765,273 acres barley, 156,362
acres rye and 21,202 acres flax,

The increase in the production of
the principal grains in the decade
computed for the present year on the
estimates of correspondents is shown
to be in round figures, 148,035,000
wheat bushels, 187,049,000 bushels of
oats 21,711,000 bushels barley, 664,
000 bushels rye and 12,360,000 bushels
flax. These figures are exclusive of
returns for two districts in Saskatche-
wan.

Canada's Crop Compared.

Ottawa, Oct, 18.-~A bulletin of the
census and statistics office issued to-
day deals with the field crops of the
present year compared with the fig-
ures of the year 1910,

For the years 1908, 1810 and 1911,
the comparative quality of crops at
the end of September was fairly uni-
form for wheat, oats, barley and rye,
tut peas, beans, buckwheat, mixed
grain and flax were -lower this year
by 8 to 12 per cent. Fodder crops
including roots, and corn, are unchang-
ed for the three years. The condi-
tion of potatoes which is 76.78 i8 the
same as last year, but 13.60 less than
two years ago.

The comparative condition of fod-
der and root crops for the Dominion
at the end of September, ranges from
82 to 87 per cent., of alfaifa 79.656 per
cent, and of potatoes, 76.78 per cent,,
and i8 generally lower in Ontario than
elsewhere. The maritime provinces
and the northwest provinces give 80

| per cent. and over for potatoes, and |

nearly as good for other field root.
