Courier W. A. Nell of Boston 
Arrived on Minnedoea— 
Following Mexican War He 
Went to France.

S$t Prisoners Remanded on

Big Steamship Arrived Yester­
day Morning—419 Military 
Men, 97 Children and 922

Those Who Are in Position to 
Speak Believe Shoes Will be 
Higher Than Before the 
Armistice.

Certain Definite Lines Marked 
Out by Commission Which 
Will Shortly be Acted Upon 
by the Supreme Council.

One of the few American soldier* 
who arrived on the MiunoUvea yester­
day was Courier W. A. Nell, Boston, 
a member of the first American JaJx- 
peditionary Forces.

Nell was a mumber o! the compo­
site American fare* which campaign­
ed aloug the Klu Uiuude during the 
fracas with the Mexluui». Later, when 
the expeditionary army was mobilis­
ed for overseas duty, he Joined the 
65th U. B. Artillery, trained at Galvoa- 
ton, Texas, and sailed with hie unit 
from Boston in December, 1917.

Arriving in France hie unit was oil» 
leted in a French town and later moV) 
ed up to a French ie»*rve line trenon 
where they became accustomed to thé 
heavy shelling sue il ne passeur pas 
modern trench warfare. As they grew 
proficient Lliey wore moved up to the 
second line and Anally were used a# s 
relieving unit Coming up to the front 
line on the Argoune sector, Nell said 
that he often saw the Frltsles coming 
out In broad daylight to take a bath 
in the shell holes of No Man’s Laud. 
Of course the dougimoys, new to the 
trenches, wanted to suoot everything 
they saw moving, but the Poilus told 
the Yanks to go easy with the Huns 
or they would bring down a return

Nell, who was attached to a trench 
mortar section of hie battery, wanted 
a taste of open warfare so he volun­
teered and was accepted as a dispatch 
rider. As u courier he saw action In 
the three Important battles In which 
the Yanks took part—Chateau Thierry, 
Mihtel and the Argonuo. He was gass­
ed once, but esciytJ without a wound, 
though he has had some very narrow 
esedpes, especially at Verdun, where 
live companions, who were talking, 
Joking and reading letters from home 
around him, were Instantly killed by 
Hying shrapnel. He 1» now returning 
lrom Cologne, where he served with 
the army of occupation. .

Courier Nell says that the entire 
American expeditionary force Is op­
posed to the wanderings of the Vhltea 
States president, fuey do not tnma 
ho Is doing any good In Europe and 
they do believe that hts absence 11 
creating a favorable opeortunlity for 
some politicians In Ihl United States.

Regarding the treatment given to 
Canadian soldiers and to the Ameri­
can warrior, he believes that New 
York and other Amurlcaa landing 
points can learn a big lesson from the 
way Bt John attends to the returning 
soldiers and their dependents.

Bergt. M. F. Sperry, another mem­
ber of the American army, whose 
home is in Marinette, Wls., was in 
Odessa, Russia, repreiontlng the Wll- 
lys-Knight Automobile Co., when the 
United States declared war. It was 
three days afterward when he learned 
that Uncle Sam had taken the final 
plunge. He at once proceeded to 
make his way to Pstrograd While he 
was In the Russian capital the revolu­
tion was at Its height. It wae a com 
mon sight to see oillcials and officers 
shot in their tracks. The machine 
guns were even tinned on Uie popu- 
acn. The policemen were the first to 

be assassinated, as they represented 
order and were favorable to the Czar. 
After almost three months’ delay in 
Russia, chiefly around Petrograd, 
Bergt. Sperry was able to get his pass­
port to England by engaging with the 
American embassy to act as an offi­
cial courier, carrying the mall pouch 
to London. He proceeded north tu 
Tornel, in Finland, thence to Swe 
den. down to Stocholm, to Bergen, 
thence by veicel to Aberdeen, Scot­
land.

Sperry on his arrival In London at 
once Joined tho 1st American Division, 
with the 3rd machine gun column. He 
was wounded at the battle of Cantigny 
on July let. 1918 It was at Cantigny 
that the American troops were first 
tested, and the 1st division wen glory 
tor Uncle 8am. Bergt. Sperry served 
In the Argonne district, when the ar 
misfire was signed, and was with the 
American army of occupation. He left 
the army of occupation near Coblenz.

From those who are well qualified 
to speak relative to the prices of 
shoes for the tall 1919 sdason It would 
appear that instead of having lower 
costs, prices have already advanced 
so that today raw materials cost 
than when the armistice was signed.

In normal times we Import 98 per 
cent, of the goatskins, 66 per cent, of 
tho calfskins and 46 per cent, of the 
hides consumed In this country. In 
order that all available shipping facili­
ties might be diverted to winning the 
war, Importations by this country were 
greatly curtailed to an extent which 
would represent 60 per cent. As a re­
sult We have been living off "our fat” 
and raw stocks In this country are 
depleted. The maximum price set up 
the government are off tho prices of 
raw stock have advanced from 6 per 
cent, to 26 per cent.

It must be borne In mind that con­
ditions In the shoe and leather Indus­
try are quite different from conditions 
In the cotton, wool, steel and other 
Industries. Many products have ad­
vanced from 200 per cent to 300 per 
cent., whereas shoes and leather have 
advanced from 60 per cent to 100 
per cent., and as compared with other 
basic materials they are the cheapest 
in the world.

The conclusion, therefore, Is that 
with as absolute shortage of raw ma­
terial, plus an abnormal foreign de­
mand. prices will not only maintain 
for fall, but with an almost certainty 
will Increase and purchasers are not 
only Justified but owe it to their busi­
ness to place their advance orders 
now for fall requirements.

Parle, March 17.—( French Wireless 
Service)—The corridor," which the 
Peace Conference Commission on 
Polish claims has agreed upon, shall 
go to Poland as a means of exit to 
the Baltic Sea, is outlined today by 
the Journal Des Debats. The report 
ol the commission, which Is headed 
by Jules Gambon, will be examined 
shortly by the Supreme Council.

On the West, accprdtng to the news­
paper, the corridor will begin on the 
shore of the Baltic, weet of Danzig, 
and will include a email part of Pom­
erania which Is inhabited by Poles. 
Thence it will run east of Lauen-burg 
and, continuing southward, east of 
Konits and Schneldemuhl. The east­
ern border of the corridor will run 
through Frlsche Nehrung, which <t 
divides, thence through Frlsche Hal! 
tc the west of Elblng and Osterode, 
which are left to Germany, and thence 
eouth to the present Pruastan-Poland 
border. The western border of Po­
land, from Schneldemuhl southward 
will give Blrnbaum, Lissa and Kroto- 
cchln to Poland. In German Silesia 
the Poles will get the regions of Op. 
Fein and Kewpen. The Polish and 
Czech frontiers will meet east of Ncu 
eladt, south of Oppeln.

The Polish frontiers on the north, 
cast and south have not yet been 
pleted by the commission.
