There have been only three successfal
operations of the kind. The firet oue
was pérformed on 8 ptember 6, 1897, by
Dr Sahlatter, of Zarich, and the other
two in this conntry since. D¢ Brigham,
of 8an Fraocisco, had one cage and Dr
R chardson the other.

Dr Richardson’s patient was & woman
in ¢omfortable circamstances, past mid-
dle age,the mother of six coildren and
residing in & subarb of this city. She
had fumpllired for some time of in-
rressing digeative troubles and & steady
loss of weight. To these symptoms wae
added in April, 1897, the discovery of a
growth in tbe stomach. The case grew
rapidly serious, and on May 20 a con-
sultation was held with specialiets.

A disgnosis of cancer of the stomach
was made, aud an exploratory incision
snowsd that the growth involved the
whole organ. Dr. Richardson decided
upon’ the spot to take out the whole
stomach. The patient was in one of the
best private hoapitals in thie city, was in
the hands of ekilful sargeons and nurses
and had every chancein the world. -

Accordingly the stomach was remov-
ed and the lower end of the aesophague
wes joined to the upper end of the
duodenum. The chief trouble encoun-
tered was in bridging over a new die-
posal of the integnmenta of the great
gsp where the stomach had been.

The whole ope ation took sn hour,
from which the patient suffered but lit-
tle shock Her recovery was steady and
repid. She began taking cold water by
tbe mouth on June 3, and liquid food in
small gnantities the next day. She eat
ap in bed June 26, and on Jaly 6 went
home, driving five milea in an open car-
rigge without fatigue. There were minor
diseomforts, due to the wound and the
conditions generally, but in O:tober the
patiert had fally recoverdd and ie now
golng well, eating much as other people
