r. Russell, chairman of the agricul-
al committee, submitted the iollowing

¥our committee note with pleasurc the
determined effort of the department for
the last three years in gathering and
publishing in the annual report a reliable
return of the different crops grown in the
province. These statistics have been ob-
tained, so far, without cost to the prov:
ince and at a very great increase of labor
to the departmental officers. Your com-
mittee would recommend that a grant oi
say §500 be made to assist in the collec’
tion of thesc reports, to
ment of subscription to an agricultural
paper (say the Co-operative Farmer), one
copy for ome year to be offered to cach
secretary of school trustees who sent m
the crop report for his school district.

We note with pleasure that, according
to these crop reports, the average pel
acre. of grain and roots is gradually n-
creasing, showing that our farmers are
using improved methods of agriculture.

Your committee are assurcd that the
educational work carried on by the de-
partment of agriculture through the mcans
of farmers’ institutes is doing a great dea!
of good. Seventy tavee of these mectings
were held during the past year and the
total attendance was 10,322 persons. LThiese
weetings were addressed by experts in the
sevetal lines of agriculturdl work. Your
committee heartily agree with the com-
sfnissioner for agriculture in his intention
to procure, during the present  session,
such legislation as will place this educa
tional work on a firmer and broader
basis.

Your committee mote with satisiaction

“tae large and continued increase in the
zmount of cheese and butter manutactur-
ed in the province and the very satisfac-
tory- prices obtained for these products
last. year. 1y the instruction given to
makers at the provincial dairy school, and
the efforts of the travelling instructors
or dairy superintendents the quality ot
both cheese and butter manufactured in
factories has been kept up to a mgh
standard, and consequently the product
lias. soid for top prices both in the local
and - English market. The butter and
cheese manufuactured in the different tac
tories _of the province Jast veuar realized
the handsome sum  of £284.324.70, beng
$68;325.07 in ‘cxcess of the previous ycar.
Your committee feel that the money spent
in encouraging this branch of farming 15
producing good results.
" Your committee is pleased to note that
the recommendation made last year re
garding the sale or transfer of pure bred
stock throughout the province has been
# sl out, the commissioner for agricul-
ture having made an agreement with the
(‘o-operative - Farmer, published at Sus-
wex, to publish under the head, “Pure
bred stock for sale or exchange,” a list
of all pure -bred animals that farmers
wish to dispose of. We understand this
4ias become a favorite means of making
known to intending purchasers where
stock ¢an be had and that a large numnber
of animals bave changed hands in conse-
guence.

Bill for Torrens System.

flon. Mr. Pugsley introduced a bill en-
titled the Land Titles Act and be brietly
explained the purposes of the act, which,
he soid, had been introduced in several
of the United States, in bButish Cel
umbia, the Northwest Territories, and
in certain citics and sections of Untario,
and which gives very general satislaction
wherever adopted aud is regarded as a
great improvement over the old systent.
The present bill is not obligatory, but
only optional, and possibly the govern-
mment will not press the bill at the present
session. He asked the carcful considera-
tion of the members of the house upon
the bill, the adoption of which, he behev-
ed, will ephance the value of real estate.
The Land Titles Act is very voluminous,
extending to 132 sections besides 12
schedules, and rules of procedure. The
object of the bill is to substitute what
is' koown :8 the Torrens system of lands
titles tor the present registration rystem.
Under this system the evidence of owner-
ship is a certificate of title {rom 1he dis-
trict registrar, which is registered in s
book of titles. This does away also with
all sewrches of titles. The provinee under
this vct will be divided into land titles
districts, in each of which there shall be
a land titles oftice, and an ofticer to be
called the district vegistrar. ‘There may
alko be a depuly registrar and such exam-
iners of titles ax are required for h dis-
triet, and likewise an inspector. The reg-
istrar shall keep a book to be called the
day book in which shall be centeved, by
a  short diseription, every mstrument
which is registered, with the day, hour
and minute of filing. Application may be
made to bring any land in cach remstri-

ZTo district under the new system by
Giling an application with the district reg:

istrar, and, after this application is filed
and a . certificate granted, the provisions
of the registrary act shall cease to altect
such lavds.

- The bill makes provision for the periect-
ing of titles and defines the powers and
duties of district registrars. Any person
sub-dividing land for the purpose of rell-
ing it in allotments is required to deposit
duplicate plans in the office of the district
yegistrar, and the registrar may require
wny owner of land in his distriet to le
plans of it before bringing it under the
mew system. The act is not compulsory.

M. Burchill, presented the report of the
connmittee  on corporations which was
against bill No. 47, and recommended that
the fees paid on this bill be refunded. On
motion of Hon. Mr. 'Tweedic the fecs
were ordered refunded.

AMr. Tweedie explained that a bill haa
alieady been passed covering the same
ground, the developent of the coal areas
of Queens and Sunbury, and it was not
thonzht well to have two acts of the same
chavacter.

On motion of Hon. Mr. Tweedie bill 65
was placed on the orders of the day.

On motion of Mr. Fizh the house went
into. committee on a bill authorizing the
swhool trustees of Newcastle to issue
#8,000 in debentures, the money to be to-
wards payment  of the outstanding in-
debtedness of the board and the support
and maintenance of the school. The bill
was agreed to.

On otion of Mr. Copp, - Mr. Meclan-
son ‘in the chair, the house went into
commitiee on the Rusty Cove Marsh bill.
The object is to incorporate about 75 acres
of marsh land at Bay Verte and to pro-
vide for the election of commissioners
of sewers for this marsh. The bill was
agreed to.

On motion of Mr. Appleby the fouse
went into cowmittee on the bill to au-
thorize the municipality of Carlelon county
to issuc $10,000 worth of dcebentures to
pay off the floating indebtedness of the
county. The bill was agreed to.

St. John Bills.

On motion of Mr. Shaw; the house went
into committec on the bill. to wuthorize
the conunon council of the city of St. John
to confer the freedom of the city on cer-
tain persons. The bill was agreed to.

On motion of Mr. Purdy -the house went
into committee on the St. Joln hill to
amend the union act, Mr- Flemming in the
chair. This bill provides additional pro-
visions in cegard to the taxation of the
agents or managers of fire and life insur-
ance companies, Inarine insurance com-
panies, accident insurince companies,
plate glass and boiler inspection insur-
ance companies; bill agreed to.

The house went into committee on bill
19, which was agreed to. Mr. Todd in
the chair. The bill authorizes the city of
St. John fo supply water to-the inhabi-
tants of lancaster. The  county coun-
cillors of Lancaster are made members of
the water and sewerage board of the city
of St. John, Int they are permitted to
vote only in eomnection with matters ap-
pertaining to the supply of water for Lan-
castes,

Bill 39 was committed. This is to en-
able the city of St. John to supply light,
heat aud power to the western side and
to operate a street railway therein. The
cectious reloting to Jight, heat and power
were agreed to, but that relating to a
sreet roilway was held for further con-
sideration.

Bill 43 was agreed to. This changes the
date of holding the annual election of
county councillors in Northumberland
from) the second Tuesday in September to
the second Tuesday in October.

Mon. Mr. Pugsley presented the peti-
tion of Geo. MeAvity, Howard D. Troop,
James Manchester, and others that the
Bhill to incorporate the St. John Valley
Railway Company may pass. i

The house went into committee of the
whole, Mr. Fish in the clair. Bill 65
was agreed 1o, This act authorizes the
Roman Catholic bishop of Chatham to
convey to the town of Chatham a lot of
Jand lying upon the cast side of the St
Jodm street in that. town, the same being
requived in eonnection with the system
of water works. -

Bill 21, to incorporate the Coverdale
River Log Driving Co., was agreed to with
amendments. -

Bill 2, relating to the Free Public
Library of St. John, was considered in
commiltee and progress reported, with
leave to sit again.

Hon. Mr. Farris presented the petition
of C. .J. Cooper, John Cooper, John Peters
and 330 others, praying that the legisla-
ture will not grant such legislation as
will hinder the construction of a railway
leading from Gagetown to Welsford.

Hon. Mr. Farris stated that by a peti-
tion introduced today by the honorable
attorney general incorporation is asked
for a company which has for its object the
construction of a line of railway from
Welsford to Fredericton, without touch-
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ing at Gagetown, a mailway from Wels-
ford to Gagetown would pass through one
of the most beautiful and most fertile
sections of the province. It would pass
through valuable coal and iron deposits
as well as a very beautiful section of
country, and the petitioners and the resi-
dents of Queens county did not wish any
legislation enacted which would hinder
or prevent the construction of such a
iine of railway. The building of a line of
railvay from Welsford to Fredericton
would doubtless prevent the construction
of the Welsford to Gagetown line.

The house went into committee, M.
Copp in the chair, upon the bill to en-
able the city of St. John to give aid to
the extent of $100,600 and a free site of
land to any company that will engage in
the business of building of steel ships at
that city, and to exempt the property of
such company from taxation.

Considerable opposition was shown to
that section of the bill permitting the
company to manufacture marine engines,
machinery and boilers in competition with
gimilar manufacturing concerns at present
existing in St. John. Mr. Shaw thought
that to allow the company to do so, while
it would be receiving a large bonus as
well as exemption from taxation frooy the
¢ity would be te submit present manu-
facturers of engines, and machinery to
unfair competition. Mr. Purdy, Hon. Mr.
Hill and Hon. Mr. Pugsley took the same
view, and an amendment was suggested,
limiting the engines, boilers and mechin-
ery to be construeted by the company to
such as are required by the ships builg
by the company. All the other sections
of the bill were agreed to and progress
was reported with leave to sit again.

Touse took recess umtil 7.30 o'clock.
Library Bill Agreed To.

Mr. Purdy moved the house in commit-
{ee on the bill to authorize the city of St.
John to make a grant of money not to
exceed %2009 for the purpose of defray-
ing the cost of inquiring into and report-
ing upon the whole subject of the laws
regulating the levying and assessing ot
rates and taxes in the city of St. John.

AMr. Appleby thought the government
should undertake this work and make 2
general assessment law.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie said there were many
difficulties in the way of such a law as
each city and town had a system of its
own which it thought its special circam-
stances required. Agreed to.

Hon. Mr. Tweedic introduced a bill to
amend the act relating to permanent
bridges. lle¢ explained that it was to au-
thorize the issue of short termn deben-
tures, without a sinking fund to pay for
bridees.

Hon. Mr. Dunn introduced a bill relat-
ing to the Boardman collection of birds,
and heads of animals. He explained that
it was to provide for the payment of the
collection recently purchased by the crown
land department from Mr. Boardman, of
Calais. Under the agreement with Mr.
Boardman, the amount can be paid at
once or in installments. The money will
‘be paid out of current revenue.

With Mr. Scovill in the chair, the house
went into committee upon the bill to 1o-
corporate the Nackville Sewerage and
Water Company. The incorporated com-
puny has a capital stock of $45,000 and is
empowered to enter upon private and pub-
lic lands and lay water mains and sewers.
and to supply water for domestic and
other purposes. The bill was agreed to
with amendments.

A discussion arose as to the advisability
of incorporating, in this bill, a section
whereby Sackville may take over by ex-
propriation the proposed water and sewer-
age system at any time the ratepayers
may so vote.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie stated that the gov-
ernment would consider the advisability
of introducing a general act to cover all
such cases and make it applicable to all
water and other systems owned by pri-
vate corporations and which municipah-
ties may wish to acquire and operate.

Bill 60, relating to the New Brunswick
Petroleum Company, was agreed to.

The purpose of the bill is to declare the
capital stock of the company 69,000 shares,
to be fully paid up and non-assessable. It
was agreed to.

The house went into committee on the
bill to incorporate the Albertite Oilite &
Cannell Coal Company.

Mr. Osman said the bill had been very
fully* discussed in the committee on cor-
porations and all parties were agreed as
to its passage. 1t gives the company large
powers with reference to mining and other
objects, so large in fact that one member
had sa&l to him that the company could
do anvthing under this act but preach the
gospel. The bill was agreed to with
amendments.

Hon. Br. Tweedie introduced a-bill to
aid in the establishment of an agricul:
tural school in the maritime proviuces.
The house adjourned at 10.45.

On Mr. Melanson's inquiry with reter-
ence to the Point du Chene bridge being
yead, Hon. Mr. Tweedie said he would
like to have the ruling of the speaker in
regard to this notice. Allegations were
made in it which might or might not be
true by which the government could not
accept without further evidence. To ac-
cept these statements might lead the chiel
commissioner  into  difficulties.  For in-
stance it was stated:

“That the biidge was in a dangerous
condition, and that it should be repaired,
or a new bridge built, because it was un-
safe.”

The goverment had not been particular
in asking to have the rule applied strictly,
but in view of the multiplicity of ques-
tions and of the allegations made in them,
it might Le well to apply it now.

Mr. Melanson said the bridge was s0
unsafe last spring that it was impossible
to take a pair of horses over it.

Mr. Hazen read Bourinot as to the rule
with regard to mquiries that no argument
or opinion should be offered or any facts
stated ‘except as were necessary to the
proper statement of the question. Jie
thought that the question was a fair one.

Hon. Mr. Pogsley—You cannot be seri-
ous in saving that there is straight al-
legation that tiie bridge is unsafe.

Mr. Speaker expressed the opinion that
the question was hardly in order.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie—Let Mr. Melanson
strike out the allegation that the bridge
is unsafe and the chief commissioner will
answer.

An act relating to the bhard labor sen-
tences in the county and city of St. John.

On motign of Hon. Mr. Tweedie the
time for the introduction of private bills
was extended until Monday next.

The house went into committee on the
bill to amend 63 Victoria, chapter 48, ve-
lating to the application and distribution
of certain school monies of Botstford par-
ish, Westmorlaud.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley introduced a bill to
grant aid to the University of New Bruus-
wick for erection and equipment of the
new seience Luilding.  The bill was read
a scecond Linte on ground of wrgency.

The follewing bills were read a
time:

Tne hill to authorize the city of St
John to exchange lands for lands in pos
session of the crown, south of Sheflield
street.  The bill to incorporate the Sack-
ville Water & Sewerage Company, and
the bill to incorporate the Albeitite Oilite
& Cannel Coal Company: the bill amend-
ing the act incorporating the St. roix
Electric Light & Water Company, was
considered in committee, and agreed to
with amendments.

The bill to change the date of the an-
nual meeting of the French rate payers
of Shediae trom January to Novémber
was agreed to in committee. llouse went
into committee on the bill to incorporate
the Maritime Pulp & Paper Company;
agreed to with amendments.

The house went into commitiee on the
bill giving certain powers to the Supreme
Court relating to assessments for rates
and taxes removed into the court under
writs of certiorari; agreed to with amend-
moents.

The bill amending the law relating to
the town of Campbellton was committed.
The bill authorizes the town to issue de-
bentures to the amount of $65,000 for
sewerage system.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley stated that a- numer-
ously signed petition had been presented
against the enacting of a section to give
the town council power to compel busi-
men and merchants to close theiv
aces of business oven agaiust. their will.
- Hazen thought that the legislation
asked for by Campbellton was of a dan-
gerous character.  Mr. Copp was in favor
of the section. ~Mr. Appleby and b
Hill suppoeried the section. Mr. Flem-
ming believed the legislation was in the
best interests of the community.
Hazen read the petition against the biil,
which was signed by 30 merchants and
others of Campbellten.

Mr. Burchill did mot think that such
legislation should be  plated upon the
statute books. It might be all right tor
‘Camphellton, but he knew of communit-
ties where such a regulation would work
great hardship.

My, Osmzn was in favor of the propos:
ed regulation, it being only local in ils
application and permissive as well.

Mr. Hazen thought that the legislation
asked for would work much hardship to
the small merchants of Campbellton. He
moved that the section be struck out.

On the vote being faken Messvs. Hazen,
Lawsgon, Burchil and Carpenter voted
vea, The action was adopted and the bl
agrecd to.

House agreed in committee to the bill
to amend the act to provide ineredsed
fire protection for the village of Sussex.
tlon. Mr. Pugsley explained that the ob-
ject was to enable the five wardens of Sus-
sex to establish a system of sewerage and
water supply.

The bill to authorize the municipality
of Victorin to issue debentures for the
purpose of erecling a new record oflice
was agreed to in commit tee.

Hon, Mr. TPugsley gave notice of a mo-
tion to suspend rule 79 for the intreduc-

tiom of a bill to incorporate the St. John
Steel Rhin Building Company. He also

presented the petition of John 1. Thom-
son, Georze McAvity aund others in favor
of this bili. .

Mr. Lawson said that he would call at-
tention to a few facts which he thought
should he brought to the notice of the
house. Fhe county of Vietorin had heen
benetited by the huilding  of a railway
from Woodstoek to Edmundston, about
162 miles in length. By an act passed
1870, 10000 acres of land a mile had been
granted by the provinee to aid in the cons
struction of this railway. Tt then hecame
the established policy of the government
to grant the lands of the provinee to aid
in the building of railways.  He was sorry
that the honovable member for York was
not in his seat because he has Jarge busi-
ness interests in the New Bransw ick Rail-
Company.  The point of his motion
that whereas all other railways 1
provinee had been given cash subsi
and had thus become a burden upon
the whole provinee,  this railway
was charged  wholly  to four counties,
pamely, York, Victoria, Madawaska and
Clarleton. The total land grant given to
the New Prunswick Radlwiay  Cempany,
was 1647572 located only in the
four countics named, and of which 916,-
o031 acres are in Vidlovia connty. As the
total acreage of Vietoria: county is enly
1.324,200 acres, the New Brunswick Rail=
way Company owned  three-quarters  of
the county: 1t is. true that. the New
Prunswick Railway Company says that if
they do hald the land they pay the taxes
thereon. He would eall the attention of
the honse to the fact that the tax upon
their Jands is only one-half cent an acre.
This was not all. In 1885 this legisliture
enaated that no tax should be levied on
lands nwot lving within three miles of a
settlement, but that the company owing
the land might spend the amount that
would otherwise be taken for taxes in
making roads and in otherwise improving
the property- The fact is that the New
Brunswick Railway Company pays hardly
any taxes to the county, but spends the
money cleaving ont the rvivers and im-

proving their own property. e believed
that these lands should be thrown open
to “settlers and particulatly that section
between the Tobique and the Danish set-
tlement- Tt i< true that the company says
they are wiling to scll, but they want
¢1.50 an acre, which i+ too great a tax
upon the young men who wish to acquire
a farm foe themselves.

It this provnce had a claim on the
dominion government for the money it
originally spent upon the Eastern  Ex-
tension  Ruailway, he believed the county
¢f Victoria had a much greater and fully
a3 cquitable a claim upon the province for
compensation for the Jarge grant from its
donain given to the New Brunswick Rail-
way Company. The county did not ask
the province to buy back all this Jand,
but they thought that a portion of the
best farming land, and which is not the

hest timber lands, might be exchanged for |

lumber lands in other parts of the prov-
ince. The opinion has been expressed that
the dominion government <hould hear a
ahare of the expense of buying back these
lands on the ground that whereas  the
dominion gave lavge cubsidies towards the
building of other railways it bore ab-
so'utely no shave of the cexpense of build-
‘ng the New Brunswick Railway, and more
than this, in opening up this Jand for ret-
Uement the incaeasad population would
bear a sharve of taxation for foderal pur-
poses. If something was not done by the
next sc<sion of thix house, he felt it would
be his duty to bring in a Lill to repeal
the wild lands act.

Mr. Porter seeonded the resolution, and
in doing =o =aid that fit gave him. very
orcat pleasure to discharge that duty. The
question at issue was one in which a very
great deal of intérest was taken.
1ts solution depended in a very great meas-
ure the industrial and social prosperity of
our province. When our young men come
o that conclusion and look around for a
farm of 100 acres if he wishes to scttie
in Vidtoria ccunty and goes beyond the
Jimited bonds of present settlements he
finds the land all taken ub. It is swallow-
ed up by guaspi
tions, and 1he young men are thus com-
pelled 1o go west. Our best land remain
untilled. our forcsts uncleared, our coun-
try unsettled. Or il the young man would
go into the Tumbering industiy, he finds
the pine, the spruce and the cedars all
marked “taken.” Our best lumber lands
are either sranted to cr leased by gapital-
ists and all axe in the hands of greedy
monopolist=.  We, in this country, have
three interests, land, currency and trans-
portation. Without kand people cannot ex-
ist and with it in the hands of a monopoly
our people are little bhetter than shaves.
Soil right is very different than any other
property, it is limited and bounded, and
private ownership of the land should be
limited too. All free men have a right in
the soil, which ix as self-evident as is the
reht to the air which we breathe. Cur-
reney is the greatest civculating medium
and makes for industrial
and we find it controlled by banks and
corporations, who compel us to pay tai-
bute to them forr its use. And so with
transpertation.  Corporations and capital-
i~ts control that and compel our people to
ohey their nandates and fill their coffers.

Non. Me. Pugsley =aid that the re-olu-
tion descrved the fullest consideration of
the house and the careful attention of the
people. of the country. He was sure that
the sympathy of the people went out to
these countigs whose lands are so largely
coutiolledl by a corporation.  The same
greviance exisls in the great west where
nillions of acres of the most fertile lands
have heen given to private companies in
order to assist in railway construction. In
our province the conditions are different
and even worse than in the west. There
the lands arve given out in alternate blocks
of 610 acres and each alternate block is
open to settlers. In cur provinee it i<
not so, but whaole sections of the conntry
have bheen granted to companies and  in-
dividuals, as is particnlarly the case which
hast just been brought  betore he hou-e
from the honorable member from Victoria.
All recognized the faot that there im-
mense land grants are a.wet blanket upon
the development of these portions of our
provinee. We should not reflect upon
those who were entru-ted with the affairs
of the provinee in by-gone years, but he
knew that every member of the house
would agree with him that if we had to
do over again  many things which had
been done in the past we would do them
in a-different way. It should be also re-
membered that timber lands were not so
valuable as at the present and what at
that time was considered of small value,
I now 'uf £normous value. Some time ago
an intimation was given him that the
government  was inguiring as to what
terms the provincee might get back much
of the timber lands now held by the
New Brunswick Railway (,‘01\11)11\1\". In-
quiries were sent to the |'eprescllta£i\'es: of
the company, but no answer has been re-
coived. He had heard that the company
are ‘asking %3 per acre for such of their
land as it suitable for farming.

Mr. Lawson-—About 20 years ago the
company opened a road through a section
of their land and offered it for settle-
ment for $3 per acre. This was too great
a tax upon the Young men, who would

pany. The statutes provided th'at, 1)\0
company shall make such regulations for
scttlers upon their lands as w‘i_ll be ap-
proved by the govemor-i*n»munﬂl. It may
Le that the government will compel ﬂ:_c
company to put a centtain portion of their
lands on the market for settlers and fix
such regulations as can be approved by
the go\'m'nor-in~(-ouncil. 1f this is done it
might be that the government may ¢
acquive a certain portion of these lands.
The honoralMe member has referred to &
proposition that the dominion govf:rnmcnt
might assist this provinee in getting Ppos-
cession of these lands and opening them
up for settlers on the ground that as «
dominion government did not contribute
anything towards the construction of the
New Brmswick  Railway and did sub-
cidive other aailways it might form
ground for an equitable claim on behalf
of this province. Ie could assure the mem-
bers for Vietoria that the government iy
earnestly desirous of solving this difficulty.

The motion was adopted unanimously.

The house adjourned at 10.40.
