The Right Revd. Georgs Jehosaphat Mountain, D.D.,D.C.L., Lord
Bishop of Quebec, was the second son of sishop Jacob Mountain, the
firs¢. Avglican bishop of Quebe~., He was born 27th July, 1789, at
Norwich, England, came to Canada with his father, 1703, and died after
a brief il'ness at Bardfield, his country seat, on 5th Jany ,1863. He was
ninetcen years Rector of Qubec, nnd was consecrated Bishop 14th
Februiwry, 1836. He was a diligent vi<itor among h's flock, and in the
dreadful visitations of cholera in 1832 and 1834, he literally lived night
and day among the dying and the dead, while in 1847, when the pre-
vince was vi~it d with the plague of typhus fever, and the poor ¢mi-
grants were dying by thousands at the Quarantine station, the Bishop
took his turn at Gross: Isle regularly with the rest of the clergy ; and
again when the cho'eia visited Quebec, 1849 and 1854 he was diligent in
visiting the hospitals. During many years and up to the time of his
death, Bishop Mountain, besides his Life membership, contributed
regularly to the Socivty a domation equal to four anaual subscriptions,
and at all tim s took a great interest in its proce«dings.
