GRANT Reg. No. 10899, ex-Cst. John Richardson 
Grant, 87, died February 10, 1997, at Cardston, Alta. 
He was born April 3, 1909, at Glasgow, Scotland, and 
joined the Force February 9, 1931, at Lethbridge, Alta. 
Upon completion of Part I Training at “Depot” 
Division, Grant was posted to “E” Division, B.C., 
namely at Vancouver, then after Part II Training at “N”
