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POLITICS OF THE FUTURE.
We have frequently pointed out the 

reason why, in our opinion, the tariff can 
not be an issue in Canadian politics at 
the present time, and it is unnecessary 
to go over the ground again. By common 
consent the subject has been dropped, 
except that it is incidentally referred to 
by liberal speakers who contend that 
there are certain inequalities in the 
present law which require to be reme­
died. No one any longer pretende that a 
high tariff will produce good times or 
that free trade is a specific against de­
pression. The justice of Gen. Hancock’s 
much ridiculed remark that “the tarifl'is 
always more or less of a local question,” 
is now very generally admitted. Yet the 
Canadian tariff will form a subject for 
grave consideration in the near future, 
and for reasons external to Canada. The 
one tact deducible from the recent United 
States elections is that the tariff reformers 
are gaining ground. A great nation will 
not go on year after year taxing 
itself more than a hundred
millions of dollars too much
thereby to shut out competition in cer­
tain lines of goods. Extreme protection­
ists admit that taxation must be reduced, 
and they advocate the abolition of excise; 
but the masses of the people will not 
consent that intoxicants should be re 
lievedof their burden of taxation in order 
that it may be kept upon articles nec­
essary for health, comfort ami social pro­
gress. Within a few years at most there 
will be a general reduction in the tariff' 
of the United States, and the extinguish, 
ment of the national debt of that country 
will materially lighten the demands upon 
the treasury, and the consequence will 
be the abandonment of a protective tariff 
and the establishment of one for revenue 
only. This change, which is inevitable 
within a few years, will have great influ­
ence over Canada, for we may take it for 
grunted that in any changes which may 
be made we will not get many favors 
without giving some return. Such of our 
products as they cannot very well do with­
out our neighbors may let in either 
duty free or under a low tarif, but they 
will discriminate against us whenever 
they can unless we keep with them step 
by step in throwing down the barriers. 
The almost universal demand of the 
Gflputdian people lor a broad plan 
of reciprocity, if not perfect free trade 
with the United States, will supplement 
this outside pressure, and the combined 
voice of the two influences will be resist­
less. Now what will be the result? This 
is the great question of the near future. 
It is with this subject thai.it not the next, 
the succeeding Parliament will have to 
grapple. The public service will call lor 
some $40,000,000 a year and probably 
more. If we throw down all trade 
barriers between us and the United 
States, nearly one half of our sources of 
revenus will be cut off", and the reduc­
tions in our tariff", which we would have 
in tune to make o keep up with our 
neighbors will materirallynfl’ect the other 
half. At present if we made a customs 
union with the United States, adopting 
their tariff, pooling the revenue of both 
countries, and dividing the revenue ac­
cording to population, we would have 
fully as much money for the public ser­
vice as we get under the present system, 
while we would save the large expense 
of maintaining revenue officers along the 
international boundary. But when the, 
tariff common to both countries is 
reduced, ami with anything approaching 
free trade between them. Canada and the 
United State* mbit have for nil practical

which Canada would collect from her 
imports from Great Britain and elsewhere 
out of America would be likely to fall far 
short of requirements, particularly if the 
annual expenditure is to go on increas­
ing as it has during the last few years. 
Before Mr. Blake has been in power five 
years he will therefore be likely to be 
brought face to face with' the question: 
How shall a sufficient revenue be 
raised? ^

MR. TEMPLE'S LITTLE PROJECT.
If you talk with our bland friend Mr. 

Thomas Temple, M. I\, lie will demon­
strate to you that the modest little rail 
way he is building over in Maine with 
the money he got out of York County, is 
only a little local road, a modest little af­
fair. If you ask him what about its con­
nection with the Short Line, he will 
assure you in the words ot the Hon. John 
Henry Pope that “there ain’t nothin’ to 
it." And to the average man, who re 
gards geography with a holy horror and 
never professes to know any more about 
it than is necessary to get to the nearest 
railway station, there is no paiticular use 
in trying to show that Mr. Thomas 
Temple’s little game is a long one, and 
that he is engaged in a scheme to draw 
the trade of Canada from New Brunswick 
to a port in the State of Maine. Let us 
therefore call up an independent ob 
server, one who does not care whether 
Mr. Temple ever sees Ottawa again, and 
hear what he has to say about Mr. Tem­
ple’s railway. We quote:—

“The Lewiston Journal reports the com­
pletion of Sebasticook & Moosehead Rail­
road, a line of eight miles from Pittsfield to 
Hartland. The first work was done ten 
weeks ago. It is now complete, with a fair 
equipment and not a dollar of debt. It will 
be formally opened with a celebration on the 
17tb. It is hoped by the projectors to push 
this line to a connection with ths Canadian 
Pacific, furnishing that line a winter port at 
Belfast.”

It is hoped by the projectors, says the 
Journal, and who are the projectors? 
Well, the principal one is Mr. Thomas 
Temple, M. P., who, while he is pretend, 
ing to build a bridge here to carry the 
trade of the West through Fredericton 
is secretly planning to draw it elsewhere. 
And the worst feature of the case is that 
he denies that he has any such designs. 
.It Is only a little local road, so he says, 
and so his friends echo. Mr. Temple 
should muzzle his enthusiastic Maine 
friends until after election. Ur at least 
he should pay up that $30,000 which he 
owes the County of York, and stop his 
deception about the bridge.

THE PORT OF 8T-JOHN.
When the good people of St. John 

have nothing particular to do, they talk 
about their harbor. The board of trade 
gets together and passes resolutions 
enough to pave it, after the manner that 
a much dryer and warmer loenlity is al­
leged to be paved. The newspapers 
have a shot all round at the question 
and then it drops out of sight for a while. 
And so it 1ms kept on year after year; 
but the desire of Lite hearts of the peo­
ple is yet to ho fulfilled. The white 
wings and smoking funnels of commerce 
do not obscure the view from Fort Howe 
to any great extent, and the navies of 
the world do not uncomfortably crowd 
each other in the narrow channel. The 
dream of I8G6 is a dream still. We have 
had nearly twenty years of union, but If 
you want the Liverpool of North America 
you will not find it anywhere in the 
neighborhood of Partridge Island. As 
there is a cause for everything there 
must certainly be one for the non-fulfill­
ment of the long cherished hopes of St. 
John. Perhaps the city hoped for too 
much, but this is no reason why it should 
realize nothing. The harbor, while not 
the largest on our coast, is exten­
sive enough to accommodate an immense 
trade and can be made much more 
capacious. Much is said of the dangers 
of the Bay of Fundy, but these are not 
sufficient to préjudice the port. At 
least this is what shipowners and in­
surance men say. The difficulty to 
our way of thinking is to be 
found in the people themselves, who 
“resolve and re-resolve and die the same" 
or at least bid fair to do so. They talk 
but they do not act. They are patriotic 
and public spirited and far sighted and 
all that sort of thing until the time for 
action comes, and then they change into 
red hot partizuns. If St. John had been 
always represented by men^Jio would 
fight for the city’s rights they would have 
been recognized long ago. Mr. Weldon 
makes an effort when he can in this di­
rection, but he sits on the left of the 
speaker and Mr. Barker and Mr. Everett 
oppose him , and half the electors of St. 
John appear willing to approve of their 
doing so. Somebody gets up and says 
"Harbor Commission,” and then goes up 
a chorus nf "Yes, harbor commission." 
This takes because nobody knows what 
it means, and the plain intelligible taskot 
electing men who will not be kept from 
their duty by a wire tone-), is shirked.

UniiubllifU^d Letter by 4'nrlyle.
Montro-c Standard.

The character of Thomas Carlyle (says 
Dr. James Hutchison Stirling) seems one 
of still great and unsatisfied interest; and 
the following letter of his, which has 
hardly been seen by anybody but himself 
(it will surprise my own family), may 
tend to draw some of us perhaps to think 
more piously in his regard than has been 
common of late :—

CitmsEA, 18th Jan, 1842.
My Dear Sir,—The decision vou so 

earnestly expect ought at least to be sent 
you soon; unfortunately, itis all the kind­
ness I can show you at present.

I have read the whole of your prose 
manuscript. If you knew what an ele­
ment one lives in here, this of itself 
might he proof that you are worth some 
thing to me. The poetic manuscript I 
have not read in whole, but only in parts 
—such parts as seemed sufficient for 
grounding n practical conclusion on; and 
this I now in great haste proceed to 
transmit to you.

It-appears to me clearly altogether im 
probable that any bookseller, in tlyse 
limes of the book trade, would so much 
as cotisent to publish your MS at his own 
cost, far less pay down any sum of money 
for it. Nay, 1 am not at all sure, harsh as 
this may seem, that it were for your own 
real good to have it published, to have it- 
even what is called “succeed.” There is 
undoubtedly sign of talent in it; but 
talent is far too loose; crude, and un­
formed a condition. To have such ac­
counted real finished talent, and praised 
and preached abroad, is precisely the 
fatallest future for a youth of any merit— 
the sweetness in the mouth which in the 
belly becomes bitter as gall. You will 
understand all that better, I hope, some 
ten years lienee, and twenty years hence 
better still. But, on the whole, however 
that may be, I hesitate not to pronounce 
your poem entirely unworkable as a 
financial element, in this place, at this 
time; and advise you not to spend more 
effort in that direction, but to quit it al­
together for some more promising one. I, 
at least, who know hardly any bookseller, 
and have indeed small sympathy with 
their trade and aims at present, must 
profess my inability to make any helpful 
use of the MS. I will, if you still request 
it, submit the paper to the publisher of 
Fraser’s Magazine, the only bookseller 
that I speak to once in six months; but 1 
say beforehand that he has no chance to 
accept it. This is my sincere verdict. A 
much politer and softer to the ear might 
easily have been written; but my words 
are to do you good if they can, and a 
deeper feeling of regard orders me to 
avoid all fluttering unctions in your case.

You seem to me a young man to whom 
Nature has given a superior endowment, 
which you run a considerable risk of fail­
ing to unfold. Alas, it is so easy to fail. 
You have in you that generous warmth 
of heart whkdi is usually, if it be well 
guided, the mother-soil of all sorts of 
talent; but which also, if ill-guided, can 
run up into miserablest waste and weeds. 
Your mind is open in many directions, 
great ideas or prophecies of ideas an­
nouncing themselves to you: all this is 
well and best. But, as I can discern 
withal, all this must as yet be kept in, 
held down with iron rigor, till it fashion 
and articulate itself; the cruellest waste 
for it were to dig it all out*at present as 
germinating seed, to let it all rush up as 
worthless apurry and chickweed. My 
dear young friend, you must learn the 
indispensable significance of hard, stern, 
long-continued labor. Grudge not labor, 
grudge not pain, disappointment, sorrow, 
or distress of any kind—all is for your 
good, if you can endeavor and endure. 
If you cannot, why, then, it is all hope­
less. No man ever grew to anything wtio 
durst not look death itself in the face, 
and say to all kinds of martyrdom, “Yu 
shall not subdue me !" Be of courage; a 
man lies in you—but a man is not born 
the second time, any more than tne -firsl, 
without travail. Your desultory mode of 
study, hitherto has probably been a great 
misfortune—a thing to be pitied, us I 
well know, and not to be blamed us 
times now go; but it is a thing you must 
correct and get the better of. 1 fancy 
1 discern in you, indeed, a certain natural 
tendency to haste, crudity, and semi 
articulate diffusion. I earnestly entreat 
you, stand up against the unmercifully 
as against your worst foe ! It will never 
do. The world wants alcohol, not beer 
wort. It is a crime to produce the latter 
if the former be in you. You must learn 
the meaning of silence—that forgotten 
knowledge of silence I am always speak­
ing of. Be in no haste to apeak yourself. 
Why be porous incontinent? Nothing 
can ferment itself to clearness in a colan­
der. Pray that you may be forced to 
hold your tongue. The longer you keep 
silence, the richer will your speech be 
when it does come.

Practically, my advice were very de­
cidedly that you kept by medicine; that 
you resolved faithfully to learn all sides 
of it, and make yourself in actual fact an 
iarpos, a man that could heal disease. 1 
mil very serious in this. Pecuniary means 
will occasion difficulty (there was uo such 
difficulty in reality); but they need not 
prove insuperable if you bestir yourself. 
If a man bestir himself, what thing is uu- 
superable? Your present wishes, tastes, 
*c, ought to go for little with you. A 
man who cannot gird himseif into 
harness will take no weight along these 
highways ! 1 would even advise that you 
resolutely postponed, into the unexplored 
uncertainty of the future; all concern 
with literature; determined to set no 
store by that, to let it come or stay away 
us it might chance to like. As a trade, 
i will protest against your meddling with 
it; describe it as the frigbtfullest, fatal­
lest, and too generally despicablest of all 
trades now followed under the sun. He 
that can, Milhridutes-like, make poison 
his ailment, let him live in it, and con­
quer (by suffering) first of all; let no 
other try it. A steady course of profes­
sional industry has ever been held the 
usefullest support for mind as well as 
body— I heartily agree with that. And 
often 1 have said—What profession is 
there equal in true nobleness to medi­
cine? He that can abolish pain, relieve 
his fellow mortal from sickuess, he is the 
indisputably usefullest of all men. Him 
savage and civilized will honor. He is in 
the right, be in the wrong who may. As 
a I-orU Councillor, under one’s horse-hair 
wig, there might be misgivings; still more 
as a lx>rd Primate under one’s cauli­
flower, but if I could heal disease, I should 
say to all men ami angels without fear, 
Enecce!

JLf literature do unfold itself at length 
under shelter of such a profession, then 
let literature be welcome; it will be safe, 
beneficial, and have a chunce to be true 
and wise, in such circumstances. How 
many true physicians have turned out to 
be true speakt rs, or even singers? A man 
can first speak wuen lie lias got to know 
something; mid knowledge comes from 
experience alone. My decided advice is, 
that vdu stand resolutely by medicine, 
determined to fi.nl an honest livelihood 
by medicine, and <1j a man’s ta <k in that 
way. Then is there a soli I bac tbone to 
one’s existence, round wii oh all manner 
of beautiful un 1 wholesome th ugs will
