If the former, a&s I hope may be the case,
I am suggesting to them that should they so desire, it m.y be possible
for us to arrange to pget you to go to Denver as the personal guest of
the President of the “uel Company, for conference with hin and his
associates on this subject. It would not be my thought that your visit
should contemplate what ve have talked of bofore, namely, the possibility
of your mediating between the contending factions. I think we are agreed
that In viow of what the future may hold for you and for us, such a
service, even if brought about under tho most favorable auspices, would
tend to curt:ll the possibllities for your usefulness in connection
#ith the larger problems hereafter. iy thought rather is that such a
visit would give you the opportunity to secure at first hand from the
officers more definite information . . « . . in onder that you might
draft a plan to promote a closer touch between the officers and
employes and a better feoling, which plan should be as wel! fitted as
possible to the reculraments of this particular company.

In making this suggestion to the offlicers of the Fuel Comnany,
I have not eoven conferred with my colleasues here. This I mention to
show you hov informal and wnofficial it i1s. 4Ae you imow, I have great
hopes that something may be worked out along these lines.
