Simcoe, Aug. 3—(From Our Own

There was a good representative 
congregation for the occasion and 
the more tempered atmosphere and 
bright moonlight for those from 
distance, made conditions ideal.

Rev. Jno. Robertson, of Port Dov­
er, presided. Rev. A. W. Hare, per­
formed the office of addressing the 
minister, incidentally recording a 
protest against the “archaic’’ custom 
of having one clergyman admonish 
another in the presence of the 
gregation.

Rev. W. J. West of Dunnville ad­
dressed the congregation briefly and 
the pastor’s sermon was dispensed 
with: The preliminary meeting of 
Presbytery at 7.15 was attended by 
no other ministers than those 
tioned.
