Mr. Rogers in Pavor of Much Bath-

During the afternoon session of the

Soggs case yesterday, W, H. I. Jang
was called to the witness stanl and tes-
tified to having been present at the
time of the shooting and corroborates
the evidence of the previous witness,
with the slight difference that when
Soggs jumped back over the sluice
buxes away from Rogers, he was holler-
ing ‘“Keep off; keep away from me, "
and that when the first'shot was fired
Rogers was stopping over with his
Handg on the ‘boxes as if intending to
vault over them towards the defendant.

At 10:30 o’clock this morning the
Soggs trial was continued. The court-
roomi was comflortably filled,"but not
packed as it was yesterday.

Carson Wade was the first witness
called, and testified that at the time of
the shooting hg wad employed as a
miner on lay No. 11, and that he was
present when the trouble occurred. He
repeated the evidence, in substance; of
Rogers, merely adding  that in reply to
the question asked by Rogers as to
what he was ‘‘rubber-necking’’ around
there for, Soggs had said, ‘A part of
this gold is mine,-and I have a right
to be here,’! After this, and till the
time of the shooting the witness did
not sce the belligerents, as he was husy
cleaning up and his back was towards
them... When the first shot was fired he
looked up long emough to note the faet
that he/was in range of the Soggs ar-
tillery l/nd that bullets not previously
stopped by Rogers, were coming his
way. ‘““After that,”’ he said, ‘I
ducked.”’

~Witness’ principal sight of Soggs and
Rogers during the quarrel preceding the
shooting congisted of glimpses of flying
feét as the two men hopped back ynd
torth over the sluice boxes, as he was
looking down at his work in the boxes.

After the last shot was fired Mr, Wade
fushed to Soggs apdi‘tried to take the
gun from hidi, but was joined by Mr,
Beck, who told him tp go back to his
work of cleaning up.

At this point, Attorney Wade turned
the witnesh over to the defense.

Mt. Noel asked the witness if he had
heard Mer. Rogers say anything about
Soggs previous to the shooting.

Mr. Wade objected to the evidence
as being irrelevant, but the defense
was sustaiged.

A dictated Jetter was then produced
which witness had signed and which
had been written by Mr Bird at the
dictation of witness. This letter was
addressed to Soggs and cancelled the
foregoing contract. This letter was the
result of dissatisfaction on tlie part of
Ellis ard Cahill with Soggs’ manage-
ment of the claim.

Some debate here took place as to the
relevancy of some of the evidence being
introduced. 5

At the opening of the afternoon ses-
sion some dozen witnesses were called
by the defense and briefly questioned
as to the general character of the pris-
oner; which, according fto their testi-
mony was good.
