Ritky’s 6.11 fair, which tool: place THjr,R l#AD¥R IN ' DURANCE 
ou Wedliesd&y and Thursday oi lust 
week, was more than ever a marked 
success. The weather was all that 
could be desired, and the farmers and 
their wives, children, and relatives all 
took advantage of the weather and the 
occasion to turn out in large force.
Frankville fair is decidedly popular 
with the people of the surrounding 
towns and villages and as a conse­
quence large numbers drove out from 
Athens, Brockville, Smith’s Falls,
Delta and surrounding country.

Many of the farmers were surprised 
in seeing such a fine display of stock 
on the grounds the first day, as this 
fair has not been noted in the past for 
any very large or choice 
animals. Although* a number of new 
pens had been put up since last ex­
hibition, the number was far too small, 
and several additional pens had to be 
extemporized after the animals 
on the ground. We are pleased to be 
able to announce on behalf of the 
management that before another ex­
hibition takes place they will have new 
and commodious cattle, sheep, swine 
and poultry sheds erected, and will 
also be able to show the stock to those 
visiting the fair on the second day.
Another very important improvement 
very much needed, is the driving track. |
At present it is not in as good con­
dition as it should be, being very rough 
and uneven. This, too, will be reme­
died before next fair. A large wing 
was added to the exhibition building 
last year, but if the exhibits continue 
to increase in like proportion to this 
year, they will soon have to put on 
large additions to accommodate the ex­
hibits.

On the lower flat of the main 
building the grain, roots, fruit and 
vegetables were exhibited. The dis­
play was large and the quality excell­
ent. The butter, cheese and dairy 
products were there in large numbers, 
while the display of honey made by F.
L. Moore, W. D. Livingston and Wm.
G. Lee was very large and fine. Each 
of these gentlemen did a large retail 
business in honey, nearly half a ton 
having changed hands 
tracted for during the fair.

On the upper flat the ladies had 
their products in large quantities.
Quilts and fancy work, paintings and 
artificial paper work took up large 
space and was carefully scanned and 
favorably commented on by large 
crowds who constantly thronged that 
part ot the buildings.

Out on the grounds the usual quanti- 
of agricultural implements were shown.
A sulky plow exhibited by H.B. Brown,
Addison, received more than'the usual 
amount of attention. In these days of 
labor-saving machinery, it is not very 
hard work to convince the progressive 
farmer that a sulky plow is a very 
necessary adjunct to a well conducted 
farming outfit.

Bsblin, Oot. 2.—Reotor Ahlwardt, the 

Jevf-baiter end member of the Reichstag. 
Is about to begin in the Ploeizensu prison 
the service of the sentence imposed upon 
him for libelling Loewe A Co., the He­
brew rifle manufacturers. Ahlwardt ap­
pealed from the eentence, but the Court of 
Appeal confirmed the judgment of the 
lower court.

The Reichstag will not resume its ses­
sions before November 20. When the 
House opens the voice of Ahlwardtism will 
again be heard loader and more powerful 
than ever. Disgrace and social disrepute 
do not affect Anlwardt’s influence. At a 
recent congress of North German Anti- 
Semites his programme found unanimous 
acceptance. Among the proposals submit­
ted and accepted was the absurd one of 
forbidding Hebrews to have German ser- 

The congress declared a new de­
parture on the part of the Anti-Semites in 
denouncing an alliance with Conservatives 
with- whom the party at one time affiliated. 
A resolution adopted, declaring that the 
Anti-Semites should oppose aU indirect 
taxation that burdened the lower and mid­
dle classes, proved the desire of the party 
to split with the Conservatives.

Another section of the Anti-Semites held 
a meeting at Chemnitz and by their pro­
ceedings appeared to be lees inclined to 
desert the Conservatives on heating from 
Herren Liebermann and Von Sonnenberg 
that with the pledged support of the Con­
servatives their faction would obtain places 
on the Reichstag committees.
