A NEW FOUND PEOPLE. NYE AT THE CAPITAL
A Tribe of Long Haired Black* In Africa.

Interesting IHscnverlra.
Lieut. Lienart. who accompanied CapL 

Van Gele in his recent journey which 
solved the greatest remaining problem of 
African geography, has returned to Brus­
sels. bringing full details of the trip by 
steamer for ninety-nine days on the Mo- 
bangi river. The expedition proved that 
the Mobangi is identical with the Welle- 
Makua river, and is, therefore, the great­
est northern tributary of the Congo.

On Oct. 27 last the expedition, com­
posed of four white men and fifty-seven 
native boatmen and soldiers, left Equator 
Station, on the Congo, and started up the 
Mobangi on the little steamer En Avant, 
the first venal launched on the Upper 
Conga The steamer had In tow a na­
tive war canoe with a capacity of 100 
men, on which a part of the expedition 
was quartered. About 460 miles up the 
river they reached the Zongo rapids, 
the furthest "point attained by Gren­
fell. and there their explorations 
began. In the next thirty miles they 
I>assed a series of five rapids, at two of 
which they were compelled to take the 
machinery out of their vessel, unship the 
paddle wheels and drag her up with 
great difficulty on rollers over land. 
Three weekf were required to pass these 
rapids, above which the broad, majestic 
river did not offer a single noteworthy 
obstruction in the 200 remaining miles of 
the ascent. The country, writes CapL 
Van Gele, is very beautiful The river, 
which for long stretches is over a mile 
in width, with an average depth of 
twenty feet, is bordered by high hills, on 
whose gentle slopes are hundreds of huts, 
which, in thé distance, have the appear­
ance of chalets. Here and there are 
seen in the "branches of lofty cottonwood 
trees buildings made of branches and 
grass, which are used merely as posts of 
observation, and which doubtless gave 
rise to the romantic rumors Grenfell 
brought home of aerial dwellings on the 
Upper Mobangi The first new tribe the 
explorers discovered were the Bakombe, 
who are said to extend over a large re­
gion between the Mobangi and the 
Conga

The Bakombe are remarkable among 
all the black races of Africa for their un­
usual growth of hair, which many of 
them arrange in the form of large chig­
nons. Others wear their hair down their 
backs in many long, thin braids, which 
are frequently fastened together. Capt. 
Van Gele makes the surprising statement 
that he saw some persons with hair 
nearly five feet long. Lieut Lienart 
•ays he saw some women who tied their 
long braids around their arms, and that 
this remarkable custom did not incon­
venience them at all as they engaged in 
their usual occupations. No such abund­
ant head coverings have been found 
among any other tribes in Africa,

For about 140 miles, midway between 
4 degs. and 6 degs. north latitude, and 
north of the big bend of the Congo, the 
river flows almost due west, and new 
tribes are met along the banks. Capt. 
Van Gele calls this stretch of the Mo­
bangi valley the most fertile and popu­
lous part of Africa he has visited. “I 
have not seen elsewhere," he writes, 
"such an affluence of provisions. Every­
where are endless supplies of bananas, 
maize flour," sorghum, sweet potatoes, 
arachides, yams, beans, sugar cane, 
sesamum, tobacca honey, sheep, goats 
and fowls. My men had poultry in the

£t every day. Our boat was sometimes 
ided down with presents of food, and 
throughout the journey I did not touch 

one of the sacks of rice that I had taken 
with me from the equator.”

Here the river is at its widest and it is 
thickly dotted with islands, all Inhabited 
and under cultivation. Conical huts, 
like those among some tribes,of the Upper 
Wella-Makau, begin to appear by thou­
sands. They are group*! in villages, 
sometimes forming wid# streets that are 
very neatly kept, and again built in large 
circles in the center of wtyicb is; a high 
mound of earth from which their . speak­
ers address the popular assemblages. The 
largest of these tribes is the. Banzy. who 
as workers in iron are equaled by few 
African tribes. Their iron products are 
noteworthy for their great variety and 
superior workmanship. They make lance 
and arrow heads, harpoons, axes, hoes, 
spades, knives, braqeletÿ. chaîna, pipe 
bowls, beads, tittle bells and many other 
articles. They are also skillful workers 
in ivory, and everywhere the explorers 
saw artistically turned ivory bracelets 
and pins a foot long. The Banzy is the 
only tribe found in Central Africa whose 
women deface thpjr upper tip by the In­
sertion of the pelele, a practice that is 
very common among the tribes east and 
south of Nyassa.

These large tribes for about 150 mile? 
along the river were very friendly, 
though they had never seen white men. 
before. They were frightened neither : 
by the steamer nor by the shots that were 
often fired at the ducks and other game 
in the stream. Often fleets of thirty or 
forty canoes would paddle out to the 
steamer, offering food for sale. At the 
town of the bead chief in the Bapzy 
tribe another rapid barred the wqj, and 
it was necessary to tow the steamer up 
stream by means of a stout cable. The 
natives gathered by thousands to 
watch the operation. They pointed out 
spots where dangerous rocks lurkjpd un­
der the surface They hauled in their 
fish nets that were in the way, and laid 
hold of the cable with right good will, 
while the fetich men on the bank made 
favorable invocations. When the En 
Avant was safely past the rapids the na­
tives raised enthusiasticjcheere, and many 
of them shqpk hands with the Europeans, 
and felicitated them upon their success. 
—Brussels Cor. New York Sun.

It is found that to receive the highest 

price for the skins of birds worn on the 
hats of the women “they must be skinned 
alive." So the huntere and traffickers 
are trapping the sweet songsters, and 
skinning them with haif a sdng in their 
throats.

No 
wonder one writer says: "I cannot bear 
the eight, nor the lliqught, of the bloody 
lianded wretch that I èaw at this occupa­
tion.” Ah. but how about those who 
wear the birds?—Timee-Democrat.

Wonders of the Sun.
A comparison of all the results of these 

labors of so many able men during so 
many years proves that the sun is nearly 
ninety-three millions, of miles from the 
earth and that the fléry globe itself is so 
large that if a numbef of worlds as big 
as ours were held together like beads on 
a string 840 of these world beads would 
be required to girdle It around in one

Three hundred and forty pins’ heads 
thus strung together would go around 
your head with some to spare. There­
fore, the sun is as much bigger than the 
world as your head is bigger than a pin’s 
head.

How many worlds would it take to 
cover the whole surface of the sun? As 
many as the number of pins to cover a 
pin cushion as blg as your head. How 
many worlds to fill the space occupied 
by the sun? This is easily calculated 
when we know the sun’s diameter, 860,- 
000 miles. In sound numbers a million 
and a quarter of our worlds would oc­
cupy a space equal to the whole size of 
the sun.—Professor Williams in Youth’s 
Companion.

Spearing Socket* In the Mod.
Spearing suckers by torchlight is a 

sport much practiced on the western 
bank of the Passaic river for a distance 
of several miles. Every night the torches 
can be seen flashing along shore as far as 
the eye can reach, and the effect is pecu­
liar and very pleasing. The fish always 
lie close in shore at night, and as they 
aro of a sluggish nature, and can be 
quite easily seen by the aid of the torches, 
some of the more skillful oarsmen secure 
a large number In a short time. Some 
nights there wü^he an almost continuous 
line of torches for the distance of a mile.

HE DISCOURSES ON THE METHODS 
OF WASHINGTON BARBERS.

Ills Harrowing Experience with a Safety
I taxor—An Interesting Conversation He
Overheard In the Tonne rial Chair—The
Heat and Hotels of Washington.

When 1 got off the Pennsylvania train yes­
terday 1 went to a barber shop before 1 did 
anything else I have a thick, Venetian red, 
chinchilla beard, which grows very rapidly, 
and which gives me a fanny appearance 
every twenty-four hours, unless I place my­
self frequently in the hands of the barber. 
At first I used to shave myself, but l cut my­
self to pieces In such a sickening manner, 
without seeming to impede the growth of the 
rich and foxy beard, that until last summer 
1 gave up being my own barber. At that 
time 1 was presented with a safety razor, 
which the manufacturer said would not cut 
my face, because It was impossible for it to 
cut anything except the beard. The 
safety razor resembles in appearance sev­
eral other toilet articles, such as the 
spoke shave, the road scraper, the can 
opener, the lawn mower and the turbine 
water wheel, but it does not look like a razor. 
It also looks like a carpet sweeper some, and 
reminds me of a monkey wrench. It is said 
that you can shave yourself on a train if you 
will use this instrumeuL 1 tried it once last 
winter while going wesL In fact, 1 took the 
trip largely to see if one could shave on board 
the train safely with this razor. 1 had no 
special trouble. At least 1 did not cut off 
any features that l cared anything about, but 
1 was disappointed In the results aud also in 
the length of time consumed in cleaning the 
razor after 1 got through. 1 was shaving 
myself only from Forty-second street to Al­
bany, but it took mo from Albany to Omaha 
to pull the razor apart and to dig out the co­
agulated lather and the dear, dead whiskers, 
1 now employ a valet, whose name is Patria 
McG loria He irons my trousers, shaves and 
dresses me and mows the lawn.

1 did not fall into a very gaudy barber 
shop.

It was a plain structure, with beautiful 
sarsaparilla pictures here and there on the 
walls and a faint odor of rancid pomatum 
and overworked hair restoratives.

There were three chairs richly upholstered 
in two ply carpeting of some inflammatory 
hue, with large vines and the kind of flowers 
which grow on carpets but nowhere else. I 
have seen blossoms woven into ingrain car­
pets, varying in color from a dead black to 
the color of a hepatized lung, but 1 have 
never seen one that reminded me of anything 
l ever saw in nature. The chair 1 sat in also 
had springs in it. They were made of selec­
tions from the Washington monument.

The barber who waited on me asked me if 
1 wanted a shave. A great many barbers 
ask me this during the year. Sometimes they 
do it from habit and sometimes they do it to 
brighten up my life and bring a smile to my 
wan cheek. As 1 have no hair, the thinking 
mind naturally and by a direct course of 
reasoning arrives at the conclusion that when 
1 go into a barber shop and climb into a chair, 
1 do so for tho purpose of getting shaved and 
not with the idea of having my fortune told 
or my de|>ositiou taken. Still barbers con­
tinue to ask me thlsquostion and look at each 
other with ill concealed mirth.

1 said yes 1 would like a shave unless he 
preferred to take my temperature or amuse 
me by making a death mask of himself. He 
then began to strap a large razor with a 
double shuffle movement and to size melup at 
the same time He was a colored man, but 
he had lived in Washington a long time and 
knew a great deal more than he would if his 
lot bad fallen elsewhere. He spoke with some 
feeling and fed nu with about the most un­
palatable lather 1 think I ever participated 
ia He also did an odd thing when he went 
for the second time over my face. I never 
have noticed the custom outside of that shop. 
Most barbers, in making the second trip over 
a customer’s face, mosten one side at a time 
with a sponge or the damp band as they go 
along, but in this case a large quantity of 
lather was put in my ear, and, as he needed 
it, he took out what he required from time to 
time, using his finger like a paint brush and 
spreading on the lather as he went along. So 
accurately has he learned to measure the 
quantity of lather which an ear will hold 
that when he got through with me and I went 
avfay there was not over a tablespoonful in 
either ear and possibly not that much.

While 1 sat in the chair I heard a man, who 
seemed to be in about the third chair from 
me, saying that a certain bill numbered so 
and so had been referred to a certain com­
mittee and would undoubtedly be reported 
favorably, if so, it would in its regular 
order come up for discussion and reach a vote 
so and so. I was charmed with the man’s 
knowledge of the condition of affairs in both 
houses and the exact status of all threatened 
legislation, because I always have to stop and 
think a good while before I can tell whether 
a bill originates on the floor of the house or 
in the rotunda.

I could not see this man, but I judged that 
he was a senator or sergeant-at-arms. He 
talked for some time about the condition of 
national affairs, and finally some one said 
something about evolution. I was perfectly 
wrapped up in what he was saying, and re­
membered distinctly how he referred to 
Hqrbert Spencer's definition of evolution as 
» change from indefinite, incoherent homo­
geneity to definite, coherent heterogeneity 
through continuous differentiations and in-

When l arose from my chair and looked 
over that way l saw that the gentleman who 
had been talking on the condition of congres­
sional legislation was a colored hotel porter 
Of Washington, who was getting shaved in 
the third chair, and the man who was dis­
cussing the merits of evolution was the col­
ored man who was shaving him.

As spring warms up the air about Wash­
ington tho heating apparatus about the Capi­
tol building begins to relax its interest, and 
now you can visit most any part of the 
stately.PÜ® without being scrambled in your 
own embonpoint.

1 believe this unnatural heat to be the 
cause of much ill health among our law 
makers, and l freely admit that the un­
healthy surroundings of Washington and the 
great contrast between the Lot air of the 
capitol and tho cold air outside have done a 
great deal towards keeping me out of the 
senate. The night air of Washington is also 
tilled with malaria, and is much worse than 
any night air I have ever used before.

I am staying at the-----house, which lias
been recently refitted aud refurnished, lias 
electric bells, a bathroom, elevator and mod­
erate rates, it is a splendid hotel. I leave 
the name blank, and the proofreader can In­
sert the name of any hotel in Washington 
which he thinks the above glowing descrip­
tion would apply ta—Bill Nye'e Washington 
I cotter to New York World.
