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Sackville, N. B., October 31, 1878,

‘Fisaery Awarp.~—Last Thursday
was the last day of the term during
which the Government were to pay
the Fishery Award. They did not do
80. On the contrary, they protest
against it. Last November, a
Gloucester fleet of twenty sail went
to Fortune Bay, Newfoundland,
fishing within the three . mile limit
for herring for bait. They weredriven
off by a crowd of colonfal fishermen,
who .cut their seines and violently
assaulted them. Correspondence en~
sued betweén the Governments re«
specting the matter, and Capt.
Sullivan of the “Sirius ” investigated
it, and reported that the Americans
had violated three local laws, first,
fishing on Sunday; sevond, fishing
hetween October and May; and
third, in using seines. The American
Secretary of ‘Staté, Evarts, replied
1hat he couid not accept the con-
clusion of Lord Salisbury, that the
yight of fishing withio the three mile
Jimit was subject in its exercise to
such limitations as the Colonial Gov-
ernment might see fit to impose,
nnd be asked for a distinct disavowal
of such a conclusion on the part of
H. M. Government, before settle-
ment of the award.

If the Americane are allowed to
fish inshore during the “close”
season with seines, they will destroy
the herring fisheries ; if they are not
allowed to do this they will no doubt
make a pretext for refusing to pay
up the five and one balf millions.
The lookbut either way is not
brilliant.

ON Monday week Mr. H.F. Perlcy,
Engineer of Pablic Works, visited
Sackville' to place a gang of men at
work removing rock obstrogctions in
the bed of Tantramar River. We
do not suppose Mr. Perley, whatever
his sympathies are, would have ven-
tured to place a man in charge of
the work who was hostile to the
Macdonald ~ Tupper Government
without orders from some. one.
‘Whether Mr. Perley acted on orders
from Sir A. J. Smith or acted on his
own private intuitions, his act was
equally unjustifiable ; he selected to
superintend the job, a leading and
most determined opponent in this
parish of Mr. Chapman’s, passing
over at least a score of men support-
ing the Government of Dr. Tupper,
equally competent. On Friday, the
Minister of Pablic Works on arriving
at Amberst, learned what had been
done and was not pleased that the
patronage of his office should be thus
boldly handed over to his red-hot
oppogzects, and Mr. Perley was re-
quired to countermand his orders.

This matter, though small in the
amount of money expended, affords
evidence that the Liberal-Conserva-
tives of Westmorland bave at last
been relieved from the violence and
petty “yranny that Sir A. J. Smith
so inveterately displays  towards
his political opponents! They can
thank themselves that the fangs have
at last been cut out; the hiss may
still be there, but the bite is'gone.

Tae Marquis of Lorne is expected
at Halifax on 22nd of November.

Room for Reform. . p
Now that Sir A" J. Smith has va-
cated his office which, for five years,
he has filled with but little credit to
bimself and less usefulness- to the
fisheries, we trust his successor will
display more-intelligence and ability
in dealing with this important branch
of our industries. Under the admin-
istration of Sir Albeit’ we cannot
point to & single measure that has
been, in the least degree, calculated
to benefit the fisheries. Not a single
branch of this industry will thank
Sir Albert for anything he has done
to improve it. Not a single fisher~
man ¢an point to amy measure
adopted under his rule, calculated to
foster or protect either the coast or
river fisheries -of these Provinces.
We have seen orders passed, only to
be cancelled; reguiations made,
only to be abrogated ; close seasons
fixed, only to be altered. We have
seen the laws sel aside like & dead
letter at the instance of some will-
owner or politician, whose wishes
bad more weight with the Minister
than the welfare of the fisherics. 'We
have seen our once valuable and
prolific oyster beds going to certain
destruction, for want of suitable
protective measures to restrain the
excessive raking that hus at length
culminated in their exhaustion. At
the preseut time our lobster fisheries
are being pursued in the same waste-
ful: and destructive manner, and
their extinction is now only a matter
of time.
Year after year, ever since .Sir
Albert Smith assnmed the manage-
ment ot this Department, his atten-
tion has been called to these and
other matters of vital importance to
our fisheries. But year after year
has passed away and nothing what-
ever has been done to stay the des-
truction pointed oul or to remove the
evils complained of. Now that he
has been ousted from the office he
was incompetent to fill, not one use-
fgl result of his five years tenure can
be pointed to as a memento of his
administration.

But it is not alone of what Sir
Albert has not done that we com-~
plain.. What he %as done, or allowed
others to do, is, we regret to say,
even more culpable. The following
extract from a letter, recently ad«
dressed to him by an intelligent
elector, shows in strong col-
ors the purely political motives
that have guided his administration.
We can only express our regret that
any representative of a Maritime
Province could be found so negligent
of the great jnterest committed to
his care, as to allow such partiality
and injustice as the following extract
exposes :

** Beginning with the year 1878, I
find that since yon have been Min-
ister of Marine and Fisheries there
bas been expended for the protection
of the Fisheries no less a sum than
$306,147. How has this money
been distributed? By what principle,
otlier than that of expediency, have
you been guided? Has this large
sum been apportioned in accordance
with the value and importance of the
several Fisheries, in proportion to
their needs, or where it would
yield the best return for its ex-
penditure? By your own reports I
shall answer these questions, and in
such a manner as to convince even
yovrself, Sir Albert, of your pre~
destined incapacity and consti.
tutiomnal injustice.

From the Reports, prepared by
your direction and by you laid on
the table of the Commons, I find
that the total value of the Iisheries
since you assumed the direciion of
the Department amounts to $55,220,-
074. ' Of this Ontario contributed
$2,068,005, Quebec $9,254,796.
Nova Scotia $30,360,147, New
Brunswick 811,485,735, Princé Ed-
ward Isiand $2,053,388. 1 omit
British Coiumbia and Manitoba be-
cause I can find no complete returns
from these Provinces,—a fact not
creditadle to your: Departmental
‘management.

Now, Sir Knight, your reports
show tha$ you have expended for the
Protection of the Fisheries 1o On-
tario, 854,272 ; in Quebec 3133,904 ;
in Nova Scotia $61,649; in New
Brunswick, $563,029, and in Prince
Edward Island $3,300. Let me
make it still clearer to your com-
prehension. The Fisheries of Nova
Scotia yielded fifteen times as much
as those of Ontario, while the ex-
penditure for their Protection was
about the samo as in Ontario; they
yielded three and a half times as
much as those of Quebec, while the
expenditure for their Protection was
not half what it was in Quebec ! How
do you explain such remarkable dis-
crepancies? The yield of the New
Brunswick Fisheries was five and a
half times as great as Oatario's, and
the expenditure for protection was
only about the same. Why, the
yield of the Prince Kdward Island
fisheries has equalled that of Ontario,
‘and yet you expended nearly seven-
teen times as wuch in Ontario as in
the Islaad, and over forty times as
much in Quebec as in the Island!
Again, Sir Knight, in the protection
of the fisheries in those Provinces
you employed in the last five years,
all told, 599 officers. Does your
memory recall the proportion as~
signed to each. Province? If not, I
‘have to remind you that in Ontario,
with, as I have said, the same yield
as P. E. Island, 87 officers were
paid, and only 34 in the Island,
while Quebec with a much less
yield than New Brunswick, has had
122 officers to our 114. Nova Scotia
has had 243 officials, or about three
times as many as Ontario, although
its yield was fiflcen times as great
as that of Ontario! - Or I shall put
your system of distribution in an-
other shape. In the Province of
Quebec, your expeanditure for Pro-
tection has been $1,106 per official ;
in Oaotario, $624; in New Bruns-
wick, 8464 ; in Nova Scotia, $293;
and .in Prince Edward Island, 897,
Can you assign any’ reason, except
purely political ones, which wiil ac~
count for such astounding facts? Un-

-When next youn address
your constituents perhaps you will
also explain to them, and to the
fishing population of New Bruns-
‘wick and Nova Sootia, bow it hap-
pened tbat during your incombhency
almost the whole gmount voted by
Parlisment for this important service
has been absorbed by Ontario and
Quebec? Perhaps you will inform
them what practical resuit has been
oblaired for the fisheries of Ontario
from the large sum which lias been
wasted on its useless breeding
houses? . Perhaps you will explain
to the clectors-of St. John, King's.
Qneens, Sunbury, *York, Carleton
and Victoria, why the rapidly fail-
ing fisheries of the St. Joba River
have been entirely ignored, aund
have received noaid from the money
voted by Parliament for their in«
crease and preservation? And will
you not explaio to the fiskermen of
Cape Breton and Prince Edward
Island why it was at the last wo-
ment of the last Session you put
$5,000 in the Supplementary Esti-
mates for the erection of Breeding
Houses in these districts, and why
the whole season has been allowed
to pass and nothing done to provide
the Houses promiséd to their repre-
sentatives? 2

We hope that the successor f)f this
incompetent Minister will prove him-
self betier able to grasp the impor-
tance of the interests he will under-
take to foster and protect. We hope
he will bring to his task more
intelligence, more industry and more
backbone, We hope he will be able
to comprehend and deal intelligently
with the eeveral important questions
that will be brought undeg his notice.
We hope be will not allow¥nterested
subordinates to’hoodwink and cajole
him in matters that every head of a
Department should understand, We
hope that a more equal distribution
of the wmoney voted by Parliament
for the protection of the fisheries will
be iasisted on, and that the Maritime
Provinces will receive a fair share of
the funds devoted to fish breeding,
and that the hatching houses so
much needed here will no longer be
withheld.

It was n happy thought of Hon.
Mr. Crawford’s that inspired him to
urge upon,his colleagues the impor-
tation of seed wheat, wheréby the
home-bread supply of this Province
this sezson has beon nearly doubled.
When it is considered that this Pro~
vince sends West $10,000 hard cash
every day to pay its flour bill, not
one dollar of which ever finds its
way back into the pockete of our
people, we have presented a constant
source of impuverishment, of sdarnity
of money, and of hard times gene-
rally.

A rapicaL improvement is needed
in Canada in the manufactyre of
butter. It is not too much to say,
that the best is poor 1t comparison
with that turned out 1n the dairies of
New Jersey and. Pennsylvania or
those of France or Yorkshire. It is
not poor becayse of poor pastyres or
poor feed or puor stock ; it is poor
because housewives are ignorant of
the prime requisites in making it,
and gre not provided with proper
appliances, or elee they are cpreless
and slovenly in their work. A coun-
try storekeeper ordinarily dare nat
refuse poor butter from his customer
for fear of giving offeuse; a barrel
of it in rolls and small parcels col-
lects in his back store or cellar and
be thereupon dumpa this wiscella~
neoys mass of grease iuto tubs or
firkins, and it is sept forward to the
market as No. 1 hutter. Such but~
ter is simply slush. The loss vo the
country this year through this system
of hutter dealing is not less than a
willion of dollars. The Montreal
Witness of 28th says :

There is an unusually large stock of
butter in Canada to-day, and we think it
safe to say thatmore than three-fourths of
the entire quantity could be purchased at
from five to ten cents per pound. That
is about half of what it should be worth;
and pight have been worth, as good butter
is selling in this market gt from fifteen to
seventeen cents.

The marsh reminded me of the fens
of Lincolnshire ; the fens are farmed
in a difforent way, every orop that [s/
grown in lhe North of England is
produced on them, and why not here?
You have a better climate.

The roots shown here almost re-
mind me of a tropical growth, so fine
were they. The butter appears to be
most excellent, in this district, and
would take the place of the Danish
and Norway butter that is imported
to the Tyne. If a finer and less
quantity of salt was put fo it, it
would take a first place in the En-
glish market; it is finer in grain,
firmer and clearér than the Cork and
South &f Ircland butter. The cheese
of fhe district is very fair, thovgh
not o rich as the specimens ex%ort.-
ed from the United States to Eng-
land, and I may also remark that if
the cheese were made lesa in weight
they wounid sell abroad for more, as|
they wounld be more convenient and
economical in a private family. The
grain show I idered good, pt
the barley. Only one sample of that
was showp, and it took the first
prige. J considered it § conglom-
eration of grains ; I should bo asham-
ed to show-a sample like it in a
market. I certainly did expect to
see more barley shown, as it is mpch
wanted in Englaad for malting, We
bave Lo import a large quantity from
France every year, and why should
not the Dominion supply the Old
Country with her wants? Less land,
more intelligent farmers, and more
capital are what is wanted io this
Province.

The cattle are of mixed hreeds;
such no. Englishman woyld keep
long. However, if care were taken
of them the stock would improve.
They should be fed well during the
winter, and not be let to fiad a preca-
rious living in the woods in the sum-
mer, as your sheep are turned agrift
to shifi for themselves, Sheep are
not cared for, and any stock that is
not attended to sqon loses jts form
and beapty, Sheep, of all stock,
soon deleriorate, and lose the fine
woolly appearance that belongs to
the pure. breeds, and it is of no yse
to import pure breeds of gheep up-
less they are cared for aud treated
a8 in Eogland. I sbhall again refer
to this subject, if these remurks are
of any yae. :

The Horses are certainly bhetter
thao the ecattle—more atteation is
paid to them, There were certainly
exhibited some fine horses with good
action, though & word on the way in
which they are driven may not be
out of place. The abyminable check
rein js certainly po jmproyement, it
forces a haree juto gn ynoatyral po-
sition. It may make a horse show
better, byt 1t is an impediment to his
speed.

I must add a few thoughts on the
msnagement of land here. Lime
appears not to be used here, or bones
either. Iime isone of the essentials
of good farming in Kogland. Farm-
ers pay £2 to £3 per acre rent, and
in many cases £2 per acre is paid
for bone or special manure. I have
koown £200 to £300 paid for feeding
cakes, or nearly £1 per 4CFeOf the
farm throughout. I would impress
on the farmers of this vicinity the
use of lime. I have been told since
I came hére that lime is not marure.
I grant it; but lime turns the fine
vegetable mould into manure, and
makes the very appearance of the
pastures like the old country, which
I bave often heard praised here and
commented on. You have all here
within yoyrselyes.

A Dublin Company, Adams & Co.,
imported last year from Goorgia
150,000 tons of fossil bones, which
were ground and manufactured into
manures, a per centage of which are
no douot re-shipped to America as a
fertilizer. I have been told of beds
of shells in the bays and estuaries of
the North Shore called mussel wud,
which sre a source of wealth by:
,be'inf applied to the s0jl, and giving
it all the fertihizing properties it
requires, This is the Land of Pro-
mise, the atore of the world, and its
products applied in a scientific man-
ner would be a benefit to all.
you considered that an improvement
in your fencing might be made.
Wire for fencing is now very oheap,
and would bea great improvement
in appearance if not in economy to
the present fences in this Province,
and be a great saving of annoyance
and time, The great extent of vir-
gin soil in the country not developed
at all, waitfpg for scientific develop.
