On Friday, Sept. 3rd, a special train of
fourteen coaches and cars arrived in town

“faving aboard a detachment of ““A” bat-
tery, of the Royal Canadian Artillery, with
horses, guns, etc. The arrival of the
troops was witnessed by a large number of
spectators, the military element having
been hitherto an unknown factor in
Deseronto. The detrainment of the troops

our Canadian militia officers in handling
large bodies of men of the different arms
of the service. The firing is done, of
course, from ¢ast to west and there is all
the scope necessary for testing the field
artillery now used by the different corps.
The various detachments representing
the different field batteries come under the
discipline of the camp as they arrive.
Each battery has to fire a certain allow-
ance of ammunition at fixed and moveable
targets.  These latter arc dummies
representing  bodies of infantry and
squadrons of cavalry which are supposed
to he attacking parties whose advance
must be repelled by artillery fire. The
ranges are changed for each competitionand
ofticers and gunners of the different field
batteries of active militia have to estimate
the distances, elevation, etc., a =cvere
test which requires coolness and no small
amount of scientific skill. ~Each com-
mander also receives orders supposed to be
issued by a general officer of an army corps,
or brigade, and these are placed in his
hand to be carried out immediately. -The
resource of the officers and the discipline
of the non-commissioned officers and men
are thus tested. The umpires, officers of
the permanent corps, keep a record of each
test and on those the comparative efficieacy
of each battery is estimated. Valuable
prizes are given to the successful com-
petitors by the Dominion artillery Asso-
ciation, the Governor General’s cup being
the coveted honor of the competitors.
About half of the batteries have already
competed and the winners will be announ-
ced in next week’s Tribune.

The Kingston and Gananoque field bat-
teries were the first to fire.

locality for testing the strategic genius of

12th Newcastle Field Battery.

On Monday the armory of this corps
was a scene of activity. Men getting fit-
ted out with their regimentals in readiness
to muster for twelve days drill commenc-
ing on Tuesday, Sept. 14th, on what is
known ag Camp Fortune.

The new armory is situated in the large
warchouse on Park’s wharf which is well
adapted for this purpose, as 1t is strongly
built and roomy. The ground floor con-
tains the four nine pounder muzzle loading
guns, carriages and limbers, with the
various implements needed when on field
service, camping outfit, etc., which are con-
veniently placed on the wall in rear of the
guns. The armory and guns are most
conveniently placed for firing salutes, as
they are easily run out to the end of the
wharf by hand.

On the walls of the first floor are hung
the sets of harness for the horses. This
harness is new, made of English oak tanned
leather, and will set off the teams when
ready for parade. There is twelve double
sets for leading horses ‘and six double sets
for wheelers.

Heavy Storm.

thunder and lightning prevailed early on
the morning: of Friday last. The rain
commenced to fall about 1 o’clock and the
rainfall increased until at 3 o'clock it was
pouring in torrents. It seemed asif the
storm centre about that time was situated
«lircctly over Newcastle, as the crashes ot
thunder and flashes of lightning were
incessant, with scarcely an interval be-
tween the lightning’s flash
accompanying thunder.

In this vicinity there was no serious
damage done by the lightning, a tree or
two and several telegraph poles being
struck, and a number of telephones burned
out. The rain fall was fully three inches.
The World of Saturday says:—

An eye witness describes the thunder
and lightning of Friday morning as one
of terrible magnificence. The flashes were
so vivid that the railway and the north
west bridges were at times plainly visible
from Flett’s mill. Towards Barnaby River
the lightning appeared to be the worst.
At Flett’s mill the electrician’s building
was given a wide berth, and the wires
were disconnected during the storm.
Rain fell in torrents, some ruts six feet
deep being made by the fall of water in
parts of the road. At Mr. Geo. Searle’s
farm the hail stones were immense. Peal
after peal of thunder, with chain lightning,
made the storm the worst evér witnessed
in that locality.

Mr. Angus Ullock’s house, at his farm
in Napan, occupied by Mr. John Blakely,
was struck by lightning Friday night and
two of Mr. Blakely’s children had a narrow
escape from death. The electric fluid
entered a bed room through the wall, be-
tween two windows, knocked the foot of
an iron bedstead off, passed along its side
and took a knob off the head in making
its exit. The two boys who were sleeping
in the bed jumped up uninjured, ia a
dazed state, and found the room, as they
describe it, full of smoke. The hole in the
wall, and the wrecked bedstead, show
what a narrow escape they bhad from
death. Death was at their heads and
feet, and around them, but left them alive
and whole.

An Impudent Assertion.

An impudent attempt is being made by
Liberal newspapers to make the late Con-
servative Government responsible for the
deficit of balf a million for the year ending
30th June last. It is said in the Herald
and the Globe that the Laurier Goverement
was only responsible for ten and a half
months of the twelve. The Laurier Gov-
ernment was responsible for every month
of the twelve.

When it began in 1896
there were no supplies granted, and the
Conservative Jovernment could have spent
no money even if it desired to. It held
office for seven days of the year. Sir
Wilfrid Laurier became premier on the
8th of July, and the first money spent for
the administrative services was on the
authority of the (iovernor-General’s war-
rants which he advised the issue of.
From the 8th of July the Liberal ministers
were resporsible for all the expenditure
and deficit. The assertion that the Con-
servative ministers, who went out “on the
first day of the second week of July, con.
trolled the expenditure to the middle of
August, made by so many Government
papers at once, can only be called a con-
certed, cowardly and impertinent attempt
to relieve a discredited ministry of its just
responsibility for failure to redeem the
pledges made by its members in opposition.
It is simply the promulgation of a deliber-
ately conceived lie. —Montreal Gazette.

Plates of Jubllee Stamps Destroyed.
Ottawa, Sept. 10.—The transitory na-
ture of the jubilee stamps was illustrated

plates from which the stamps were engrav-
ed. The ceremony was witnessed at the
building of the American Bank Note com-
pany by the Postmaster-General, the
Deputy Postmaster-General, the secretary
of the department, and by Mr. Stanton,
head of the postage stamps branch. About
thirty-two million stamps of various de-
nominations, and seven miillion post-cards
were printed off the plates. It is just
three months since the stamps were issued.
The announcement of the destruction of
the plates will probably cause a rise in
value of jubilee stamps, but there are still
a large number in the department and
post-offices throughout the Dominion.

How the report got out
that he declined and why Prof. Dickson
of Fredericton, N. B., came west in con-
nection with the matter, is not explained,
but it is certain that the appointment
of Prof. Butler is a reality and he will this
week assume the duties. He reached here
yesterday, accompanied by Miss Butler.—
Montreal Witness.

MEN FELL LIKE SHEEP,

——

STRIKING MINERS A ND DEPUTY SHERIFFS
1N DeA prLy ComBar.

Hazevtox, Ps., Sept. 10.—The strike
situation reached a terrible crisis on
the outskiits of Latimer this afterneon,
when a_band of deputy sheriffs fired into
an.nfuriated mob of miners. The men
tell like so many sheep aud the excite-
ment since bas beenso intense that no
accurate figures of the dead and wound-
ed can be obtained. Reports rua from
fifteen to twenty killed and fortyor more
wounded. Many of these will die. Oae
mon who reached the sceme tonighs
counted thirteen corpses. Four other
Jdeal lie in the mountains between
Latimer and Hatleigh. Those who were
not injured carried their dead and
wounded friends into the woods and am
«timate is bafled. Three ULodies were:
found to-night on the road near Lati-
mer.

The strikers left Hazelton at 3.30
Yclock, announcing their intention to
go 1o Latimer. As soon as-this became
koown a band of deputy sheriffs boarded
a trolley and went across the mountain
to where the conflict followed. After

formed into three companies, under
Thomas Hall, E. A, Hess and Samuel
B. Price. They drew up in line at the
edge of the village with afence aud a
line of houses in their rear. - Sheriff
Martin was in command and he walked
up and down in front of the line uatil
thestrikers approached. They were seen
coming across the ridge and Martin went
out to meet them. The men drew up
sullenly and listened in silence until he
once more read the riot act. This finish-
ed, a low muttering arose among the
foreigners and there was a slight move-
ment forward. Perceiving this, the
sheriff stepped toward them and in a
determined toue forbade the advance.
Some one struck the sheriff and the nexe
moment there was a command to the
deputies to fire. The guns of the de-
