The following is from the New York
Telegraph, the recognized sporting paper
of the Eastern States:

“Policemen and agents of the Society
for the Prevention of Cruelty to Ani-

mals raided a cockfight at Laurel Hill. |

L. I, vesterday and arrested sixty-six
men. We hope the Magistrate whom
these men face will give them to under-
stand that cockfighting is not real sport
and is not wanted in this section.

“Cockfighting. like dogfighting,
cruel and should mot be permitted.
