The History of Niagara.
Dr. J. W. Spencer, who has made 

specialty of the study of the geological 
history of the Niagara gorge and falls, 
believes that about 3,500 yettrs ago the 
drainage of Lake Huron was turned into 
Lake Erie, thus vastly increasing the 
eroding power of Niagara. ]'c had taken 
35,500 years for the gorge to eat back 
from Lake Ontario to the point where 
the falls were situated when the Huron 
discharge .was added. Five hundred 
years after that the falls reached the 
Whirlpool. Between 2,000 and 2,600 
years ago they were passing tlie site of 
the Whirlpool Rapids. The rapids them­
selves*- were completed less than 300 
year» ago.

BOYS AND GIRLS IN PERSIA.

The Boys Have Beautiful Manners and 
Are Very Precocious.

Persian children, generally speaking, 
are very precocious, and their education 
is looked after at an early age. Among 
the well to do class there is always a 
private tutor.

In order that their children should not 
be alone in learning these parents take 
also the children of poor families and of­
fer them ’the same advantages and op­
portunities.

These children often excel, as they are 
more ambitious, and some of the great­
est poets and philisop’.iers have cmie 
from ‘the poorer classes. There are 
schools in every street where the poor 
can go and where the charges are a mere 
pittance—40 or 50 cents a month.

Among the wealthy families each 
boy has what is termed a governor. He 
is .a man of education, and it is his care 
to train the young man with regard to 
his manners, the care of his clothes and 
sec that he is kept clean. If he goes out 
for a call this person accompanies him, 
stands by him and instructs him what 
to do, sits by him at. table and is his con­
stant companion, looking not only after 
his material welfare, but spiritual as 
well.

While in Persia, says a writer in the 
National Congress of Mothers Mazarine,
I was entertained at a tea,where smeen 
of these young noblemen were invited. 
Their ages ^ranged from 10 to IS years.
1 rhave never witnessed more beautiful 
or refined manners. Two of them were 
princes, sons of the Shah, who were at­
tending thjs school.

The mosque* are not only places for 
prayer, but for instruction ns well. There 
are schools of all nationalities, French, 
German, Russian, English, and many 
others. French .is taught in all of them 
and itfa second language. Tn the villages 
the priest is also a teacher, and the boys 
and girls attend the same school until 
9 or 10 years of age.

In the wealthy familisa the girls have 
a governess, but they nre not taught the 
higher branches as a rule, but some are 
taught music and painting. Their gen­
eral education consists of l*mg able to 
read the Koran and perform domestic

A girl’s highest ambition is to be % 
good wife and mother. The harem is not 
what I used to think—an exclusive p’acc 
for the wives It is simply the inner 
court or apartments where all of the 
women of the household live. There are 
balconies and gardens where the chil­
dren play. The gardens are always full 
of rare and beautiful flowers and foun­
tains and some of them are very beauti­
ful.

The fathers, brothers and relatives 
Can visit them, but strangers are ex­
cluded. In the large cities "the women 
cover the face when on the street with a 
black veil, but in the country and vil­
lages they do not.

The Persians as a race develop both 
mentally and physically very young, 
and when I asked about the early mar­
riages this was.given as "n illustration:

When you have many flowers in a 
garden you become accustomed to them 
and do not appreciate their fragrance, 
but when you are kept out of the garden 
and have only a single rose brought to 
you you will inhale its perfume and ap­
preciate its beau tv.

So it is with tfie young; when they 
seldom see one of the opposite sex they 
value them more and make better wives 

j and husbands. From 12 to 10 is the 
! marriageable age for boys, and girls even 
younger.

The children are so precocious that 
they will learn in two hours what will 
require an American bby two days. As 
an instance, I have personally studied 
many young children of 5 or 0 who were 
high up in classes of the public schools. 
To see a child of 7 recite scenes from 
ancient history aird solve arithmetical 
problems is more than astonishing, 
especially when one remembers tliat 
the same child, l>eing one of many 
children of the same family, has had 
hardly any but nature and the elements 
to mature him.

There are of course many exceptions 
and the rich and well to do families have 
unusual numbers of servants and nurses 
to bring up their children, but us a 
whole on account of the very large fam­
ilies the parent cannot hut leave the chil­
dren largely to nature, and that is why 
they are so strong and hardy.

The country tribes are very similar 
i our American Indians. Persia is very 

democratic. The chrH of very poor 
parents may become prominent if he is 
ambitious. %

It is a wonderful land and people. 
They are waking up in a most surprising 
way. Where two years ago there were 
only six newspapers in all Persia, there 
are no\y 150, and they are read by all 
classes.

INSECT A
MASTER BUILDER.

TRAPDOOR SPIDER, ARCHITECT 
AND ENGINEER.

Lives in a Cement House Constructed 
in the Adobe—It is Snuj 
and Perfectly Waterpn 
derful Lid That Closes 
Spring Hinge.

Point Loma, San Diego, Cal.—If slight­
ly acquainted with the ways of a 'trap­
door spider, you are minded of that lit­
tle insect every time you watch the 
men at work building caissons for a new 
steel ribbed sky scraper. You think how 
much better the spider engineer would 
do that work with hie home made tools 
than the men with shovels and hoists 
and buckets and all the rest.

The trapdoor spider, curiously you 
say at first thought, selec'ts the hardest 
and firmest adobe, almost as hard as 
sandstone itself, into which to sink his 
caisson home, for his castle is built in 
the ground six or eight inches below the 
surface.

With infinite patience, grain by grain, 
he removes the sun-baked adobe, making 
an opening in the surface about the size 
of a silver dollar, and burrowing almost 
straight downward until at six, seven 
or eight inches down he ceases his work. 
The main excavating work is done. The 
hole is beautifully rounded and ends 
in a smooth cul-de-sac at the bottom.

The opening made in the earth the 
next thing is to insure it against damn- 
ness, for when the rain comes even the 
dry adobe trie* to drink in the water 
that all the surrounding land thirsts for.

What kind of cement and how it is 
mixed the writer does not essay to ex­
plain, but from top to bottom of that 
caisson is laid on a coating of cement 
quite as impervious to moisture as any 
cement ever laid by the hand of man. 
This is plastered on with the greatest 
care, and1 more smoothly than if laid on 
with a brush.

And when the job is done his house is 
waterproofed beyond question. When 
the cement dries expansion and contrac­
tion are proved to have been well con­
sidered. for not a crack shows anywhere 
in the walls. There is no settling, no 
swelling, no receding of the structure.

The plastering done, the house walls 
are now to be (apestried, to be made 
snug and warm. So from top to bot­
tom a coating of downy substance is 
laid on, something similar to the mate­
rial that makes up the hornet’s nest but 
of a much finer, smoother texture. This 
is laid on with the greatest care and 
precision and when done it is a job well 
done, so much so that one might well 
envy»the spider family in its fresh, snug

The main structure completed and 
furnished, now comes not. the least im­
portant part, the building of the trap­
door. Here is displayed the ingenuity, 
skill and foresight of the trapdoor spider.

Water, air and dust must be kept out. 
and as the door is even with the ground 
surface and to all intents and purposes 
an undisturbed part of it the faculties 
of the spider are taxed to the utmfrst.

The fit of the door much be so perfect 
as to exclude the air quite as perfectly 
as a preserved can of fruit a housewife 
has put up. The shoulder of the caisson 
is so perfectly rounded that when the 
trap door fits in and rests upon the 
curved shoulder the naked eye fails to 
detect the joint except upon the closest 
inspection. The sharpest pointed knife- 
blade finds no lodgment in the crevice.

No bill of a road runner or a sickle- 
bill thrush can make and headway in

would seem that the feeling of safety 
prompted the spider to exert his utmost 
ingenuity .when simulating the surface 
of his trapdoor to the earthy surround­
ings-

A6 a copyist of nature, the trapdoor 
spider is a master hand, for even the 
texture of the surrounding sun baked 
earth ia simulated. And when this last 
finishing touch is put on the job is done 
and well done.

One thing more. The door has a hinge 
and it is a spring type of hinge. When 
the spider sallies forth to forage he op­
ens the door of his house wide open, and 
it remains open. The spring hinge in 
some manner is set with a hair trigger. 
And there is a reason.

The spider while preying upon flies 
and small insects knows only too well 
that he is ardently sought for by scor 
pion, centipede, road runner, sicklebill 
thrush and other enemies. Vigilance 
of the most eternal kind is the price of

He must therefore keep his avenue of 
retreat, open and his bridges in good or­
der for a quick escape if the enemy 
presses too closely. It's a run for his 
life where every fraction of a second 
counts. When a long-legged, fleet foot 
ed road runner espiea him lie must not 
tarry on the way. Through the thick­
est of the chaparral he takes his flight, 
the better to impede or delay pursuit, 
and when the goal is reached like the 
flash of an electric spark he has des­
cended into his caisson, the door in­
stantly closing snugly upon him.

N-ow is the time that tries his soul. 
The road runner has seen his retreat 
and at once sounds the ground with 
his sharp bill to break in and seize his 
prey. But it is of no use. The firm, 
tough adobe resists the repeated blows 
of the horny bill of the bird and he goes 
to other pastures, giving the spider a 
new lease of life.

Not content with all his provisions for 
safety, the spider must, like the hero 
of old. thrust his arm through the door 
fastening in lieu of a bar and hold his 
castle entrance against intrusion. Nests 
discovered and pried open with difficul­
ty by a knife blade have disclosed the 
fact that the spider has thrust his arm 
or leg through slots in the door and 
wall and tljat the leg has actually been 
torn loose from his body in the forci­
ble opening of the door.

It is impossible in a short sketch to 
do justice to this most wonderful of na­
ture's engineers. Could one spare the 
time it would well repay a day spent 
with camera watching the egress and in­
cress of the little insect and studying 
its habits of life. As a caisson builder, 
on engineer of the first class, let the 
trapdoor spider be commended.

Light on Moonless Nights.

Synopsis of Canadian North­
west Land Regulations.

ANY person who Is (be sole head of a fam­
ily, or any male over 18 years old, may 

homestead a quarter-eeotiou of available 
Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant must appear lu per­
son at the Dominion Lands Ageacy or Sub- 
Agencv for the district. Entry by proxy may 
be made at any agency, on certain conditions, 
by father, mother, sou, daughter, brother or 
sieter of Intending homesteader.

Duties—Six month*’ rest donee upon and 
cultivation of the land In each of three years. 
A homesteader may Mve within nine ml lee of 
bin homestead on a farm of at least 80 acres 
solely owned and occupied by hWn or by his 
father: mother, eon. daughter, brother or eta-
tor.

hi certain conditions a homesteader In good 
rtaudlng may pre-empt ft quarter-sectk*l 
alongside bis homestead. Price 63.00 per 
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in each 
of six vears from date of homestead entry 
(including the time required to earn home­
stead patent) and cultivate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who he* exhausted his home­
stead right and cannot obtain a pre-emption 
may take a purchased homestead in certain 
districts. Price $3.00 per acre. Duties—Mu* 
reeide eix months In each of three year», 
cultivate fifty acres and erect a house worth
