For the information of those citizens who have
heen lately annexed to the ecity, and others who
may not be familiar' with my record as an alder-
man, T give hereunder a list of some of the
measures introduced by, me, the fruits of which
are being enjoyed by the ratepa&ers to-day:

1. I instituted and carried out the first real effort to
lay and maintain good roads in this city. The citizens
having endersed my proposition by voting $100,000 for this
purpose.

2. 1 introduced and carried the by-law for the abol-
ition of wooden sidewalks and wooden curbs, and the
substitution therefore of permanent cement walks through-

out the city, to be laid by day labor.

3. I made the first effort to re-organize the City En-
gineer’s Department, which has since been done, and I
am glad to say under the present staff the work done is
of a higher quality than ever before.
