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CANADA’S WELCOME.
The announcement made on Sunday 

m the city churches at morning service, 
that their Excellencies had arrived in 
safety at Halifax, was hailed with gen­
uine satisfaction by all our people. 
There were no serious apprehensions 
for the safety of that floating palace 
which the Messrs. Allan had furnished 
for their use ; stiH suspense is the 
parent of anxiety, and it is always more 
or less painful jo be kept waiting for 
those whom we eagerly expect. In­
deed, as it turns out, there was abun­
dant reason for something more than 
mere impatience in the boisterous voy­
age, during which EL R. H. the Prin­
cess Louise served a rough apprentice­
ship to tiie sea. It was all for the best, 
no doubt, that there were no by­
stations on the watery way, from which 
a Royal mother, so devoted to her 
children as her Majesty, could have 
learned the distress and suffering of a 
beloved daughter. In Canada, we can 
only congratulate their Excellencies now 
upon the tesminalioii ef so disagreeable 
a passage, and utter our sincere good 
wiihes for the speedy recovery of her 
Royal Highness' wonted health.

Of one thing, both the Marquis of 
Lob* and his distinguished consort are 
well assured in advance—a hearty and 
generous welcome from a loyal and con­
tented people. Wherever, from ocean 
to ocean, they may choose to touch 
the national pulse, the great heart 
of Canada will be found to 
throb in that measured rhythm 
which betokens health, peace, and 
satisfaction. Canadians are not 
loyal with the loyalty of mere senti­
ment, nor simply from a bare considera­
tion of self-interest. Their attachment 
to the Crown and the Empire is a pro­
duct both of the heart aûd the head ; 
and thus, whilst in expression it is 
flowing and fervent, its permanence and 
value are secured by the fact that it 
reste upon a sound basis of reason and 
intelligence. In older lands, the pre­
sence of the Sovereign and the pomp 
and pageantry of a Court give to royalty 
a personal charm, of which Canadians 
know nothing ; but, on the other hand, 
their h>yalty is free and spontaneous, 
and never, in the slightest degree, 
feigned or sycophantic. It is tree that 
the absence of privileged castes here, 
and the substantial equality of all classes 
of the people," may strike a European 
with surprise, and at the outset, appear 
bizarre and unnatural. But a repre­
sentative of the„Crown who can at once 
throw hùoeelf Into the feelings of Cana­
dians, and comprehend those inevitable 
Stfferenees in the tone of society pro­
duced by the gradual development of a 
new country, will never be led far 
astray by traditional tastes or habitudes. 
The Earl of Duffekin, it always seemed 
to us, waa trained for the viceroyalty of 
Canada, when he became simply a warm­
hearted and open-handed Irishman in 
the famine of 1845 ; and, if we mistake 
not, there has been much in the 
simple world of his own Scottish 
Highlands to prepare the Marquis of 
Lornb for achieving success in a country 
where the lowest stratum of society is net 
hopelessly removed from the highest, 
and where no class is marked eff from 
any other by historical or conventional 
distinctions.

Personally, his Excellency is scarcely 
known in the Dominion; and, therefore, 
it «"peculiarly gratifying that the best 
men of both political parties in England 
concur in opinion respecting his charac­
ter and promise. Lord Beaconsfield, 
whose insight amounts almost to an in­
stinct, appointed his Lordship ; and it is 
none the less satisfactory to find Mr. 
Gladstone warmly applauding his Lord­
ship’s appointment as “a most judicious 
“ one.” Above all, Canadians will not 
forget the warm expression of approval 
which fell from Lord Dufferin in ad­
dressing the Ontario Municipalities : 
“ It has been my good fortune to be 
“ connected all my life long with his 
“ family by ties of the closest personal 
“ friendship ; himself I have known, I 
“ may say, from his boyhood, and a 
“ more conscientious, high-minded, or 
‘ ‘ better qualified Viceroy could not 
“ have been selected.” It would not 
require glowing words like these 
to open the hearts of Canadians 
to the representative of their Queen, 
yet they give a tangible human interest 
to the man, which will link the people 
of this country more closely, and by 
more enduring links to the Viceroy. 
On all these accounts the Marquis ’ of 
Lokne is welcomed to the Dominion 
with the best wishes for his happiness 
and administrative success.

ly unprepared with a plausible defence, 
as the day approaches when they must 
face the meslc, whether they like it or 
not After all their noisy boastfulness 
during the electoral campaign, these Min­
isters were no sooner relegated once 
more to their old nests, on the left, than 
the true state of affairs came to light.

the sigh of preparation was apparent. 
Mr. Cartwright, in fact, appears to 
have expected a cataclysm, and coolly 
adopted the Bourbon consolation— 
afrcs moi la deluge. It was unques­
tionably to raise a cloud of dust about 
the reality soon to be developed that 
the Opposition began their frantic pother 
over delay in fiscal matters.

And now that they are brought to 
book, what have the organs to argute ? 
Simply this, and nothing more, that all 
the financial disasters of Mr. Cart­
wright’s “ brilliant” administration 
were owing to that convenient refuge 
for the destitute—the depression of 
trade. It was the depression of trade 
thatpiled up the expenditure higher 
and higher, with a steadily decreasing 
revenue ; Mid, of course, the same 
fetish acted as a sort of destiny 
with which a Finance Minister was 
sternly forbidden to meddle, lest his ac­
tion might possibly revive Canadian in­
dustries. Nobody ewpected him to 
work miracles by a re-adjustment of the 
tariff ; all that the suffering activities of 
this country demanded was a fair chance 
in their own market, and this Mr. Cart­
wright persistently denied them. 
They did not ask him to reverse the ac­
tion of commercial laws, and nobody, so 
far as we know, ever thought of laying 
the crisis at his door. , The complaint 
against the ox-Finance Minister and his 
colleagues was this : that they refused 
to improve the difficult path of native 
industry, or to put forth any effort to 
make the “ crooked straight, and the 
“rough places smooth." they were 
not asked either to construct the car of 
progress, or to equip it ; but simply to 
keep the road in thorough repair.

And now the people may see the con­
sequence—first, of callous indifference 
to the manufacturing interests of the 
Dominion ; and secondly, of the reck­
less extravagance and want of proscience 
which were rapidly driving the credit 
and resources of the country to the 
dogs. The new Ministers propose to 
attempt a reformation from every point 
of view ; and, unless the absurd clamour 

.which the ignorance if a portion of the 
English press has set going should 
.thwart MxJTillby in hi» efforts to re­
trieve past blunders, all will go well. 
In the meantime, Ompoeition journals 
ought, for decency’s sake; to keep the 
peace and leave those whom the people 
have chosen as their leaders to prose­
cute the work they havb undertaken 
without unseemly interruption.

say, thinks it “ savours strongly of im-

Evidently he is the only man 
endowed ^ith sufficient assurance for the 
task ; ana, therefore, the entire bur­
den is to be cast upon his unhappy 
shoulders. It may not seem fair on 
the part of Mr. Cartwright’s colleagues 
to insist upon making him the scape­
goat for their collective sins ; yet it is a 
virtual admission either that the ex- 
Premier and all his attenuated follow­
ing together are incapable of discussing 
the finances intelligently, or that, being 
fully aware of the desperate cause to be 
defended, they have resolved to let poor 
Mr. Cartwright bear the brunt of the 
onset, and get out of the mêlee, 
at enocumb inglonousJy, as the 
fates may decree. He will find 
it a tough job enough, when he gets his 
war paint and feathers on, and flourishes 
“ the murderous tomahawk” in his own 
wild and desperate way.

It would be interesting to learn how 
it happens that, after the financial de­
bates of last session, and the admirable 
derangement of statistics by Ministers 
en the stump, the prospect of an ati 
tack npon that “ line ” should act with 
all the freshness of a surprise. To most 
people it must have seemed inevitable ; 
and yet, if the organs are to be credited, 
it has suddenly flashed upon them as if 
by inspiration. We fancy the real

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ECONOMY IN THE PUBLIC SER­
VICE.

One of the manifold tasks devolving 
on the new Government is the reduction 
of the ordinary expenditure of the 
country. To be sure, we have had Re­
formers in power for five years past ; 
but the principle of economy, although 
embodied in their platform, was fla­
grantly violated from first to last. For 
three years the expenditure has outrun 
the revenue, and there is no reason to 
suppose that Mr. .Cartwright would 
have gone in for a general reduction had 
he remained in office. Indeed his esti­
mates were increasing all the time, re­
gardless of the continued decline in the 
revenue. It is impossible that this can 
go on. Nations, like individuals, can­
not long sustain the drain of an annual 
deficit, nor keep np their reputation 
with their creditors in the face of a 
notorious excess of outlay over income ; 
and the question for the Government is 
how far the expenditure can be cut down 
without impairing the efficiency of the 
public service. Both ends must be 
made to meet at any cost, and the 
sooner the better. There is no doubt a 
large reduction is possible, and even ad­
visable on grounds other than that of 
necessity, in the public offices. The 
civil service is not, so far as we know, a 
State pension bureau, the members of 
which must be supported for life, no 
matter whether the country can afford it 
or not ; nor a sinecure list where pay 
goes on whether any return is given for 
it or not. On the contrary, officers of 
the Canadian service are expected to 
earn their money ; and when there is 
nothing for them to do, when it is found 
that two can do what three are employ­
ed at, the country has a perfect right 
both in law and equity to tell them to 
look elsewhere for employment. It is 
necessary that this elementary doctrine 
should lie fully understood, because of 
late a belief has grown up that a public 
officer ought to be supported by the tax­
payers under any circumstances, and that 
to discharge him when there is nothing 
for him to do or for the purpose of ef­
fecting a saving, is a breach of constitu­
tional tradition. All this, we say, is a 
mistake. In this country where every 
man has to work for his living, no such 
doctrine will ever find acceptance. 
There is no drone class in Canada pos­
sessing through the accident of birth, 
heritage or connection a lien on the pub­
lic purse ; nor any reason under the 
sun why public servants should not be 
subjected to the same economic laws 
their equals and superiors in other walks 
of life have to submit to. The other 
day Mr. Bowell, labouring under the 
impression that if he found a clerk with 
nothing to do, he had a right to dismiss 
him, showed the door to M. Marchand, 
brother of the Provincial Secretary in 
M. Jolt’s Cabinet, who was appointed 
—against the protest " of the collector 
that there was no work for him—to a 
sinecure in the Montreal Custom House 
on the eve of Mr. Mackenzie’s resigna­
tion. This saved $1^00 a year, yet cer­
tain “ Reform" journals denounced the 
Minister’s course, and in effect laid down 
the doctrine of “ once a public officer 
“always a public officer.” We say 
this is an intolerable view. The 
Minister who does not effect a saving 
in his Department when it can be done 
without impairing the efficiency of the 
service, is unworthy of his trust. Let 
Sir John Macdonald and his colleagues 
go on as they have begun and retrench 
the expenditure in" all the Departments. 
Where ten men are doing five men’s 
work, let half of them be sent adrift and 
their salaries saved. The country is not 
bound to support sinecures ; and at this 
juncture it cannot afford to do it. 
The Reform press is already begin­
ning to cry out against this policy, 
which shows just how sincere that Party 
is in its profession of economy. A 
Belleville contemporary accuses Mr. 
Bowell of introducing the “ American 
“system.” The American system, 
generally understood, is the clearing out 
of public officers opposed in politics to 
the dominant party, and it is an iniquit­
ous one ; but if lopping off sinecures 
and dispensing with the services of use­
less officials is also a Yankee invention, 
the sooner it is patented and put in 
•operation in this country the better.

The increase in the cost of the public 
service since 1873 is fully two million dol­
lars, which capitalised at five per cent.

represents a perpetual burden of forty 
million dollars, or ten dollars per head 
of the population. The largest, and it 
may be roughly said, the least justifiable 
increases have been made in the Customs 
department, the Government railways, 
the' Ottawa offices, and the various 
branches in the North-West. Import­
ant trusts have also been given into the 
hands of men unfit to administer them, 
and whose incapacity must result in ex­
travagance, not to say jobbery * while 
in other cases, prominent employés, par­
ticularly in Manitoba, have been allowed 
to surround themselves with a staff of 
relatives whose only qualification is their 
kinship to the central “ boss. ” Min­
isters will not be long in finding out 
where economy can be enforced with 
advantage ; and if they will proceed 
with the gôod work vigorously, ex­
pelling both Conservative and Reform 
drones, their course will be endorsed by 
the people. The cost of government is 
eating up the country, and a wholesale 
reduction is absolutely necessary. Be­
tween thé Dominion service and the 
services of the seven Provincial Govern­
ments, the community is oppressed with 
an army of non-producing tax-eaters 
whose ranks will bear thinning.

The Ottawa Free Press thinks this re­
quest for curtailment is a covert 
attack on the Federal system and is 
afraid the Conservative Party is inclined 
to advocate a change «to a legislative 
union. Our excellent contemporary is 
mistaken. It js to save the Federal 
system, not to destroy it, that we 
urge a policy of economy. If the coat 
of this system » to go on increasing in 

e thé future as it has done since 1867, 
beyond any doubt the taxpayers will 
ere long be found demanding the 
change the Free Press dreads. Has 
our contemporary ever looked at the 
figures ? They are instructive. There 
are no less than fourteen legislative 
bodies in the Dominion, viz., the Do­
minion Senate and House of Commons, 
the Ontario Assembly, the Quebec Leg­
islative Council and Assembly, the Nev 
Brunswick Legislative Council and As­
sembly, the Nova Scotia Legislative 
Council and Assembly, the Prmce Ed­
ward Island Legislative Council and 
Assembly, the Manitoba Assembly, the 
British Columbia Assembly, and the 
North-West Council, the' last-named 
body governing the vast territory of 
which Battleford is the capital These 
bodies are composed of a total of six 
hundred and sixty-one members. In 
the same proportion, it would take five 
thousand three hundred legislators to 
govern the Mother Country ; six thou­
sand six hundred to govern the United 
States, and fifty thousand to govern the 
British Empire. The indemnity paid 
to members is very nearly $500,000 a 
year. There are fifty-six Ministers of 
the Crown in Canada whose salaries, 
amount to $210,000 ; thirteen Speakeis 
with salaries amounting to $17,600 ; 
and one Governor-General and eight 
Lieutenant-Governors whose salaries 
amount to $122,000. In short the in­
demnity and salaries paid to the 1 ‘ higher 
powers ” in this country amount to 
$860,000 a year, or over 20 cents per 
head of the population. The total cost 
of Civil . Government exclusive of the 
figures above given, and the cost of 
the Customs, Post Office, Public Works 
and other departments of the Dominion 
and the seven Provinces, amounts to four 
and a quarter million dollars a year. 
Add the salaries of Ministers- and Gov­
ernors, &o., and it will be found that 
we pay upward of five million dollars a 
year for government It is speaking 
mildly to say that this is a large sum ; 
and our object ia to keep it from in­
creasing. No country in the world 
pays so dearly for government, 
and it „Oeee iarto 'he piled 
on this Pelion, either .the people’s 
back will break under the burden, Or 
they will unload and try a change, which 
would in effect be a revolution, a quiet 
but still a disastrous one for Canada.

The increase in the past seven years 
has been enormous both in Dominion 
expenditure and intheexpenditure of the 
Provinces. It is true, new Provinces 
have been brought into Confederation ; 
but it will not be denied by those ac­
quainted with the subject that the in­
creased cost of Government is out of all 
proportion to the growth of population 
or the increase in the wealth of the 
people. Economy is not only advisable 
but imperative ; and we rejoice to see 
that the Ottawa Government realize the 
fact. In hard times like these, when 
the cost of the public serviqe should be 
cut down to meet the general shrinkage, 
there are always more office-seekers than 
when business is thriving and employ­
ment easily obtained ; and this fact ac­
counts to some extent, no doubt, for 
the vast increase in the cost of govern­
ment that occurred under the late 
regime. The new Ministry will also 
have to endure the importunities of this 
class, but however much they may feel 
for individual cases of hardship, they 
must never forget the necessities of the 
.country. We trust Sir John Macdon­
ald and his colleagues will go on cutting 
down salaries and ejecting useless of­
ficers, regardless of their party stripe. 
It is a policy of vital necessity te the 
credit and prosperity of the country.

The 
cardinal defect in most of the temper­
ance agitators is that they take a very" 
superficial view of the subject. They 
look chiefly at the “ drink ” itself, and 
ignore, or nearly so, the important ques­
tion—what makes people drink ? Their 
is another fundamental error, too, in one 
of their main positions, viz., that 
restricting the number of drinking 

diminishes drink­
ing, whereas it merely means a transfer 
of custom from the places suppressed to 
those left in existence. Mr. Robertson 
Gladstone, of Liverpool, some time ago 
commenting on this point, said that 
restrictive legislation in Liverpool had 
had the effect of transforming previously 
small houses into palatial gin palaces. 
They got, in fact, the traffic which had 
formerly gone to houses which had had 
their licences taken away. As there is 
no royal road to learning, so neither is 
there any legislative short cut to a mil­
lennium of universal temperance. Never­
theless, as Lord Aberdare says, much 
may be done by the establish­
ment of clubs, coffee taverns, 
drinking fountains, libraries, ra­
tional amusements, music and educa­
tion. Many people, especially in large 
towns, resort to the tavern and contract 
habits of intemperance, simply because 
they have no other means of resort or 
recreation. Man is a social animal. If 
his gregarious habits are not catered for 
in healthy ways he is prone to fly to 
what is hurtful. The enormous business 
now being done at some of the 
coffee houses lately established in 
England shows that they have 
ministered to a felt want. Indeed

TEMPERANCE AND LEGISLA­
TION.

The evils caused by intemperance are 
so many and great, both to individuals 
and society, that we cannot be surprised 
if sundry philanthropists and reformers, 
with the mass of varied misery thus 
caused continually before their eyes and 
in their thoughts, grow impatient of the 
slow process of moral suasion, or educa­
tional advancement, and betake them­
selves to legislative action, under the 
idea that they can thereby promote an 
immediate and summary extinction of 
drunkenness. While everybody must 
respect the motives and intentions of 
those who seek to promote temperance, 
we cannot shut eur eyes to facta, and facts 
appear to be dead against the theory 
that the vice of intemperance, so largely 
prevalent in all civilized communities, 
ean be put down by restrictive legisla­
tion. Mr. Thomas Livesey, of Preston, 
England, a most earnest social reformer, 
and who has been called the father of the 
temperance movement, years ago, when 
the Prohibitionists firet took the field, 
issued a most cogent and exhaustive 
pamphlet, in which he warned his old 
co-workers of the fatal error they were 
falling into, and predicted that, even 
could they obtain—which wae altogether 
improbable—the total legislative sup­
pression of the liquor traffic, the result 
would largely disappoint their expecta­
tions.

A LITTLE WAR ON THE LARES.

The Effort* of United Stales Officers to 
to Take Possession of a Canadian Tug- 
▲ Lively Fight and go Amicable Settle- 
.meut.
(Special Despatch to the Nets York Timet.)
Clx’-vbland, Nov. 22.—A speck of war 

on the" northern frontier has just been 
peaceabi’y adjusted. A few weeks ago the 
tug Crm'ader, belonging in Port Huron, 
was tied a'p at Fair Port, on a claim of $2 - 
860, held .by Smith, Cant & Co., of this 
city. One night the captain appeared on 
board and Differed the firemen to get up 
steam, and tho engineer to make ready to 
put to sea. H.'s commands were obeyed, 
and the men soon began loosening the boat 
from the pier. The keeper ordered them 
to stop, and threatened to- shoot, but soon 
found that men were at work on both 
ends, and that resistance wae useless. The 
boat waa soon started out into the lake at 
a rapid rate, the keeper being carried with 
the others to Port Sarnia, where he 
was landed. A week- ago last 
Monday, Assistant United States Dis­
trict Attorney Meyer and Deputy United 
States Marshal Odell, armed with a decree 
of court and an order of sale, started for 
Sarnia to get possession of the boat. She 
was found by the officers in the possession 
of a deputy sheriff, held on a Canadian 
claim of $232. It was agreed that if this 
claim wae paid theveesel would be released. 
The money wae raised by Gen. Meyer and 
paid to the City Solicitor, who promised 
that all should be right. The proper 
papers were taken for the money, and the 
United States officers went on boarff a tug 
which had been secured to tow the Crusa­
der out of the harbour. Upon coming 
alongside, a number of men were seen on 
board the Crusader, including a deputy 
sheriff and the Chief of Police. This could 
hardly be understood, and trouble wae 
feared. Nevertheless, the officers went 
forward. As the second tag came along­
side the Crusader, the man in charge called 
out, “Don’t you comeee here. If yon-at­
tempt it I'll shoot- yen dead," at the same 
time displaying » revolver. Gen. Meyer 
signed the matter with them, explaining 
how he had papers ef release, and called-the

The Chief replied by ordering 
his prisoner to be carried from the boat by 
force. Upon the dock the General said that, 
being on land he would go peaceably. The 
Chief said he would coniine his prisoner in 
gaol till Monday. The latter asked to be 
carried before the Mayor, whom he had 
met, and his request was granted. After a 
short hearing the prisoner was released, 
and his revolver returned. The Consul 
was next sought. He said that nothing 
could be done in the case, bat at length he 

a despatch to Secretary Evarts, 
setting lorth the facts in the case. The 
reply of the Secretary said that if the boat 
could be got without violating treaty regu­
lations, it could be tilken. Gen. Meyer 
showed this to the Mayor and he ordered 
the Chief ef Police to go to the boat and 
give the United States officers peaceful 
possession ; but npen arriving at the dock 
i;he Sheriff, with a strong posse, was found 
on board, having taken possession in behalf 
of heavy creditors in Canada. This was a 
serious obstacle, but just at this moment a 
despatch was received from William A. 
Moore, an attorney of Detroit, saving that 
if they would come there their claim would 
be satisfied. This was gladly complied 
with, and the Cleveland claim on the con­
tested boat was satisfied. The officers 
arrived in Cleveland to-day.
