Action Against an ex-Mayor of Mont-
real for False Arrest.

LECAL'TY OF THE ORANGE ORDER.

The Troubles of 1878.—Interesting Partic-

ulars Comcerming the Famous §pecl-l

Constables—Tesiimony of Sir Franels

Hincks. s

MoxTRRAL, Oct. 1.—The case of Grant v. u
'was begun (i:is moruing in_the Superior Court be-
fore Mr. Justice MacKay. The action is taken by
Mr. David Grant, County Master of the Orange
Order in the City of Montreal, against ex-Mayor
Beaudry for $10,000 for iliegal arrest on 12th July,
1878 The suit is defended on the ground that l':
Beaudry in making the arrest only exercised a pu
lic right, which was vested in him in his official
capacity as Mayor.

THE DECLARATION.

The case was opened by Mr. Joseph Doutre, Q%..,
with the reading of the declaration in the suit,
which sets forth the causes of the action, and
claims damages, the ground taken being that the
plaintiff was illegally arrested on the 12th of July,
1878, by order of the defendant whilé dcting as a
peaceable citizen, snd when 1-yvfully attempting to
proceed to the celebration of Divine service.

THE PLAINTIFF'S CASE.

After the reading of the declaration, a number of
witnesses were examined, among othérs Mr. William
Johnson, & Grand officer in the Orange Order, and
Messrs. A. Allan and F. Hamilton. The examination
chiefly turned upon the character of the Orange
constitution as rendering it a Secret Society.

Frep. Hamiuron, District officer in the Order,
stated, in examination, that he knew of nothing
secret about the Society, that he had seen most of
what was termed the Orange “ritual” in print, that
there was no secret managing committee, that all
meetings of the Committee were open to members,
and that there was no secrect provision by which
they were found to disobey the law if so directed.

At the conclusion of his evidence the Court ad-
journed i ]

In the afternoon, after some unimportant evi-
dence, Mr. Fred Hamilton was examined by Mr.
Edward Carter, Q C. He wore no insignia upon the
occasion of the arrest, except a goid band round the
bat ; be did not put on that band for that particu-
lar ion ; wason h back as & of the

rocession ; did not see Mr. Grant in the cells ; saw

im in the afternoon when he was out on bail. He
considered himself bound to observe certain regu-
lations spoken of by Mr. Carter, just as he was
bound in honour to observe prnivacy in bis personal
correspondence.

(The regulations referred to concerned the pre-

servation of secrecy in regard to the proceedings of
the Qrange institution.) ‘ )

Question—Do you consider the rules in question
binding upon you ? .

Answer—I cnsider them binding only when in
accordance with the law of the land.

A young man named Gilbert was next examined.
He was beaten on the afternoon of July 12th, 1878,
by special constables, by about a dozen of them.
He wasin a carriage with a detective, in which he
had been taken from the Orange Hall. The de-
tective stopped to go into a saloon. Witness was
pulied out and beaten. He became ineensible ten
minutes after the beating.

Cross-examined by Mr.,Roy—The detective, he
understood, was from Hull, near Ottawa. He con-
sidered that the detective must have spoken of him
outside the carriage, a8 he had done nothing to at-
tract attention.

WiLLiAZ SHARPE, one of the bandsmen on the
12th of July, 1875, was the next witness. In com-
ing through Jacques Cartier square that day, he
was struck with a baton on the back of the head by
a special constable ; he was stunned by the blow.
The special constable was arrested, but not tried.
Witness thought he was released without trial.

By Mr. Roy—The assailant was arrested on the
spot, but was never tried. Other special constables
were present, but made no effort Lo preveat the
blow. The name of the assailant was Martin Hynes.
Witness believed he was committed to the care of
the special constables and released by them.

The evidence of Mr. Sharpe was corroborated by
the next witness, also one of the band on the day in
question.

Chief of Police PARADIS procuced a list of the
special constables. Their religion had been noted.

Question by Mr. DouTrRE—Have you made a classi-
fication of these men according to their nationality
and religion ?

The question was objected to by Mr. Carter as ir-
relevant, but the objection wasoverruled.

WiTsess answered as follows— Number sworn in,
486 ; English, 4 ; Irish, 167 ; German, 6 ; Scotch, 3 ;
Italian, 1; French, 2; French Canadian, 96 ; Bel-
gian, 1; British Canadian, 186. Those classed as
British Canadians include Irish born in this coun-
try. The 186 mentioned as British Canadian men,
with few exceptionsy were Irish Catholies. Alto-
gether about 378 were Irish Catholics He had
trouble in keeping the special constables from
shouting and making a disturbance in the streets.
He saw no sttempt made to injure Hamilton. He
did not think there would be trouble on the 12th of
July if the Orangemen had been left alone.

Wm. JoHNSTON testified to the fact that the plain-
tiff had been put under arrest by the High Con-
sable.

Cross-questioned by Mr. Carter, Q C.—We as-
sembled in the lodge room onthe morning of the
12th July, 1878. Plaintiff wore a regalia, consisting
of an sash. His rank in the order is known
as County Master. We intended going to church in
a ol - . v 4 :

The Court—One proclumation was published on
July 6th and another later, on 9th instant.
Witness comtinuing—I am a member of the
order and the lodge is known as the * Duke
of York ™ As County Master the plaintiff is & mem-
ber of every lodge.

Taoxas SiMPsoN, sworn, said he had been in the
Orange Hall, 8t. James street, on the morning in
question. He had seen high constable - Bissonnette
and Detective Lafor. He seen one of the offi-
cers come forward and state that he had a warrant
for his (Mr. Grant’s) arrest and inform that person
that he might come down and give bail, which could
be effected during the day.

Rev. C. A. Doupist, sworn,—I am a member of
the Orange Order. I have been 80 for 6 years. I
was notified by the Order, and intended to preach a
sermon at Stanley Street Church regarding the
po itical aspect of the Association. It is the inten-
tion of the Order to defend the Crown s0 long as the
ruling sovereign is of the Protestant faith. Regard-
ing the memory of the Battle of the Boyne that is
mere sentimentality, the religious observance be-
ing all that the brotherhood have to do with in this
cointry. I have not been long a member of the
Order, but I think that during the time of the
Fenian raid, had the disturbance arrived at serious
proportions, the brotherhood in Ontario might be
found an important element. I think the route of
the procession advertised had been the shortest
possible.  The conmstitution of the Loyal
Orange Associstion of British North Am-
erica is binding on all lodges in the Do-
minion. I think the exhibis, No. 1, which
was a copy of eaid rules, looked like the code in
question. The said exhibit contains the obligations
of an Orangeman. Regarding the cath of secrecy,
he thougnt it applied no more in the present case
than it would to any order or profession, which
would not wish to have their inner workings made
known. He had pever seen the obligations of the
several degrees Krlnbed, but thought the rules were
comparatively the same. The Royal Arch is not the
highest order. He (Mr. Grant) might obtain the
bilack, scarlet ana the red cross. Witness thought
there were about six or seveh lodges in the city.
The Secretary holds the custody of the records. The
Grand Master is custodisn of the rituals. He could
not pame any such office-holders as he had not at-
tended his lodge, the *“ Lorne,” for the past three
years. A member taking the obligation repeats the
obligation after the Grand Master, and swears to the
same by placing his hand on tne Bible. Never
knew any matter embodied in the code which was
hostile to the civil laws.

ANDREW ALLEN, sworn, said—He had been a resi-
dent of the city for forty years. He knew of such a
society as the Orange order. To his personal know-
ledge, he was not aware that they were hostile to
other classes. He had seen mention of a discon-
tlaaggment of public spirit prior to ghe 12th July,

Freprrick HAMILTON, ‘sworn,—There were five
other prisoners in the cell with me when I was
arrested, who were also arrested at the same time.
From the 15th July until the 18th October there
were very few days that we did not put inan ap-
pearance at Court, either at the Police Court, orin
the Court of Queen’s Bench. Three dollars a day, I
think, is a moderate calculation of what the plain-
tiff might have earned during the 29 days he attended
at Court. The Orange body did not intend to sttack
anybody on the 12ta July in question. The attack
was feared from the Roman Catnolics of Montreal,

but specially from the special constables, by whom
1 was maltreated. g

Fhe-evidenco was objected to by the defence and
overruled by the Court. —_— —

The witness then detailed the facts connected with—
his arrest, which he stated was made without s
warrant, and that had he no other protection except
that of the regular police in charge of him a$ the
time of his arrest, he would have apprehended
murder from the special constables, from whose at-
tacks on Notre Dame street they endeavoured to
protect him. Witness had belonged to the Order
since 18¢6. He went to the front at the time of the
Fenian raii as_a volunteer Orangeman. Witness
could not see how the Orange Order was a secret
one, except for the password given every year, by
which Orangemen were enabled to know each other.
He was not aware of any names of members being
kept secret that are not published once a year. The
book in every lodge contaihing the members’ names
is cpen to all members for inspection.

The Court then adjourned.

MoxTrEAL, Oct. 2.—In the Orange case
to-day,

JouN GILBERT, jeweller, was sworn,
He said, I got beaten very severely on the
12th July, 1878, between two and three
o'clock in the afternoon. I was beaten by
a dozen of the special constables. They
beat me and struck me with sticks like the
spokes of a cartwheel. I was put ina
carriage in charge of a detective, The de-
tective got out and went into Gaspard
Mathieu’s saloon. While the detective
was absent I was set on to by a crowd and
beaten till I became insensible. I was
surrounded by special constables and
rescued by a policeman, It seems to me
the detective must have {0ld some of them.,
I gave no provocation, nor did I wear any
Orange colours which could be seen.

. WiLLiam SHARPE, bandman, said, I was
in tbe band of the lst Prince of Wales’
on 12th of July, 1878, and we were com-
ing up Jacques Cartier Square, and while
playing the flute I was violently struck on
4he head by a special constable, I was 1

knocked senseless, The special policeman
was arrested, but he was not tried. I be-
lieve he left the o 'gh.la?fd not go home
until three o’clock ay.

Jamzs McRoBiE—I witnessed the assault
on the previous witness. I was in the
front rank. ** The *‘ specials” crowded us
closely, The -assault was made the east
side of the monument. I had the man ar-
rested two or three days after by Decteo-
tive Lafon. He was not tried because he
did not put in an appearance. H:{nn bai}

HercULE PARADIS, chief e,
sworn :—I am in possession of a book con-
taining the names of the special con-
stables. They were asked their names, na-
tionality, and religion when they were
sworn in.

Objected to by the defence,

Wrryess—The whole number sworn in
was 486. They are made up as follows .—
4 English, 187 Irish, 6 Americans, 3
Scotch, 1 Italian, 2 French, 96 French
Canadians, 1 Belgian, 186 British Cana-
dians,

Mr. DoutrRE—Now please mention some
of the names of the.specials coming under
the head of British Canadians,

WirNess (reading)—James Mlnning, 22
years; John Shannon, 18 years; John
Harkins, 23; Wm. Moore, 21 ; Francis
Crombie.

Mr, DouTRE—Now is i1t not true that
with a very few exceptions, the 186 specials
under the head of British Canadian were
Irish Roman Catholics ?

Wrrness—It is true.

Mr. DoutrRE—So that out of 486 special
constables, about 373 were Irish Catholics ?

WrrNess—Yes, [ was in charge of the
specials. They were very unmanageable,
I could scarcely keep them in line, . There
was a great deal of shouting. When Fred-
erick Hamilton passed by me there was
great excitement along the line. I did not
see any attempt to grab him,

Cross-examined—The specials were sworn
in by the Recorder and erman
There were three oaths taken by
:Eecinh. The one referring to their doing,

eir duty ‘‘honestly ” was read.) The
arrest of Hamilton ap to give great
satisfaction to the people outside.

To Mr. Doutre—I do not think the
Orangemen would have been the aggres-
sors had they been permitted to march.

To Mr. Roy—I had some treuble to keep
the special constables in their place.

Father Lasee, Priest of the Society of
Jesus, and one of the instructors cf St.
Mary’s College, was called by Mr. Doutre
to prove the existence of that order in
Canada, and that such order was a secret
one.

The defence objected on the ground of
irrelevancy.

Mr. DouTre said he wanted to show that
the oath contained something treason-
able,

His HoxNoURr sustained the objection that
such evidence was foreign to the suit, and
inimical to the interests of justice.

JEAN BTE. BEAUDRY, sworn—I am 70
years of age. I was Mayor of Montreal
during the years of 1877-78. I remember
that I was requested to protect the Orange-
men. J heard that a man named Hackett
was murdered, but I knew nothing what-
ever of the circumstances of the case,

By Mr. Doutre—Was it reported to you
that he was in the procession and wore
Orange colours ?

Objected to as irrelevant.
overruled.

WirNess—Yes, it was said thats man
was murdered, and that a mob was gath-
ering on Victoria Square, .

Mr, DouTRE—You are an old resident of
Montreal. Can you tell me when Orange-
ism was first introduced into this country ?

Wirxess—No, but when I travelled
through Upper Canada I fwnently slept in
Orange lodge rooms. hen I visited
Ottawa in the summer of 1878 it I:". for
the purpose of representing to the Premier
the fact that the troops about being sent
to the city were biassed by religious feel-
ings. The visit was without result, and
the men came on. They had fired a shot
at a little girl from the car conveying them
home, which, 1 think, is conclusive proof
of my suspicions as %o what the corps were
com of.

By Mr. Carter—Did you issue a procla-

mation on the 5th July rding the
demonstration about to hk:’p%:oo ?
. Wrrxess—Yes. (The lamation re-
ferred to was identified the witness,
and also the counter proc ion issued
by the plaintiff in this suit.) He refused
er. Grant the protection he asked for.
He told him, however, he would do what
he could, provided the regalia, banners,
music, and ancient usages of the society
when making displays were dispensed
with. He had nothing to do with the se-
lection of the 500 constables, The ies
who made the affidavit prevented the pro-
cession from :sking plgn;e. }xtcad of the
Orangemen leaving ftheir uietly
they remained in the hall, g'l'.?.ht.sqtroopo
were too near the Orangemen in his opin-
ion, as feeling was exhibited by
them. The lpeci;lnniehn.ved as good citi-
zens, and he had never heard anything, or
known of a charge being made to the con-
trary, which could be substantiated. He
remained in front of the Orange Hall all
day, with the exception of a few minutes,

CHARLES GLACEMEYER, sworn—He be-
lieved the Orangemen would not have com-
mitted a breach of the peace. The regalia
would, in his opinion, have provoked a
riot.

JoHN H. IsaAcsoN, sworn—Said he was
a justice of the peace. He resided in
Montreal for 40 yeass. To the best of his
remembrance the order was introduced into
this city about 30 years ago. He never
knew of an Orangeman injuring any one
;vho differed from him in hi refigionl be-

ief.

J. TANNER, ex-policeman, sworn—Said
he was in a carriage conveying members
home from the hall, when the vehicle door
was broken in by the specials. He pre-
sented his rifle in order to intimidate them,
and ordered the driverto go faster, One
of the parties was arrested for beating a
youth and given in charge of the ocon-
stables, e did not know what had been
done to him.

James CUNNINGHAM sworn—Said, on the
12th July, 1878, he saw a crowd thered
around a in which was a boy with
regalia on. Some of the specials headed
the mob. He remonstrated with them,
saying it was their duty to protect the
youth. They refused to do so. A police
sergeant who came along soon after took
the boy to a place of safety,

J. Carr, policeman, sworn, said—While
on duty at ice station on the morn-
ing of the 12th July, 1878, a s 1 came
to him, and flourishing his baton said,
“D—-n you, I have as much suthority
now &8 you, and I'll break your head be-
fore night.” He saw the specials on the
street waving their clubs, and heard them
cheering repeatedly. He complained to the
sergeant at the time regarding their un-
ruly conduct. He saw no person arrested
that day clothed in regalia,

THoMAS INGRAM, sworn, said—The
specials abused him, and called him an
““ Orange ———" repeatedly, He was
preparing to march in procession, and was
on horseback at the time. He remained in
front of the hall half .an hour previous to
his arrest.

JouN DovLE, sworn, said he saw a car-
riage driving away from the Hall with one
of the Orangemen. ' The specials were hoot-
ing and yelling around the vehicle and
threatening the occupants. The policeman
brought his rifle to the shoulder and pre-
vented bloodshed.

Ald. MERCIER, sworn, said he took a
gromment part in the troubles on the 12th

uly. - He thought a detachment of the B
Battery would have been sufficient to pre-
serve the peace of the city. #here was a
feeling that it would nof be desirable to
call out the local troops. The * specials ”
exhibited their animosity when the arrests
of the Orange leaders took place. He saw
no act of violence during tgo day on the
part of the 500 extra constables, It was
not expected that the Orangemen would
create a disturbance. The whole trouble
was anticipated to arise from the Irish
Roman Catholics, The proclamation of
the Mayor regarding gatherings of people
on the street was not enforced. He only
heard of ome case .of assault on the

part of the specials, He saw one of
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“them knock an Orangeman’s hat off

and he went to Mr. oyers, who thought
it prudent to keep them prisoners till the
evening. .

CHRISTOPHER SONNE testified—I went
to the City Hall with others to find Mayor
Beaudry, then to Jacques Cartier Bank. I
could not find the yor. I wasin the
hall during the day, and when the two
boys were beaten by the specials. Wit-
ness described the rush upon the Orange
Hall, when the Union Jack came out, I
saw the ials around the Orange Hall,
though there was no attempt

to enter the hall. From the manner
in which the specials behaved, I think the
procession would have been molested.

MoxTREAL, Oct. 3.—In the Orange case
the first witness for the defence was

Sir Francis Hinoks, who testified that
he had been a resident of Canada for forty-
seven years, and that durin‘ that time he
had taken a prominent part in public mat-
ters. He had known that there was such
an organizatien as thé O order just
as it was known to the public generally.
He could not say that he had any
experience of ions in the Pro-
vince of Quebec, and did not recollect
ever having seen one,’ except that at the
funeral of Hackett. He was not aware
that there had been Orange processions in
the Province of Quebec. He had had ex-
perience for 50 years, and had found that
where Orange processions were allowed,
disturbances invariably t.ok place. It was
never intended that Orangemen should
walk in cities, They never did in Cork,
Limerick, or even Dublin. The whole
principle of Orangeism was Protestant
ascendancy, and it was not to be expected
that Roman Catholics would like it.

Mr. CARTER~Can you ':lhk:::lgether the

estion of Orangemen in proces-
gnwuonr mt to the atteftion of

Mr. DouTrRE objected, and his Honour
overruled the objection. 2

Sir Fraxcis Hincks—It is notorious that
the question was brought before the Im-
periAq] Parliament on a motion asking for a
discourag tof the pre ions

F. W. HexsHAW, sworn, for the plain-
tiffi, by permission of the Judge,
said, — I am not an Orangeman. I
know that no procession of Orangemen
took place in Montreal in 1878. I know
the public peace was not preserved in the
city that year. I saw a young man chased
in Victoria Square and brutally beaten
near Clendenning’s Gore, I went to his
assistance and got the best beating I ever
got in my life. My face was cut fright-
fully, and my head was awollen like a
wind-bag. I do not know how I ever
lived through it. I was finally rescued by
a French Canadian. I did not see any
Orange colours displayed by any one on
that occasion.

Cross-examined by Mr, Roy—He did not
know whether the Orangemen ' attended
church service on that occasion, but
thought they did. Not being & member
he took no particular interest in their
movements.

Sir Fraxcrs Hixcks' evidence was con-
tinued. He was aware that opinions were

iven by the Attorney-General for Upper
ada in 1836 that Orange processions
were calculated to create breaches of the
peace, For a number of years there were
gnnl laws in Ireland against Catholics.

e knew the Orangemen and Protestants
of that country were the upholders of
those penal laws. Could not tell exactly,
but was aware that the Catholic population
of Montreal were in a large majority.

Taos. CRATHERN, sworn, said—He was
not a member of the Orange order at pre-
sent. He severed his connection 23 i:n
ago. He identified his signature in a book
produced, dated February, 1856. He had
no doubt the obligation in said book was
the one he had subscribed to. He could
not swear the book was the original record,
but he had no reason to doubt it. He $ook
three degrees. The different degrees were
given in privatelodges. His connection with
the order was ashort one. He knew nothing
of the ritual and never remembered hav-
ing seen the constitution before., He con-
limgerod the obligation read to him in Court
a very necessary ome. If the book pro-
duced was a correct th:“' 4he had;:;o doubt
the obligation was that of an geman.
He dim remember having kissed a Bible
during the initiation, but if it was part of
the obiigntion, he supposed he did so.

BeErNARD TANSEY, sworn, said he was in
front of the Orange Hall all day on the 12th
July, 1878, He saw the windows of the
hd.{ open and heard singing and music.
The demonstrations of those inside were

ssive, With Sir Selby Smyth, he
aiged in clearing the square near the hall.
As a proprieter, he did hiz best to
keep the Orangemen from walking, for
the sake of preventing a serious disturb-
ance. He thought if the procession had
taken place with regalia and party tunes,
the consequence would have been riot and
murder.

By Mr. Doutre—If the procession took
place and ‘‘Croppies Lie Down” and
‘“Kick the Pope” had been played, the
feelings of the Catholics would have been
hurt ; they would be the injured ones and
would undoubtedly reply to it. He was
standing by when the special constables
were sworn in, He did not remember ad-
vising the Catholics to- go and become

ecial constables. He assisted in rick;ng

em out and selected the best looking
men he could find. He never asked lﬁy
applicant about his religious belief. e
was not a member of the Catholic Union ;
was a member once but withdrew from it.
He thought the Orange and Blue polours
were most objectionable to Irish Catholics.

Davip Graxt, County Master, sworn,
wqjd—I am County Master of Hochel
eount{. I received my appointment in
open lodge, I believe there are about 3,000
members of the order in Montreal, which
includes dilatory ones, that is those who
are poor attendants. I have taken four or
five degrees, I recognize a book shown as
the Orange Constitution, dated 1869, in
which a few slight changes of no conse-
quence are observable, e Orange obli-
gation is the obligation taken throughout
all the degrees. The obligation in writi
produced ré}:peued to be that of the Roy

Arch purple degree, though I am not posi-
tive, as I have never seen it in writing be-
fore, exceptingin Court. The book pro-
duced is the Orange ritual. I took the
obliqation of an Orangeman, and I still
consider it binding upon me. The Orange
Association has existed in Montreal
since 1845, The meetings held previous
to the 12th July, 1878, were for
the gnrpooe of making arrangements
for the proposed demonstration. I pre-
sided at a meeting held that year, when
several gentlemen presented a paper pur-
ggrting to come frem the clergymen of

ontreal declaring there was no doubt of
the right to meet, but requesting that for
the sake of peace the proposed demonstra-
tion should not take place. The meeting
was unanimous in the desire to walk,
Canon Baldwin and the other clergymen
were gentlemen, and did not require to be
told to withdraw when they had finished
their business, It is customary to have a
tyler at the door of the lodge room. In
Ontario the tyler usually wears an'old rusty
sword as a badge of office,

THE DEFENCE.

Mr. MacMastER, without addressing the jury,
called

Rev. Father LawsoN, chaplain in the female prison
for three years, who said—The accused was sent to
prison the 28th June last, but it was not the first
time she had been there.

GOLD AND SILVER.

Prospecting for the Precious Metals in
Nova Feetia.
Haurax, N. 8., Oct. 5,—During the
E:t week quite a number of persons have
n prospecting at the Middlefield gold
distriot, Queen’s Co., with satisfactory re-
sults. In one place two leads of quartz
were visible on the surface, and a trench
was dug north and south across the belt of
rock, and four other belts were disclesed
from two to six feet under the surface, The
leads run about east and west, the northern
one being three inches, the next two five
inches and eight and a half inches respect-
ively, and the southern one two and a half
inches thick. The leads showed, when
found, portions of galena, copper, and iron,
On Wednesday a blast was put in and gold
found in a portion of quartz turned out at
a distance of three feet. Two of the leads
run together, making one wide lead.
Whether the gold is contained in the leads
in paying quantities is yet to be demon-
strated, Bubscriptions to the stock of a
consolidated company are coming in as new
developments are made. Near Mill village,
also in Queen’s Co., it is said a vein of
quartz has been discovered cighteen inches
in width, containing valuable specimens of
silver ore,

Operations of a Gang of
‘ Burglars,

Criminal Negleet of the Authorities— No
Efforts Made to Arrest the Offenders—
Citizens Arming Themselves— Gemeral
Feeling of Danger.
In to the population, there is
not a vi in Can that within the
past two has been the sceme of so
much law. and crime as Weston,
Murders, stabbing affrays, and bn:ghriu
are the prominent items of the record, and
half a dozen or more dwelling
houses had been broken into, and their
owners plundered, within the last three
-months, the authorities steeped apparent.
ly in & Rip Van Winkle slumber, have
not made the slightest effort to solve the
mystery. There can be little doubt but
the various robberies have been trated
by the same gang, and it is equally cer-
tain that the operators are residents of
the neighbourh Successful so far in all
their ventures, securing more or less
money on each occasion, and learning by
experience that the local magistrates are
indifferent to everything outside their own
every-day business, they have evidently
come to the conclusion that théy are mas-
ters of the situation and can gratify their
own sweet will at leisure,

The last and boldest burglary was com-
mitted on Thursday ' morning, about
one o'clock, on Mrs. Saunders, pro-
prietress of a grocery store located in the
most populous portion of the village, with-
in fifty yards of a magistrate’s house, and
only a few feet further distant from the
residence of one of the village constables,
Mrs. Saunders’ story, as related to a re-
porter of The Mail, is to the effect that on
awaking about the time above mentiened,
she saw two men standing st the foot of
her bedstead. Neither man was masked,
and both of them appeared of medium
height, rather slim, and one of them of
fair complexion, light hair, and small side
whiskers of a sandy colour. They imme-
diately left her room, and, from the quiet-
ness of their movements, she is of the im-
pression that they had on overshoes. She
also states that she experienced a peculiar
odour in her room, and, from her confused
state and dull sensation in the head, is in-
clined to believe that chloroform had been
administered te her. She expressed her-
self as too much frightened to go down
stairs for some little time after the depar-
ture of the burglars, but when she did
muster courage to do so she found her
dress lying on the ‘floor of the sitting-
room, her purse opem and emptied
of its contents, some sixty odd dol-
lars, lying alongside. She also found
a white pocket handkerchief on the floor
belonging to one of the thieves, and that
had evidently been dropped in the hurry of
their departure. Mrs. Saunders says that
the handkerchief smelled similar to the
odor that filled the room when she first
awoke, The finding of the handkerchief
linked to the above facts favours strengly
her opinion that chloroform was adminis-
tered, and her feeling duringthe day is also
strongly corroborative of the same. It is
a peculiar fact worth mentioning thata dog
owned by Mrs. Saunders, which she pro-
nounces a good watch dog, generally very
noisy if any one is moving around at night;”|
on this occasion did not, to her knowledge,
make the slightest noise. The dog, when
she retired to rest, wag shut in the sitting-
room, but when she entered this room at
the time she discovered her dress and
empty purse the dog was not there, but
was shortly afterwards found in the back

ard, It is highly improbable that the

coaxing him. How the burglars entered the
house is a matter of conjecture, After pass-
ing down stairs, they unlocked the hall door
and passed out o the street; but appear-
ances would indicate that they had gained
admissien by - the verandah, and
enteri a front window that has
no fastening, and which could be easily
lifted from the outside.

Up to the present time not one of tlhe
resident magistrates or village constables
have considered it their duty to visit Mrs.
Saunders, of make the slightest enquiry
into the robbery.

In tact, the record of crime in Weston
the past few months not only conclusively

rove that some desperate scoundrels are
Focated in the village or neighbourhood,
but equally preve that no matter how much
the lives or security of the villagers is
threatened, the authorities aré determined
not to interfere. A general feeling of in-
security pervades the village. Already re-
spectable residents are providing them-
selves with firearms, and'it is probable that
an indignation meeting will be held at an
early day to protest against the disgraceful
supineness of the authorities.

t should be stated that Mrs. Saunders’
son, a {oung man of about twenty years of

FIRE AT OTTAWA.
The Roof of the Commons Chamber in
Flames.

Orrawa, Oct. 3. —About twenty minutes
to 12 o'clock this morning, the employés
in the House of Commons department were
thrown into a state of excitement by a cry
of ‘“fire,” caused by flames having been
discovered issuing from .the roof of that
section of the building more immediately
over the Commons Chamber and at the
north-west end. Mr. Dube, chief messen-
ger, was oue of the first to hear the alarm,
and at once rushed to the boiler room,
wher the pumps were set to work under
the guidance of Mr. Smith, the new engi-
neer. A supply of water was speedily o
tained, three streams being secured on the
outside and two on the inside in the attic
between the ili of the Commons
Chamber and the outer roof. The next
movement was the removal of the Speaker’s
chair, the members’ chairs, and everything

ble from the Chamber itself, Hon.
. Langevin lending active aid and direct-
ing the operations of willing hands.
Aldirm was also given from box No,
2 in the city, and the fire brigade
turned out. By the time of eir
arrival, however, the flames were so far
under control that they could render no
assistance. The ceiling of the Commons
chamber is composed of glass, and as many
of the panes were broken by the weight of
water and falling stones, the water came
down in torrents, deluging the carpets and
all the furnishings. The fire started in a-
very dangerous place, and soon extended
along the roof the length of the chamber.
There are a number of frame rafters here,
affording a t quantity of material for
the ﬁrem%en and made still more danger-
ous by being almost unapproachable, being
covered on the inside by lath and plaster
and the outside by the ulates. The only
wonder is that the progress of the flamos
was stopped before greater damage re-
sulted. As it is, several hundred do %
worth of inj has been done to the
roof. A number of es of glass
have been broken, and tﬁ? carpets and
furnishings of the chamber have been
nearly ruined, The plaster too is much
injured. Itis difﬁouﬂ to estimate theloss,
but it will probably be not less than eight
hundred dollars. It is said to have origin-
ated by the upsetting of a charcoal brazier
used by tinsmiths at work on the roof,
the sparks igniting the frame work. The
Sergeant-at-Arms was hard at work, and
there were scores of willing assistants. It
will be no small job to restore the Commons
chamber to its former loveliness. The
Dominion Police, under the active super-
intendence of Sergeant Connors, rendered
very necessary aid in keeping out the in-
truders, whose numbers threatened to

interfere with the work of the employés.
