Rellgnons in Carthage
In the Third Century.

The fortunes of Carthage which
for long ages balanced that of Rome,
came to an end in 146 B. C.in a
disaster, writes Father d’Ales in
Eiudes (Pari¢) wbich seemed al-
irreparable Nevertheless,
before tweniy years had elapsed, a
colony under the leadership of Caius
Gracous seitled on the gite of the
great city’s rmin, and having ac-
cepted the teaching of Christianity
grew eventually to be the most
splendid and the most enlightened
city of Byzsotium as the illnstrions
ozmes of Tertullian, prrun snd

Readers of Flaubert will remem~-
ber how Salambo died - for having
desecrated the robe of Tanit. Like
all the old Semitic races, the Carth-
aginians worshipped Baal apd As=
tarte, the latter being represented
by the goadess Tanin.

———

Besides these, the flerce Moloch,
whom human blood alone could pro-
pitiate, ruled the minds and actions
of men, The goddess was, however,
suprems, ranking with the gods as
did Juno of the Roman mytbology.
Later in its history ceme the wor=
ship of Mithra, which, as the bius-
torian Tertullian notes, bears a re=
markable analogy to Christianity in
many of its rites, The god Mithra,
for example, promises through bap-
tism, the remission of gins ; an offer-
ing of bread is exacted by him from
all faithfull believers; according to
his teaching, a general resurreotion
of the virtuous will take place at
the close of human history.

It is of jnterest to us more par-
ticularly at the present day to note
that this great commeroial centre of
the world alse passed through its
phase of spiritist and theosophie
soiences,

Tertullian mentions that spirite
rapping was at one time seriously
considered by a large part of the
population ; the medium even ss we
koow that individual at the present
day, became almost as great a nuis-
ance as, subsequently, the so-oalled
“mathematician” or prophet of the
Baxter type, Bureaus of malevol-
ence sprang tup thronghont Car-
thage, at ' which on payment of a
small sum, apy person might call
down maledictions upon hie evemy,
the efficacy of whioch was guaran-
eed by the commeraial spirit who
presided over the burean in question,
In the midst of this gross pagan-
iem, however, the religion of Christ
grew steadily if obscurely. In ‘the
apostolio age, the Gospel hgd sl-
ready taken root on Pamic soil, and
won over many influential Carth-
agioians to ils teachings, Beforg
the end of the seeond oentury,
Christian Africa bad already given
to the Churoh its first martyrs.

That the Cboroh was flourishing,
is sbown by the fact that Agrippin-
us, Bishop of Carthsge, was able
from Punic territory alone, to bring
together, in the second century, a
council composed of seventy
Fathers. Besides the usual hierarchi-
oal orders, Christian women exer~
cised those duties a8 teachers and
curses, which at the present day are
exercised by npauos. OCommunion
services were held every Junday at
the churches, the Catechism was
publioly taught, even rich men and
women organized a society for ren-
deripg devotional jhooors to Christ,
and colleotions, as much for pablic
charity as for the support of the
churches were made on the first
Sunday of every month.

Paganism which had at first looke
ed upon the budding cburoh with
complete indifference, now consider-
ed its growth with feelings akin to
terror, “We are attacked on all
sides by Obristianity” the pagan
priests began to ory “and there is no
oondition of life which does not
show its Obristian conspirators
and as the Law according to the
Romasn, looked upon the Christian
a8 & being to be butchered for the
pleasure of a gathering of Roman
citizens, an ora of persecation began,
haviog as 1t8 objsol the eradication

The Catholic Church does not
deny any sort of evolution, in the
