Francis Joseph of Austria, is an ami-
able. intelligent and not incapable mon
arch. He was bern to abselute rnie ;
he came to the throne in trying times ;
his first political acts were not such as to
prejudice liberal minded men in his fav-
or. But he bas grown in a surprising
way. He has benefited by the hard
lessons given him in the school of neces-
sity. France defeated him, and depriv-
ed him of his Italian provinces. Prussia
defeated him, and held his empire at her
mercy. His peuvple were discontented.
Hungarian hated (‘roat ; German hated
Sclavonian, His army was weak ; his
government was sunk in debt. Thee
was no prospeet of iumpravement while
he kept in the old way. Fortunately for
him, he was a man who could learn, and
he determined to turn over a mew leaf.
He called Von Beust from Saxony, to
his assistance ; he put liberal-minded
men at the head of affairs ; he gave
Hungary her ancient privileges ; he es-
tablished free Parliaments for the dif-
ferent divisions of his empire ; he gave
the people their ecclesiastical, civil, and
political rights. Anstria is now in bet-
ter condition than she has been for cen
turies, and Francis Joseph rules over a
population which cannet accuse him of
despotic proclivities. Had he been a
more selfwilled man, he would probably
have ruined his govermmient ; had he
been a less teachable mam, he would
probably have lost his crown. His ul-
tramontane Catholicism has given wav ;
his political absolutisem hag left him ; the
prejudices of his place bave ceased to
