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The New Towi* Hall.
A good part of the time occupied

* by the Council on Monday night was 
taken up in discussing the report of 
the Market House Committee, re­
commending that tenders for the 
erection of a new Town Hall, on the 
site of the present vegetable market

" shed, be accepted. The report was 
adopted by a considerable majority, 
and it is now left to the ratepayers 
to say whether they will sanction 
the action of the Council, and pass

# the By-law for the issue of deben­
tures to defray the expense of 
building.

Everyone admits the necessity that 
exists for a new Town Hall. The 
only question is, where is the best 
location ? For our own part we con­
sidered that the extension of the 
present building was the best and 
most economical plan which could 
be devised, and we have yet to be 
convinced that a wing added to the 
west side would mar the architectu­
ral proportions of the present build­
ing. By addmg this the same ac­
commodation would be provided for 
market stalls as by the erection of a 
new building, the cost would be over 
$4,000 less, and the whole structure 
would be compact, convenient, and 
would give to us a hall unequalled 
in the Province. The Council how­
ever have decided in ..favor of a new 
and. separate building, which is pro­
posed to be built on the site of the 
present vegetable shed, and which 
will have access to it all round the 
lower story for market purposes. 
Above will be the Hall, with the 
necessary retiring -rooms, and in rear 
a large supper room.

The greatest objection fo this site 
as also to the extension of the pre­
sent building, is their proximity to 
the railway. Public meetings and' 
bluer gatherings are liable to be an­
noyed by the noise of trains and the 
screaming <$f locomotive whistles. 
Horses brought to market are also 
more liable to be frightened from 
their nearness to the trains. To ob 
viate this some propose that the new 
hall should be located farther up 
town, but the objection to this plan 
is that the lower storey in that case 
could not be utilized for market pur­
poses, as it would be inadvisable to 
divide the market. The Council­
or at least the majority^-hold that 
more market accommodation is ur­
gently required, but they will not 
consent |o put up any building but 
on town property, and as close as 
possible to the present Market 
House, so as to have all branches of 
the market as near each other as 
practicable.

The scheme is now before the 
ratepayers for their consideiation, 
and to them we refer it, promising to 
return to the subject at an early day.

News from Ottawa.
Ottawa, April 6th,

The friends of the member for Pro' 
vencher assert most positively that he 
will take his seat on Wednesday next.

There is also a report that Lieutenant' 
Governor Archibald, of Nova Scotia, is 
about to bersumrnoned to Ottawa for tho 
purpose of being examined as to his 
knowledge of certain transactions, in 
which Riel took part, during Mr. Archi­
bald’s administration in the Northwest.

Archbishop Tache is on his way to 
this city from Winnipeg.

Tho first sacrament in connection with 
the Reformed Episcopal Church of this 
city was dispensed in tho Wesleyan 
Methodist, yesterday afternoon, to a very 
large congregation, by Dr. Gallaher, in 
which fifty members of the Church of 
England united.

Contradictory rumours prevail with 
regard to Riel. It is now said that he 
attended church at Hull on Sunday in 
disguise.

The Citizen states that troops will be 
held in readiness on Wednesday in case 
of a disturbance.

The T/wfi^publisho3 a sixteen column 
supplement containing Archbishop 
Tache’s account of the trouble in the 
Nor’-West and matters relating to an 
amnesty.

A meeting of French Canadians was. 
held at Gatineau Point on Monday even­
ing, and resolutions were adopted that 
lliel should be protected, if arrested, and 
hat the Government should bo petition­

ed for an amnesty,

The London Times says s—“ It is 
worthy of note that in the late election 
not a single Roman Catholic has been re­
turned for any constituency in England, 
Wales or Scotland ; in fact with the ex­
ception of Glasgow, where Mr. Francis 
JCsrr offered himself on the Roman Cath­
olic platform and stood a contest, we are 
not aware of any place where any mem­
ber of that Church has offered himself as 
» candidate. This is the more strange 
since, from tho date of the passing of the 
Catholic Relief Bill' in 1829, nearly a 
dozen nobleman and gentleman of the 
religion have sat for different English 
constituencies.
