gressive party by a stam­
peded convention this after­
noon. Mr. Straus’s nomination 
came about underj circum­
stances that were ffot unex­
pected but dramatic. The 
former member of Roose­
velt’s cabinet, acting as the 
convention’s permanent chair­
man, was about to entertain 
a motion from former Lieut.- 
Govemor Woodruff, to ex­
pedite the roll call on the 
nominations for governor 
when a delegate from NeW 
York county leaped to his 
chair and demanded that he 
be heard.

MYSTERIOUS DISUSE KILLS
LTHOUGH tenders for the 

proposed big concrete» bridges 
across the Bow and Elbow 
rivers have been irf the hands 

of the .city commissioners, Mayor 
Mitchell and Commissioner Clarke 
for nearly two weeks, they have not 
yet been opened. The tenders should 
have been presented to the council last 
Tuesday night but were not forthcom­
ing.

Alderman Alex. McDougall and 
Alderman Riley, who are especially in­
terested in the concrete bridge plans, 
are intending to visit Mayor Mitchell 
in the morning and find out why the 
tenders have not been opened. Al­
derman Riley has just returned to the 
city and was surprised to find that 
nothing had yet been done with re­
ference t,o forwarding the plans for 
the bridges.

“Of course,” said Alderman Mc­
Dougall yesterday, “there may be 
some very good reasons why the tend­
ers have not been opened although 
we can conceive of none. We are 
going to consult with the mayor in 
the morning on the subject andx in­
sist on having the tenders presented 
to the council for consideration at the 
next meeting.”

It is understood that the tenders on 
the concrete bridges are away below 
the original estimates for bridges as 
furnished by various concerns some 
time ago.

The bridges include a big bridge to 
replace the Louise bridge which is to 
be moved to another point, a big high- 
level bridge at Centre street, and a 
big bridge to replace the Victoria 
bridge which it is planned to move to 
Fourteenth street.

Topeka, Sept. 7.—Because 
more than 4,000 horses died 
in Western Kansas since a 
mysterious disease broke out, 
army veterinaries at Fort 
Riley have established a 
quarantine prohibiting the 
bringing of any horses on the 
military reservation. Fort 
Riley is wholly a cavalry and 
artillery post, and there are 
more than 1,500 horses and 
mules there. The great mor­
tality has created a serious 
situation in Western Kansas, 
hundreds of farmers being 
left without animals to do the 
necessary work. All crops 
are going unharvested, and 
very little plowing or plant­
ing of spring wheat is being 
done.

Toronto, Sept. 6.—Members of the 
federal government came in for com­
mendation at tire annual meeting of 
the social and moral reform council

The minister of Justice was lauded 
In a resolution regarding race-track 
gambling. The executive was Instruct­
ed to urge upon the government to 
take action on the need of the sup­
pression of the white slave traffic In 
Canada. The council expressed ttsqlf 
as pleased with the decision of the 
mayor and police commissioners of 
Vancouver to enforce the law regard­
ing segregated areas of vice. The ex­
ecutive was Instructed to seek legisla­
tion to stamp out poligamy In Canada 
In connection with the next annual 
meeting here a moral and social re­
form congress will be held.

■ CIIM. ISJMIÏÏ OF THEFT
Was Recently Teller of the Merchants’ Bank of Vancouver, 

and Wifi be Sentenced Today

VrANCOUVER, B.C., Sept. 
Richard Fraser Ogilvie, for­
mer teller of the Merchants’ 
Bank of Vancouver, and 

later moved to Calgary, was today 
convicted of two charges of theft 
and conspiracy, and will be sen­
tenced tomorrow. The chief wit­
ness against him was Morris Mc- 
Cox, who was sentenced last 
March for the theft of one thou­
sand dollars. Cox declared with 
Ogilvle’s knowledge he had appro­
priated funds from the bank and 
had issued worthless checks in 
order to cover up their shortage. 
In a letter written by Ogilvie to

Cox from Calgary, the following 
occurs.

“I am worried to death. Believe 
me. If there was a dock to Jump off 
here I’d go and end It all. I be­
lieve they are holding me here to' 
see how I am fixed financially. 
Don’t leave any of my letters In 
your pockets, as I believe they 
would go through your pockets. 
Go through my old coats and des­
troy all my letters. If my brother 
wires to" you about me, "tell 'htm I 
got stuck for $1,400 on general se­
curities to oblige b friend. If 
they got wise we’d both be 
canned."

His Royal Highness the Duke of 

Connaught again added to his personal 
popularity last night at Paget Hall, 
when he sat among the members of 
the Legion of Frontiersmen and asked 
them to look upon him1 as one of them, 
and In a pretty Impromptu speech paid 
a glowing tribute to the men whom he 
said had helped to lay the foundation 
for the wonderful advancement that 
has been made In the west.

With the characteristic democracy 
that has endeared1 him to every man, 
woman and child In Calgary, his Royal 
Highness made every endeavor to 
carry out the spirit of his remarks. He 
laughed and chatted with the veterana, 
Joined In the choruses of the familiar 
songs. Including "The Boys of the Old 
Brigade” and “The Veteran’s Song," 
and applauded the numbers of Messrs. 
Hunter and Burbrldge and Ben Leuln, 
the latter of the Orpheum circuit.

Major Canon Hoggben Speaks.
His Royal Highness, accompanied by 

ill his staff, with the exception of 
Colonel Lowther, who was compelled 
to return east, arrived at the hall at 
10.20. The earlier part <jf the evening 
had been spent In short addresses, in­
cluding one by Major Canon Hoggben, 
late of the 15th Light Horse, In which 
he dwelt upon the value of patriotism 
of the right kind. He Said that he de­
sired not to take from any man or 
nation his or Its patriotism, but that 
true patriotism belonged to the land 
that gave men birth.

Referring to Canada's position In 
the empire, he said the time had past 
when she was considered a son or 
daughter, and that now she was pre­
pared to take her place as a grown-up 
man or woman, ready to do her duty 
toward the empire,, and that Canada 
should be prepared to defend Itself.

Duke Arrives.
As the Duke of Connaught entered 

the hall the orchestra played “ God 
Save the King," and Major Duncan 
Stuart, who presided at the smoker, 
stepped forward and welcomed his 
Royal Highness. Three resounding 
cheers were given—first for the royal 
guest, then for the Duchess, and then 
for Princess Patricia.

The Duke then held an Informal re­
ception, shaking 'hands with the grizz­
led veterans of (frontier days, and 
chatting with those near him.

Major Duncan Stuart then made a 
brief speech of welcome, referring to 
the fact that there were men present 
who bad seen service under the late 
Queen.Vlctorla, King Edward, and who 
were now willing to serve His Majesty 
the King faithfully to the end.

The Duke's Speech.
“I thank you very much dor these 

kind word» of welcome,” said his Royal 
Highness. "I am happy to assure you 
that It Is a great pleasure to meet so 
many of you.

"As I look at the many medals here 
I see that many of you have done great 
service for your sovereign. You have 
set an example In" the service you have 
rendered our king. These lives we 
may all do well to emulate.

ceived many queries regarding the 
colony. One fact that is not general­
ly known is that the Nightingale col­
ony was the first colony established 
in Alberta" province bv the Canadian 
Pacific railway on its “ready-made” 
farms. Most of the farmers are Old 
Country men and experts in potato 
and vegetable growing. There are no 
better potato growers in the world 
than these men which is one reason 
for the exceptionally high grade of 
their product. The season just now is 
at the right point for the marketing 
of potatoes in their most prime qual­
ity and Mr. Pamment is anticipating 
a big business-next week.

Nightingale is about forty miles 
from Calgary and a few miles north 
of Strathmore. Plans have already 
been perfected for the location there 
of a beet sugar factory and the district 
promises to be one of the greatest 
agricultural centres in Western Can­
ada.

Brewster is also arranging the details 
for the reception of their Royal High­
nesses, the Duke of Connaught, the 
Duchess and Princess Patricia, who ar­
rive at Banff September 13. They will 
be guests a't the Canadian Pacific rail­
way hotel, and Mr. Brewster has charge 
of the civic reception that will be 
given for the vice-regal party at the 
famous mountain resort. An elaborate 
series of entertainments has been 
planned.

**The business at Banff has been 
simply wonderful this summer,” said 
Manager Colladay. “Despite the big at­
traction of the Stampede at Calgary, 
the hotels'at Banff have been doing 
just as big a business as ever. Most of 
the tourists stopping there, however, 
planned to spend from one to three 
days at the Stampede.”

The pictures which impressed Sir 

Henry Pell at are entitled' “ Heads and 
Tails;” “When Horse jFlesh Comes 
High,” “In Without Knocking,” 
“Scouts” (a water color), and “Moving 
Camp.”

“Heads and Tails” portrays two cow- 
punchers roping cows in a cut coulee. 
One of the cowboys is riding a -bron­
cho, and the other has roped a cow. 
The rope has got under the mount’s 
tail, and the horse is ’bucking wildly, 
knocking over a calf with its forefeet. 
The picture is an excellent example 
of Mr. Russell’s exceptional power to 
portray vigorous action with lifelike 
fidelity.

A Picture of Western Tragedy.
“When Horse Flesh Comes High” is 

on the tragic order. A band of -horse 
thieves has been overtaken by a posse. 
One of the outlaw’s horses has been 
shot down, and- the rustler is lying be­
hind the crippled animal, shooting at 
his pursuers.

“In Without Knocking” portray® an­
other phase of cowboy life in the old- 
days. A hand of cowpunchers bent on 
rough fun- are riding their mounts into 
a saloon. One of the horses has 
broken through the wooden porch, and 
the scene js one .of/wild «hilarity. ’
