PtAT FUEL'

Dr. Haanel’s Experiments Full «9 
Promise For Canada.

Dr. Eugene Haanel, in a recent pam­
phlet, says that the 37,000 square 
m v k?* P68*1 already known form, 
probably, but a small fraction of the 
amount of this valuable fuel asset 
in existence in Canada.

He refers to the various expensive 
experiments made in Canada with 
new methods of manufacturing peat 
into fuel and expresses the opinion 
that it will be better to adopt the 
methods already proved successful in 
Europe and "leave experimentation 
and the development of new ideas to 
the future, when our peat industry 
is on a secure basis and peat-fuel in 
abundance on the market.

He thinks "We will then have gain­
ed in the manufacture of peat fuel 
along lines which are at present com­
mercial the necessary experience to 
warrant the hope that proposals for 
modifications and improvements of 
present processes will be based upon 
a thorough and practical understand­
ing of the nature of pent and the prin- 
ciples upon which future economy 
may reasonably be expected."

He goes on to say that to re-estab­
lish the confidence of the people of 
Canada in the value of peat as a 
domestic and industrial fuel, and to 
stimulate renewed activity in the de- 
velopment of our peat resources, the 
Government has acquired 300 acres 
of peat bog at Alfred, Ont., with an 
average depth of nine feet, for the 
purpose of manufacturing peat fuel 
on a commercial scale by a method 
wliich has proven successful in 
European practice.

The capacity of the Government 
plant is a production of 30 tons per 
day. Manual labor is employed ll 
excavating the fuel, but Dr. 1 
says that, for a large commercial 
mechanical excavators should 
manual labor.

The Government plant at 
not intended for the prodt 
peat fuel on an extensive 
is to serve as a model at a 
process.

IS NOT A WILDERNESS
LABRADOR DEFENDED BY A MAN 

WHO LIVED THERE.

Formsr Resident of Cenada'e Little
Known Territory Says It Is Not the
Bleak Inhospitable Placi So Fre­
quently Deecribod — Peopli Who
Live There Like It and Make a
Comfortable Living.

In most articles continual reference 
was made to the bleakness of aspect 
which is generafly regarded an char­
acteristic of Labrador and also to the 
Darren nature of that cold and rocky 
country. But though this is the gen- 
erally received opinion qf Labrador, 
it would seem that those who spent 
years on that somewhat forbidding 
coast have a different view to pieaent. 
In their eyes Labrador is a country 
where a man may make as good a 
living as in any other part of Canada 
and also where he may enj y consider- 
able comfort in the process. Mr. 
trank C. Crean, in a recent letter to 
Saturday Night, makes a strong pre­
sentation of this side of tin case.

Can anybody tell, he asks, why it 
Is that if Labrador is such a forbid­
ding country as it is said to he in f„ 
much of the literature dealing with 
it, the people ol Labrador are still 
willing to go on living on the const 
In appeals for money sent out in aid 
of the Grenfells hospitals and also in 
letters from stray visitors, we real 
of the terrors of the cold and barren 
wastes of Labrador, and yet people 
who might easily go out to the great 
West, and take up a farm in that 
region, which has been so much ex 
ploited as a farmer's paradise, remain 
on the rocky coast, where they have 
been making a living for years As 
one who for twelve years and in- re 
lias lived on the Labrador const, n t 
as a missionary or a trader, but a- a 
genuine resident of it, Mr Crean 
speaks from a full personal knowl­
edge.

Twelve miles west of Hairingt.n 
Harbor, where one of the Gicnle.l 
hospitals stand, is Nettagawnn rivet. 
< the high sand hunk beside its 
mouth is i,, be seen a cross standing 
in a little fenced plot of ground. It 
marks the grave of a Welshman who 
had made Ins living for ovei twenty 
years by the trout and salin in fisher v. 
and who had directed that he di ni I 
be buried beside the river where lie 
had spent so many years.

Six miles west, of this river is 
Point au Maurier. where lives .1 <v 
Uallibtiult, fisherman, storekeeper, 
postmaster and also telcgrépli agent. 
When the hospital was being built at 
Harrington, tiallihrault whs asked 
whether or not he liked to have the 
doctors so near him. His answer was 
that he didn’t know. He hat! lived 
there for forty-five years, had made a 
good living, had raised a family, and 
had never needed a doctor. And he 
seemed to think that having a 'doctor 
handy would probably result in their 
acquiring diseases which they liai 
never known before.

Eight miles west of this again is a 
hay. where a number of families live 
that were taken from the Island rf 
Anticosti a couple of years after it 
had been purchased by Ménier, the 
chocolate king. Menier started in to 
stock his island with fur-hearing ani­
mals and spent a great deal of money 
for the purpose of obtaining them. 
These people, however, took advantage 
of this to trap and shoot all they 
could When warned, they still con­
tinued to disobey the regulations, and 
finally had to he put off the island 
altogether. At the time the case caus­
ed a great sensation, as it was alleged 
that Menler’s action had been based 
on religious grounds. But religiou 
had nothing to do with it. The up­
shot of it all was that these people 
were removed from the island and 
given farms in the west with houses, 
cattle, horses, implements, seed and 
provisions for a year. Bui the strik­
ing feature of the whole thi g is that 
the people would not stay in the West 
in spite of these great inducements 
to do jo, but gave up their farms and 
other possessions and now are all 
settled on the Labrador coast, where 
they seem to be perfectly satisfied 
with their lot. Mr. Crean relates 
that not long ago he saw one of them 
sell ninety cases of lobsters at four­
teen dollars a case. This represented 
the result of two months’ work of a 
man and two boys.

A few miles west of this again is 
another bay where there ere settled 
live English families from Perth, Ont. 
They are all doing well and seem 
quite happy in their surroundings in 
spite of the terrifying accounts which 
might be given of the severity of the 
climate and the rockiness of the land.

Twenty-five miles west of this is 
Natashquan Harbor, a settlement con- 
tn in ing a population of three hundred 
and seventy-five people, most French- 
Canadians.

Mr. Crean states that he dug up 
oats snd timothy grown nesr here as 
fodder for cattle, and that it measur­
ed, ro>ts and stems, four feet and 
eight inches in height. When they 
were shown by him to officials of the 
Department of Agriculture, they could 
scarcely believe that it had been 
grown on the Labrador.

At Betchawan Harbor, sixty miles 
west again, is to he seen the grave 
of an old Scotch fisherman who, when 
he was dying, ordered that hie teem 
of five dogs should be shot and buried 
with him.

Mr. Crean states that in talking with 
one of the English residents of the 
coast concerning the doctors and the 
hospitals, this man stated that be was 
glati to have the doctors in case of 
accident, but that the people were not 
looking for charity, and could well 
afford to pay a reasanable rate for 
medical services.

In conclusion. Mr. Crean states that 
what Labrador really needs is a rea­
sonable steamboat service, both as re­
gards rates and frequency. If this 
were obtained, and if Labrador were 
properly advertised, he thinks there 
would be no further need of people 
i< this country going to Norway or 
Sweden in the summer, when they 
have a better place right at their own 
loora.
