The National Savoisien of the 4lh inst., pub­
lishes a letter from Turin, of the 3rd inst., which 
st ill's that the Austrians, having imposed an ex­
traordinary contribution of 400,000 florins (£32,- 
000) cn the city of Parma, to be paid within four 
hours, that suni being not forthcoming within the 
period stated, the Croats, according to custom, 
commenced pillaging the city. The inhabitants, 
however, encouraged by the patriotic defence of 
Bologna, rung the tocsin, and commenced a fear­
ful battle, in which tlrev were assisted by the

The act for facilitating the sale of encum­
bered estates will, I trust, gradually remove an 
evil of great magnitude in the social state of Ire­
land.

The system of perpetual entails of land estab­
lished in Scotland produced very serious evils, 
both to heirs of entail and to the community, and 
I have great satisfaction in seeing it amended on 
principles which have long been found to operate

I have given my cordial assent to tlie measures 

which have in view the improvement of the pub­
lic health, and I entertain an earnest hope that a 
foundation has been laid lor continual advances in 
this beneficial work.

It is all very well to say that secular newspapers 
should not meddle with religious questions.

“ Let real s iperfluities bedecked ; let necessary servi­
ces be performed. This is real economy of Stale Ex­
penditure.”

Really, jl the people are suffering from hi.-' judge­
ment, and tho malignity of ms elements, there is 
little hope to he derived fro v falling into his hands ; 
and especially, if he is that malignant being that 
the Times paints him in the following extract — 
"These tilings [we jefer to a preceding extract] “ are 
decreed hy unerring wisdom, and inflicted hy irresistible 
power.” We should like to know where the Times 
obtained his knowledge of the decree alluded to: 
we should like to read it. If he has evidence of 
this, it must be a Divine revelation, and the world 
ought to have it ; if not, there is no decree. The 
other part of the sentence contains another pre­
sumptuous insinuation. Among men, irresistible 
power in these days, is expected lo be used with 
magnanimity, otherwise it bespeaks the holder un­
worthy of the name of a man, much l»»ss of a Di­
vinity. Plato made it the test of a good man to ho 
merciful to his slaves, because his power over them 
was uncontrolled. The Times predicts trouble, and 
hypocritically deprecates it, by saying, •* it is better 
to fall into the hands of God than man.” lie lias 
already told us that man can do nothing, and now, 
that God will do worse.

The Times bears On the point of war, with all his 
weight in favour of preparation. This keeps up 
the army and navy, and keep;, down the starving, 
clamorous poor. But what prospect is there of war ; 
the independence of England is not threatened by 
any power, neither is there a power threatening, im­
mediately, the liberties of Europe, as in the days of 
Napoleon. On the contrary, the policy of the day 
is non-interference in the affairs of other nations. As 
long as England can defend herself, and that she 
can do any time : there is no occasion to prépare 
for any other war. Tho Times should explain what 
lie means by docking all unnecessary expenditure. 
There will be great diversity of opinion on the ap­
plication of the word necessary. Till this is settled, 
the recommendation of docking amounts t< nothing.

The Times congratulates himself on the absence 
of all fatuity and w.ckedness on the part of the Go­
vernment and Parliament ; for those parties, we un­
derstand, arc meant by the words “ we ” and “ us.” 
He rejoices "in their strength, thanks God with the 
Chancellor of the Exchequer, “ that we have es­
caped,” and glories in the strength of human insti­
tutions, as the preceding extracts will shew.
